I have been a Postal Inspector of the United States Postal Inspcction Service (USPIS) for
approximately twenty months. 1am authorized to investigate crimes involving violations of

This affidavit is respectfully submitted in support of an application for warrants to scarch

As discussed below, there is probable cause to believe that a search of the
aforementioned premises may result in the collection of evidence relevant to an ongoing criminal
investigation into the dissemination of a Wegpon of Mass Destruction (anthrax) through the U.S.
mail system in September 2001 and October 2001 in violation of Title 18, United States Code,
Sections 2332(a) and 1114, which killed five people and infected at least 17 others, and into
tampering with awitness or informant in connection with that ongoing domestic terrorism
investigation, in violation of Title 18, United States Code Section 1512(8)(2).

Overview

The Federa Bureau of Investigation and the U.S. Postal Inspection Service (hereinafter
"Task Force") investigation of the anthrax attacks has led to the identification of Dr. Bruce
Edward Ivins, an anthrax researcher at the U.S. Army Medica Research Institute for Infectious
Diseases, Fort Detrick, MD (hereinafter "USAMRIID"), as aperson necessitating further
investigation for several reasons. (1) At the time of the attacks, he was the custodian of alarge
flask of highly purified anthrax sporesthat possess certain genetic mutations identical to the
anthrax used in the attacks; (2) Ivins has been unable to give investigators an adequate
explanation for his late night laboratory work hours around the time of both anthrax mailings; (3)
Ivins has claimed that he was suffering serious mental health issues in the months preceding the
attacks, and told acoworker that he had "incredible paranoid, delusiona thoughts at times" and
feared that he might not be able to control his behavior; (4) Ivinsis believed to have submitted
fase samples of anthrax from his lab to the FBI for forensic analysis in order to misead
investigators; (5) at the time of the attacks, Ivins was under pressure at work to assist a private
company that had lost its FDA approva to produce an anthrax vaccine the Army needed for U.S.
troops, and which Ivins believed was essential for the anthrax program at USAMRIID; and (6)
Ivins sent an email to a few days before the anthrax attacks
warning that "Bin Laden terrorists for sure have anthrax and sarin gas" and have "just
decreed death to al Jews and all Americans, language similar to the anthrax letters warning
"WE HAVE THIS ANTHRAX DEATH TO AMERICA ... DEATH TOISRAEL." Inhis
affidavit dated October 31, 2007, submitted in support of an initid search of the residence and
vehicles of Bruce Edwards Ivins, Supervisory Postal Inspector Thomas F Delafera described in
greater detail information regarding Bruce Edwards Ivins, and his probable connection to the
anthrax mailings. | hereby incorporate this affidavit by reference herein. See Exhibit A.

Factud Background

Over the course of the past few years, Dr. lvins has become aware that the Task Force
considers him aperson who warrants further investigation in connection with the anthrax
attacks. He has been interviewed anumber of times by law enforcement throughout the course
of the nearly seven-year investigation, most recently in the presence of his attorney on June
2008. Inaddition, on November 1, 2007, Task Force agents executed search warrants at his
residence, his office at USAMRIID, and his vehicles, for evidence linking him to the anthrax
attacks, and seized a number of items, including numerous letters to members of Congress and
the media, along with handguns. Finally, in recent months in particular, he hastold co-workers
and friends that he is a suspect in the investigation, even reveaing to one friend a few weeks ago
that his attorney hastold him to prepare to be indicted for the anthrax attacks.
