It should also be noted that Chust is situated within an area 

which was occupied by the military forces of the u.s .s .R. in or 

about October , 1944 and which was ceded to the l atter govern­

ment by the Government of Czechoslovakia bf treaty dated June 29, 

1945 . I t is thus obvious that any nationalization or other talci ng 

of the property in question whi ch occurred after January 1 , 1945 , 

cannot be ~ttributed to the Government of Czechoslovakia. Accordingl y , 

for the foregoing reasons , the i nstant claims are deni ed. The Com­

mission finds it unnecessary to make determinations with respect 

to other elements of the claims .
