The Coordinated Tribal Assistance Solicitation (CTAS) combines several different DOJ grant
funding programs into one single solicitation. During both of the two-day workshops, DOJ staff
will partner with training and technical assistance providers to present an interactive workshop
that addresses grant writing and strategic planning skills, with a specific focus on how those
skills could assist an applicant with the FY2013 CTAS process.
