
 

 

INTERNET CRIMES 
AGAINST CHILDREN (ICAC) 

 This month I plan to attend the Project 
Safe Childhood Conference in Dallas.  As 
many of you know, the Department of Jus-
tice and our office are dedicated to vigorous 
prosecution of those persons who sexually 
exploit our children.  One of the important 
tools in this effort is the ICAC.

 The following explanation of this im-
portant  program is contained on that site. 

 The ICAC Task Force Program helps 
state and local law enforcement agencies 
develop an effective response to cyber en-
ticement and child pornography cases.  This 
help encompasses forensic and investigative 
components, training and technical assis-
tance, victim services, and community edu-
cation. 

 The ICAC Task Force Program was cre-
ated to help state and local law enforcement 
agencies enhance their investigative re-
sponse to offenders who use the internet, 
online communication systems, or other 
computer technology to sexually exploit chil-
dren.  The program is currently composed of 
59 regional task force agencies and is funded 
by the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delin-
quency Prevention (OJJDP) (U.S. Department 
of Justice).  The Training and Technical Assis-
tance Program was established to assist 
these agencies with training and technical 
assistance in support of their ICAC initiatives. 

 The program was developed in re-
sponse to the increasing number of children 
and teenagers using the Internet, the prolif-
eration of child pornography, and height-
ened online activity by predators seeking 
unsupervised contact with potential under-
age victims.  The FY 1998 Justice Appropria-
tions Act (Pub. L. No. 105ς119) directed 
OJJDP to create a national network of state 
and local law enforcement cyber units to 
investigate cases of child sexual exploitation.  
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 The ICAC program is a national net-
work of 59 coordinated task forces repre-
senting over 2,000 federal, state, and local 
law enforcement and prosecutorial agen-
cies. These agencies are engaged in proac-
tive investigations, forensic investigations, 
and criminal prosecutions. By helping state 
and local agencies to develop effective, 
sustainable responses to online child vic-
timization and child pornography, OJJDP 
has increased their capacity to address 
internet crimes against children. 

  Since the ICAC program's inception in 
1998, nearly 100,000 law enforcement offi-
cers, prosecutors, and other professionals 
have been trained in the United States and 
in 17 countries on techniques to investigate 
and prosecute ICAC related cases.  

  Since 1998, ICAC task forces have re-
viewed more than 100,000 complaints of 
alleged child sexual victimization resulting 
in the arrest of more than 13,500 individu-
als. 

  In FY 2007, the ICAC program trained 
over 20,000 law enforcement personnel 
and nearly 1,700 prosecutors.  In FY 2008, 
the number of trained law enforcement 
personnel increased to over 26,500, while 
an additional 2,219 prosecutors were 
trained.  

  In FY 2007, ICAC investigations led to 
more than 10,500 forensic examinations, 
the identification of nearly 400 children 
who were victims of some form of abuse 
and neglect, and 2,400 arrests. 

  In FY 2008, ICAC task forces have re-
sulted in the arrest of more than 3,000 indi-
viduals, with over one-third of those arrests 
(1,109) resulting in the acceptance of a plea 
agreement by the defendant.
