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A Message from the U.S. Attorney

In our society, the sight of a
child being abused or neglected
prompts us to immediate action.
There is a war being waged against
our children that is often difficult for
us to see. This war takes place on
the internet in the form of child por-
nography, chat rooms where chil-
dren are enticed by predators, and
by cyber-bullies. Our enemy in this
war are thousands of adult preda-
tors.

Our office and the Depart-
ment of Justice are committed to
fighting this war with the help of
dedicated law enforcement officers
who labor daily to apprehend these
predators and bring them to justice.
The number of predators on line at
any given time is overwhelming.
While we will continue to vigorously
prosecute these criminals, prosecu-
tion will never provide a complete
answer to this problem. We need
the help of parents, educators, and
the students all working together to
teach children how to be safe on the
internet.

Offices for the Southern and Central
Districts of Illinois and the Eastern
District of Missouri, in cooperation
with the Southwestern lllinois Law

Enforcement Commission, is
hosting a seminar on child exploi-
tation at the Four Points Shera-
ton in Fairview Heights, lllinois on
June 24 and 25, 2008.

THOMAS A. SOTO, Hge 25, of Tuc-
son, Arizona, was sentenced to five years in
federal prison for conspiracy to distribute in
excess of 100 kilograms (240 pounds) of mari-
huana.

SOTOwas sentenced in the U.S. Dis-
trict Court in East St. Louis. He had pleaded
guilty to the one-count federal indictment on
February 4, 2008.

At his change of plea hearing in Febru-
ary, SOTOadmitted that he had personally
transported over $300,000 in cash from East
St. Louis to Tucson in 2006. The cash in ques-
tion represented drug proceeds for marihu-
ana which SOTOand others had shipped
from Tucson and sold in East St. Louis.
