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SUNNY CROW PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on November 2, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, SUNNY CROW, a 28-year-old resident of Tucson, Arizona, pled guilty to distribution of cocaine.  Sentencing is set for February 10, 2005, at 10:30 a.m.  CROW is currently released on her own recognizance with conditions.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that in September of 2000, an informant advised Crimestoppers in Havre that SUNNY CROW was distributing methamphetamine and cocaine from her mother’s residence on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.  The informant had observed a large number of people making quick stops at the residence.  As a result, a narcotics investigation was initiated on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.


On July 3, 2002, an informant made a controlled purchase of 1½ grams of cocaine from CROW at her mother’s residence on Duck Creek Road.  Law enforcement later interviewed CROW, and she admitted to dealing narcotics on the Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation.


CROW faces possible penalties of 20 years in prison, a $1,000,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Tri-Agency Drug Task Force and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
