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DENNIS ALLEN WICK SR, PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on November 3, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, DENNIS ALLEN WICK, SR, a 36-year-old resident of Ashland, pled guilty to distribution of methamphetamine in or within 1,000 feet of a school and/or housing project.  Sentencing is set for February 10, 2005, at 1:30 p.m.  WICK, SR, is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on April 3, 2003, a confidential informant working under the direction of the Montana Division of Criminal Investigations, Eastern Montana Drug Task Force, purchased 3 bindles of methamphetamine for $77 from WICK, Sr., and co-defendant, Monika Wick, at their residence in a federal housing project area known as Rabbittown, just outside of Ashland, Montana.  The home is located on the Northern Cheyenne Indian Reservation.  The CI was searched, provided buy money and then purchased the drugs while agents monitored the transaction.  The narcotics transaction was negotiated and completed with Monika Wick; DENNIS WICK retrieved the drugs from another part of the house and gave them to Monika to complete the sale.  



He faces possible penalties of 40 years in prison, a $2,000,000 fine and 6 years supervised release. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
