The Internet has created a proliferation of child pornography that is unpreceder
office has been and will remain aggressive in the prosecution of those who have any part (prc
distribution, receipt, or possession) in the despicable exploitation of any child through pornc
However, just as the successful prosecution of controlled substances violations demands a coordine
among federal, state, and local law enforcement and prosecutors, our success here, too, will deper
cooperative effort.

Due to the cooperation among federal and local law enforcement agencies and prosecutors, 424 d
were indicted for controlled substances violations in federal district court in 2007. Only ten of the
United States Districts in the country rank higher than the District of Nebraska irfateraudrbgr of
cases filed during 2007. Three hundred three defendants were indicted on charges unrelated to ¢
substances offenses, bringing the total to 727 defendants indicted in the District of Nebraska for the
The extensive cooperation between local, state and federal law enforcement also resulted in forfeit
vehicles valued at over $317,000, and over $3.1 million in cash.

Our civil unit also had an outstanding year. Four huthdesd diNil cases/matters were completed in
2007.
