United States Attorney Patrick L. Meehan today announced the filing of an information'
charging Aaron Niblack with credit card and identity fraud. The information alleges that from
August 2005 to September 2005, Niblack possessed 1,590 stolen credit/debit account numbers
and aided in the production of counterfeit credit cards with the stolen account numbers. If
convicted, Niblack faces a maximum sentence of 22 years imprisonment, including a mandatory
two year sentence to run consecutive to any other sentence imposed, three years supervised
release, a $750,000 fine, and a $300 special assessment.
