From January 2005 through March 2007, the defendants in this case contacted several thousand businesses soliciting advertisements in various law enforcement periodicals such as the Narcotics Officers Journal, Trooper’s Quarterly, Highway Patrolman Magazine, and Children Protection Magazine.  Companies agreeing to the advertisements were then sent invoices for payment.  In some instances, invoices would be generated and sent to these businesses (even when the business had not agreed to the advertisement) indicating that advertisements had been set in these periodicals and monies were owed.  The periodicals were never produced and monies sent as payment for the advertisements were diverted for personal use.  


Defendants Monroe White, Elbert Guillory, Affrica Muttilib, Clarence Thompson, and Oscar Criner pled guilty to the charges.  On September 3, 2008, a jury trial was held and defendants Allan Lohrman and Jimmy Frazier were found guilty of the charges.  Regina Byrd was found not guilty.  All defendants in this case are currently pending sentencing.   


You have been identified and your contact information was forwarded to the United States Attorney’s Office as a potential victim in this case.  Your name was included in a database utilized by the defendants in soliciting the advertisements.  Any victim of a crime has certain rights under federal law including the right to be notified of the convictions of defendants and the right to be reasonably heard at the sentencing of the defendants.  18 U.S.C. § 3771 (a) and (d).

The United States Department of Justice is obligated to use best efforts to locate and notify the victims of this crime and to inform them of their rights.18 U.S.C. § 3771 (c).
