2007 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) 

The 2007 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) will award more than $1.6 billion 
to enhance the ability of states, territories, and urban areas to prepare for, prevent, and 
respond to terrorist attacks and other major disasters. HSGP funds can be used for 
preparedness planning, equipment acquisition, training, exercises, management and 
administration in order to obtain resources that are critical to building and sustaining 
capabilities that are aligned with the Interim National Preparedness Goal and respective 
State and Urban Area Homeland Security Strategies.  
Eligible applicants must apply through the online Grants.gov system at 
http://www.grants.gov by the Authorized Organization Representative. Assistance with 
Grants.gov may also be obtained online at http://www.grants.gov/help/help.jsp or by 
calling the Grants.gov customer support helpline at 1-800-518-4726, Monday – Friday, 
7:00 a.m.

FY 2007 Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) 

Emergency management is a vital part of the Department of Homeland Security’s 
preparedness mission and EMPG directly supports the Nation’s emergency management 
community. The FY 2007 EMPG Program provides $194 million in critical assistance to 
sustain and enhance state and local emergency management capabilities. FY 2007 EMPG 
allowable costs remain consistent with previous fiscal years and have been divided into 
planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercises categories. In addition, 
management and administration costs are allowable.  
The State Administrative Agency is the only agency eligible to apply for FY 2007 EMPG 
funds and must apply through the online Grants.gov system at http://www.grants.gov by 
the Authorized Organization Representative.
