I, Brian Knoll, being duly sworn, depose and state

I am a Border Patrol Agent for the United States Border Patrol of the
Department of Homeland Security. I have been so employed for twenty-five
years. -

This affidavit is authored in support of a complaint for a violation of
Title 8 United States Code, Section(s) 1326(a)(1) & (2) and 1326(b)(2).

On or about January 7, 2010, Albuquerque Police Officer Tony
Simballa met with Jose Agustin VILLAGOMEZ- Saucedo in Edgewood,
New Mexico. :

Drug Enforcement Special Agent Dave Smith, through investigation,
identified Jose VILLAGOMEZ’ home address as 45 Silver Maple Avenue,
Edgewood, New Mexico.

On April 9, 2010, Special Agent Smith informed me that
Computerized Criminal Records indicated that Jose Agustin
VILLAGOMEZ-Saucedo is a previously Deported Criminal Alien.

Immigration Centfal Index System Recdrds revealed that Jose Agustin
VILLAGOMEZ-Saucedo had been Deported from the United States to
Mexico at San Ysidro, California, on June 29, 2001.

This Deportation was éiibséqﬁent to a Conviction on or about January
5, 1999, in the Superior Court of Callfornla, in and for Riverside County, for
the Offense of Assault with a Deadly Weapon, an Aggravated Felony.

I have reviewed Alien File 72 231 055. The Alien File contains a
Mexican Birth Certificate documenting Jose Agustin VILLAGOMEZ-
Saucedo’s birth in Morelia, Michoacan, Mexico, on November 28, 1980.

The Alien File also contains a Warrant of Deportation issued for Jose
Agustin VILLAGOMEZ-Saucedo apd executed on June 29, 2001,
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On April 20, 2010, Special Agent Dave Smith identified Jose Agustin
VILLAGOMEZ-Saucedo from a photograph contained within Alien File 72
231 055 as the same person encountered on January 7, 2010.

Further examination of Alien File 78 317 095 revealed no evidence of
permission to re-enter the United States after Deportation.
