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NEWS RELEASE

United States Attorney Patrick L. Meehan today announced the filing of an information'
charging Aaron Eubanks with conspiracy, credit card and identity fraud. The information alleges
that Eubanks signed up as a representative at various service companies, Prepaid Legal Services,
Inc., Liberty Benefits, and Everyday Wealth, under fictitious names. As a representative,
Eubanks submitted fraudulent member applications to these service companies. Eubanks used
stolen credit card account numbers in the fraudulent member applications. The service
companies billed the credit card account numbers provided for these new members and paid
commissions to Eubanks for soliciting the members. Eubanks received over $20,000 from the
scheme. If convicted, Eubanks face maximum sentences of 15 years imprisonment, plus a
mandatory two year sentence to run consecutive to any other sentence imposed, three years
supervised release, a $750,000 fine, and a $300 special assessment.
