is the distribution of controlled substances, in violation of
Title 18, United States Code, Section 1956 (a) (2) (A); all in violation
of Title 18, United States Code, Section 1956 (h).

Criminal Forfeiture Allegations

1. The allegations contained in Counts 1 through 3 of this
Indictment are realleged and by reference fully incorporated herein
for the purpose of alleging forfeiture to the United States of America
pursuant to the ©provisions of Title 21, United States Code,
Section 853, and Title 18, United States Code, Section 982.

2. As a result of the commission of the felony offenses alleged
in Counts 1 and 2 of this Indictment, said violations being punishable
by imprisonment for more than one year and pursuant to Title 21,
United States Code, Sections 853(a) (1) and 853(a)(2), defendants
DAMASO LOPEZ-SERRANO, aka “Mini Lic,” aka "“Dani,” aka “Jose Daniel

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Lopez Hernandez,” NAHUM ABRAHAM SICAIROS-MONTALVO, aka “Kinceanero,”

BB <211, upon conviction, forfeit to the United States all their

rights, title and interest in any and all property constituting, or
derived from, any proceeds any defendant obtained, directly or
indirectly, as the result of the felony offenses alleged in this
Indictment, and any and all property used or intended to be used in
any manner or part to commit and to facilitate the commission of the
violations alleged in this Indictment.

3. As a result of the commission of the felony offense alleged
in Count 3 of this Indictment, said violation being punishable by
imprisonment for more than one year, and pursuant to Title 18, United
States Code, Section 982(a) (1), defendant || NNNIIIGEGEE B
_ shall, upon conviction, forfeit to the United States all
rights, title and interest in any and all property involved in such
offense, and any property traceable to such property.

4, If any of the above-described forfeitable property, as a
result of any act or omission of the defendants:

a. cannot be located upon the exercise of due diligence;
b. has been transferred or sold to, or deposited with, a
third party;

C. has been placed beyond the jurisdiction of the Court;

d. has been substantially diminished in value; or
e. has been commingled with other property which cannot be

subdivided without difficulty;
