1. Larry Angel is hereby nmade a defendant on the charge
stated below. During the period covered by this information, the
def endant was area manager for ACandS, Inc. (AC&S, Inc.) in
Tol edo, Chio. AC&S, Inc. is headquartered in Lancaster,

Pennsyl vania and is a wholly-owned subsidiary of |REX,
Corporation also of Lancaster, Pennsylvania. During the tine
period covered by this information, AC&S, Inc. was engaged in the
busi ness of, anong other things, refractory |ining construction
and repair work.

2. Various persons and firnms, not made defendants herein,
partici pated as co-conspirators in the offense charged herein and

performed acts and nade statenents in furtherance thereof.

BACKGROUND

3. Refractory lining construction is the construction of
linings for furnaces or boilers, for exanple, using
hi gh-tenperature resistant materials such as brick, concrete,
cement, ceramcs and plastics. Fromtinme to tinme, repair work
al so nust be perforned to maintain the integrity of these
linings. Custoners using refractory linings include refineries,
auto manufacturers, and chemi cal and utility conpani es.

DESCRI PTI ON OF THE OFFENSE

4. Begi nning at |east as early as January 1993 and
continuing thereafter until at |east Decenber 1995, the exact
dat es bei ng unknown to the United States, the defendant and
others entered into and engaged in a conbi nati on and conspiracy
to suppress and restrain conpetition by rigging bids to job
owners and general contractors for contracts to construct or
repair refractory linings. The conbination and conspiracy
engaged in by the defendant and co-conspirators in unreasonabl e
restraint of interstate trade and commerce viol ated Section 1 of
the Sherman Act (15 U S.C. § 1).

5. The charged conbi nati on and conspiracy consisted of an
agreenent, understandi ng and concert of action anong the
def endant and co-conspirators, the substantial terns of which
were to submt collusive, nonconpetitive and rigged bids for

refractory lining construction and repair contracts.



6. For the purpose of form ng and effectuating the charged
conspiracy, the defendant and co-conspirators did those things

whi ch they conbi ned and conspired to do, including, anong other

t hi ngs:

(a) discussing anong thensel ves the subm ssion of
prospective bids on certain refractory |ining
construction and repair contracts;

(b) agreeing anong thensel ves whi ch conpany woul d be
the | ow bidder for the aforenentioned contracts;
and

(c) submtting collusive, nonconpetitive and rigged
bids for the aforenentioned contracts.

TRADE AND COMVERCE
7. During the period covered by this information, a

substantial quantity of materials and equi pnent was purchased or
hired by the defendant and co-conspirators fromlocations outside
of the state of Ohio and transported into the state of Ohio for
use in performng refractory lining construction and repair
contracts.

8. On occasion, general contractors |ocated outside of the
state of Ohi o sought and received bids from defendant and
co-conspirators for jobs involving refractory lining construction

and repair work.



9. The busi ness activities of the defendant and
co-conspirators that are the subject of this information were
within the flow of, and substantially affected interstate trade
and conmer ce.

V
JURI SDI CTI ON AND VENUE

10. The conbination and conspiracy charged in this
information was fornmed and carried out, in part, within the
Northern District of Chio, within the five years preceding the

filing of this information.
