The Star shall provide advance notification to the Antitrust Diﬁsion when it

directly or indirectly acquires any assets of, or any iﬁteres‘tA(including any financial, -

security, lpan, equity, or management interest) in, any neWspaper hé.vi'ng its

principal éirculatior; in Metropolitan Kansas City, with the exception of
 transactions felating solely to services associated with’cdmmegéial printing, and

transactions where the total value of the ésse;s or interest‘,being acquired is less |
_ than 5 million dollars. The obligation to .prévide notice is'met under this section
- when tﬂé Star complies with the reporting and waiting pgriod requirements of ihe

Hart-Scott-Rodino Antitrust Improvements Act of 1976, as amended,
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15US.C.§ 18a (fthé ;‘HSR Act”).
B. Notiﬁcatiqn under this section shall be provided to the Axrtitrust Division in the
séme format as, and per the instructioﬂs relating té, the Notification and Report
~ Form set forth in thé'Appendix to Part 803 of Title 16 of the Code of Federal
Regularions as amended. vNotiﬁcatio‘n shall be provided .at least thlrty (3 6) days
prior to the acquisition of such interesr, ahri shall include, beyond what may be
 required by the applicable insfructions, the names of the principal representatives
of the parties to the agreement who 'negotiaterl the agreement, and any |
managemerlt or _strategic plans discussing the proposed transaction. If wiﬂﬁn the
30¥day period after notification representatives of the Antitmét Division make a

compliance with the request for r,uch adriitional informatiqrr. Early‘terrriinatiorl of
