With the massive discrimination in voting
rights ard the systematic denial of the vote
to so large a proportion of the citizenrv of
M{ssissippi, it seems to me that the men
holding office there are merely pretenders

to office and usurpers of the powers of state.
I think {t could he successfully argued that
there has not been a valid election in the
State of Mississipp{ for many decades.

I than« you very much {or your letter of July 25 and
for the draft of the Government's brief in the Barnett case.
I regard this as an excellent orief, and 1 have very little
to suggest by way of alteration,

In connection with tne argument set forth on nages >la
and <2 relating to the deslignation of the United States as
"amicus curlae,” I am wondering 1! there should be a greater
development of the arrs-ument that the name or designation given
the United States of America 1is not controlling but rather that
the rights as soelled out by the order overmitting the United
States to apoear override the tormer. Here we have an order
admitting the Unlted States of America which expressly lnvests
it with all of the rights and authority any oarty to a sult can
exerclse--that o! [{iling nleadings, seexing injunctive rellef,
instituting contempt proceedings, etc. The designation "amicus
curiae” may in fact be erroneous, still this misnomer should
have no eflect on the status o! the so-called "amicus” in the
litigation when there is an order dellneatling the rights and
powers 1t 1s to enjoy. 4ithout such an order the amicus curlae
would be treated in the conventional manner, of course. In the
final analysis, what greater rights could any intervenor or any
party plaintif have been given than was accorded the United
States by the order of the Court in question?

In connection with the arguments presented on pages 52
and 52 relating to the apparent intention of Congress that Jjury

trials not be conducted bi our appellate Federal Courts, verhaps
consideration should be glven to nointing to the imoracticabllities

of a Jjury trial in the Circuit Court or the Supreme Court. Cone
gress has provided no procedural guide lines tor such a trial,
as is pointed out in your argument. The awxward situation that
follows can be demonstrated by the inatant case., 1Is there to be
a "majority” charge and a "dissenting” charge to the jury? Are

the elght Jjudges sitting in this case to confer each time a
question arises on a point of evidence”? Is each Judge to be
permitted to question the witnesses? Judge Cameron, for
instance, has outspokeningly disnlayed a complete disagreement
with this entire oroceeding, and what might well follow from
this attitude in the course of a trial 1s not difficult to
imagine. To say the least, there would be such confuslion as
would make 1t very difficult for a Jury prooerly to act. From
where 1s this Jjury to be drawn--from each state in the circult?
I am not suggesting that this nreclse argument be made but am
merely calling attention to the general nature of the argument
that 1s avallable to us,

I do not xnow whether you want to go into this much
elaboration, but 1t may aid in volnting to the reasons Congress
had in mini in not providing for Jury trials in the Circult
Courts. These arguments may also be of some ald to some of tre
Judzes on the question of a constitutional right to a Jury trial.

‘My® recollection 13 that the dissenting opinlons 1in
the Green and other Suvreme Court cases dealing with the
constitutional right of a trial by Jury in contemnt cases laid
some stress on the possible arbitrariness of Federal District
Judges in contemnt cases. This danger is minimized, of course,
in Circult Court contempt trials., Is it of any value to make
this noint?

On paze 13 1 am wondering if the word "exemnt” in the
rifth line 1s a better word than "exclude.”

I noticed a few tynmographical errcrs such as "morever"
instead of "moreover” in tre first line of the second naragraoh
on page 45, but 1 am sure that these have been caught.

One of my partners, 4. H. Vaughan, Jr., 1s also
serving as Speclal Assistant Attorney General with me in this
matter; and i1f you contemplate carrying me on the brief, 1 would
appreciate it 1f you would include him as well. '
