INDICTMENT
COUNT 1
(Access Device Fraud)
The Grand Jury charges:

Between on or about September 24, 2016 and September 26, 2016, within the Eastern

District of Missouri,
OMAR FANDINO,

being aided, abetted, counseled, and induced by individuals unknown to the Grand Jury, in a
matter affecting interstate commerce, did knowingly and with intent to defraud use, and attempt
to use, an unauthorized access device, that is: the fraudulently obtained account number ending
in 8621 and issued to D.H. with an aggregate value exceeding $1,000.00, that being $5,577.20.

In violation of Title 18, United States Code, Sections 1029(a)(2), (b)(1), and 2.

COUNT 2
(Access Device Fraud)

The Grand Jury further charges:

On or about September 24, 2016, within the Eastern District of Missouri,
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OMAR FANDINO,
being aided, abetted, counseled, and induced by individuals unknown to the Grand Jury, in a
matter affecting interstate commerce, did knowingly and with intent to defraud use, and attempt
to use, an unauthorized access device, that is: the fraudulently obtained account number ending
in 8553 and issued to C.B. with an aggregate value exceeding $1,000.00, that being $1,500.00.
In violation of Title 18, United States Code, Sections 1029(a)(2), (b)(1), and 2.
COUNT 3
(Access Device Fraud)

The Grand Jury further cﬁarges:

Between on or about September 26, 2016 anci October 3, 2016, within the Eastern District
of Missouri,

OMAR FANDINO,

being aided, abetted, counseled, and induced by individuals unknown to the Grand Jury, in a
matter affecting interstate commerce, did knowingly and with intent to defraud use, and attempt
to use, an unauthorized access device, that is: the fraudulently obtained account number ending
in 5402 and issued to S.R. with an aggregate value exceeding $1,000.00, that being $20,201.00.

In violation of Title 18, United States Code, Sections 1029(a)(2), (b)(1), and 2.

COUNT 4
(Aggravated Identi;ty Theft)
The Grand Jury further charges that:
On or about September 23, 2016, in the Eastern District of Missouri, the defendant,

(Aggravated Identity Theft)

Code, Section 1029(a)(1); access device fraud, Title 18, United States Code, Section 1029(a)(2);
wire fraud, Title 18, United States Code, Section 1343; and, bank fraud, Title 18, United States
Code, Section 1344.
