ORDER

Before the Court is the Government’s Motion for limited unsealing of multiple search
warrant affidavits in the abéve-styled cases, and after considering the same, the Court is of the
opinion that it should be granted in the interest of law enforcement. Aécordingly,

IT IS ORDERED that the Government’s proposed redacted Search Warrant Affidavits,
attached under seal to the Government’s motion, is hereby UNSEALED;

IT IS FUTHER ORDERED that the original unredacted Affidavits and Search Warrant
Applications in the above causes are to remain SEALED until further order of this Coﬁrt, for the
reasons stated in the Government’s motion and for the reasons stated below.

THE COURT FINDS that the public’s presumptive qualified right of access to judicial
record‘s requires unsealing of the vast majority of the original Affidavits in this case. However, the
Court further finds that, with respect to the redacted portions of the Government’s proposed
Affidavits, the public’s right of access is outweighed by interests favoring nondis_closure. These

interests include the possible chilling effect on information provided by informants and witnesses
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to law enforcement; the potential hindrance to law enforcement if certain investigative techniques
are made public; innocent third parties’ rights to privacy; and disclosure restrictions related to

certain protected records and to personal identifying information, as imposed by law and the rules

of this Court. o
