It provides information 
regarding applications to use pen register and/or trap and trace (PR/fT) devices conducted 
pursuant to the Act during the period from January 1, 2022, through June 30, 2022. 

During this reporting period, the Government filed three applications1 with the Foreign 
Intelligence Surveillance Court (FJSC) seeking authorization for the FBI to use PRITT devices. 
The FISC approved all three PR/IT applications filed during the reporting period. The FISC did 
not deny in whole, or in part, any PR/fT applications during the reporting period. The FISC did 
not modify any of the proposed orders submitted to the FISC during the period covered by this 

report.2 

During this reporting period, the total number of persons targeted for PR/TT orders was 
between zero and 499. 3 The aggregate number of United States persons targeted for PR/TT 
orders was between zero and 499. Of these United States persons, the number of United States 
persons whose information was reviewed or accessed by a federal officer, employee, or agent 
was between zero and 499.
