Four years after Ukraine’s Revolution of Dignity began, Ukraine continues to work on an
ambitious reform agenda tackling corruption and stimulating the economy. Thanks to
public pressure, civic engagement, and encouragement from international financial
organizations, the government has introduced an open procurement process, created
oversight and enforcement bodies throughout government, and required public officials to
declare their wealth and assets. However, progress has slowed as anti-corruption agencies
including the National Anti-Corruption Bureau (NABU) and Specialized Anti-Corruption
Prosecutor's Office (SAPO) have come under attack from parties within the government as
well as the oligarchic interests that remain entrenched in the country.

TALLINN, Estonia — Russia is recruiting smugglers on its western frontier to work as spies and informants in an attempt
to destabilize its neighbor Estonia, a gateway to the European Union and NATO, a BuzzFeed News investigation can
reveal.

At least five men have been arrested in the last two years and convicted of spying on behalf of Russia. Their cases reveal
how the Russian secret service, the FSB, operates across the border into a country that has a long and complicated
history with its eastern neighbor.

Each of the five men was a known smuggler, of anything from people to cigarettes, and the FSB was able to force them to
work undercover in exchange for avoiding lengthy sentences in Russian prisons. Once they had been recruited, they were
tasked with passing on information about everything from Estonian military bases to details about patrols run by guards
manning the border.

“They are an easy target for FSB recruiters,” Aleksander Toots, the deputy head of the Estonian Internal Security Service,
known by its acronym, KAPO, told BuzzFeed News. Toots, who oversees KAPQO'’s counterintelligence arm and who has
been personally involved in the investigation of all five men, said that it was virtually impossible to say no to the recruiters.
“If you choose to decline, you might get into trouble because the FSB knows that you are a smuggler and are crossing the
border illegally. The threat of ending up in a prison in Russia isn’t appealing. On the other hand, if you accept, you could
hope for protection from the FSB in your criminal activity.”

The Russian tactic of turning petty criminals into spies on the ground mirrors a key feature of Russia’s cyber tactics:
blackmailing criminal hackers into doing the government’s bidding. It is the latest illustration of a style of Russian
intelligence operations that has caught the United States and its allies flat-footed, one that draws no clear line between
traditional espionage, open criminality, and ambiguous business transactions.

Estonia, a small country of just 1.3 million people, has been grappling with its neighbor for decades. In 2007, it suffered a
wave of debilitating cyberattacks suspected of having been carried out by Russia to protest Estonian plans to move a
Soviet-era monument. Starting the following year, through 2013, Estonia arrested a host of high-level officials who had
been spying for Russia, including two KAPO officers and the head of the country’s National Security Authority, Herman
Simm. Now, in a tactic revealed in detail for the first time here, Russia is seeking lower-level spies to spy on its neighbor.
The revelation will likely feed concerns of Russian meddling in Estonia, which already grew in the wake of Russia’s
seizure of Crimea from Ukraine in 2014, marking a new stage in Russia’s approach to what it still considers its backyard.

Until recently, Estonia operated under the belief that it had US backing in the face of Russian aggression. In the wake of
Crimea, then-president Barack Obama traveled to the capital, Tallinn, to assure the Baltic countries that the US, and
NATO, was on their side. “You lost your independence once before. With NATO, you will never lose it again,” he said.
Now, with Obama gone and replaced by a president under investigation for his suspected ties to Russia and marred by
ambiguous statements about his commitment to collective defense, the landscape has changed.

Now Russia is testing new methods — at first close to home, and then, inevitably, further abroad. As the world focuses on
Russia’s capabilities in the realm of cyberattacks and misinformation campaigns, is it missing Russia’s ability to develop
new methods of good old-fashioned on-the-ground spying?
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The five men convicted of spying for Russia don’'t know each other, but they have much in common.

Of the five, four lived in the Russian city of Pskov, near the border with Estonia, and have both Russian and Estonian
citizenship. Just one, who lived in Estonia, lacked Estonian citizenship, one of hundreds of thousands of Russian
speakers whose families moved to the country when it was part of the Soviet Union, and who were rendered stateless
when the country regained independence in 1991.

All five men signed a written agreement of cooperation with the FSB and got cash for the tasks they carried out, according
to Toots. The payment may have been as little as 2,000 rubles, or $35. But they didn’t do it for the money. The choice
these men faced was simple: either go to prison in Russia or remain free and boost their criminal career with the
knowledge that Russian border guards would turn a blind eye to their smuggling and they would also get some extra
money from the FSB.

The effort appears highly organized, according to people involved in the investigations. Three different investigators from
two institutions — the Police and Border Guard Board and the Tax and Custom Board, which investigates smuggling —
told BuzzFeed News that they hadn’t seen any effort from the Russian side to stop and catch smugglers along the border
for years now. “l am certain that it isn’t only buying off one or two Russian border guards. The links must go much higher,”
one of the sources said.

There is also little, if any, risk at all for the FSB when hiring the smugglers. In Estonia they are known as priigikala, or
“trash-fish” — they are disposable, too small to matter. If any of them is discovered, the FSB doesn’t lose a valuable asset
that they spent years training, as they do with officers who work their way up through the system. And they can always
hire a replacement. There are dozens of smuggling gangs operating along the 80-mile border between Estonia and
Russia, and the 130-mile border between Russia and Latvia, another Baltic neighbor.

Pavel Romanov, 44, was one of the five men caught spying for Russia.

It was 1:15 p.m. on an unusually hot Friday in the late spring of 2014 when he decided to pull his car over near a team of
border guards patrolling a crossroad near the border.

“I had held a party for fellow villagers last night. After a breakfast and shower | felt sober. | only wanted to double-check if |
was ok to drive,” Romanov told BuzzFeed News, reiterating what he had told investigators about why he pulled over. To
this day, Romanov isn’t quite sure why he pulled over, and he kicks himself for it.

Romanov was visibly drunk when he stepped out of the car, according to the statements of the four border patrol officers
who saw him. And the border guards recognized him immediately. They had long suspected Romanov of being a
smuggler. It was a badly kept secret in the area, but aside from some minor crimes — including a breach of public order
and a case of illegal border crossing, for which he was fined, and failure to pay child support, for which he was sentenced
to six months in prison — they hadn’t been able to prove anything. Now they could at least charge him with another crime.
His breathalyzer test showed a criminally high level of alcohol.

Romanov was an experienced smuggler — his main business was smuggling tobacco, and he was very good at it. He led
a gang of 10 people and gave each of them a specific task. His right-hand man, a smuggler named Vladimir, was
responsible for buying the cigarettes in Russia and arranging transport to the border. Three other men, including
Romanov’s 19-year-old son, Mihhail, stood guard to detect approaching border guards. There were drivers to take the
contraband away and others who were positioned a couple of miles ahead to provide intelligence. Romanov himself
commissioned the buyers in Estonia.

"Little did they know, however, that drinking and
smuggling were the least of Romanov’s secrets. He had
been a spy working for the FSB for 20 years. "
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Romanov was known to treat everyone fairly. He and everyone else on his team earned 500 euros apiece for each
operation, which consisted of two different trips over the border carrying 20 cigarettes cases — 400,000 cigarettes — into
Estonia. In a part of the country where unemployment is soaring and the average monthly wage is as low as 800 euros,
that was good money.

The border guards were happy to have nabbed him. Little did they know, however, that drinking and smuggling were the
least of Romanov’s secrets. He had been a spy working for the FSB for 20 years.

Romanov was recruited by the FSB while working in Russia back in 1994, around the time Russia’s war in Chechnya was
about to break out, Toots told BuzzFeed News. In an interview with BuzzFeed, Romanov said he was buying used
Western cars from Germany and Finland at the time and selling them in Chechnya, a mainly Muslim republic that would
fight two separatist wars in the wake of the Soviet Union’s collapse. At the time, Russians needed help with local
knowledge. Romanov boasted of being close friends with the Chechen rebel leader Dzhokhar Dudayev at the time
(though BuzzFeed News could not independently verify this), saying he knew the general well through the general’s
daughter Dana — Dudayev had served in the Soviet military in Estonia in the the late '80s and early '90s. Now Dudayev
was fighting on the other side, with the Chechens against Russia.

When war broke out in Chechnya, Romanov returned to Estonia — but continued working for the FSB. He carried out
tasks for the FSB as well as for FSB’s border intelligence unit, according to Toots. He gathered information about
Estonian border guard tactics, their patrol times, and locations of surveillance cameras, Toots said.

He was also tasked with gathering information about military and security structures in southeastern Estonia, like the
Sanna warehouse of the Estonian Defence League, which is similar to the US National Guard, and the Kuperjanov
Infantry Battalion base near the town of V6ru. He also provided the FSB with information about officials in the various
Estonian security agencies like the police, the border guards, and KAPO — including their habits, interests, and
weaknesses.

The border guards didn’t arrest Romanov for drunk driving that spring day, though he was forced to give them a
statement. But they did, nearly a year later, decide to go after his smuggling operation.

By early 2015, investigators finally felt confident they had enough evidence to bust the gang. It would require an elaborate
operation that included tax and customs officers assigned to KAPO.

The team chose the night of February 10, 2015, to make its move. Romanov’s gang was preparing for another smuggling
run across the border. The temperature had dropped as low as 14 degrees Fahrenheit, the ground was covered in snow,
and a bone-chilling wind was blowing. Someone stood watch at Romanov’s house, which was off the only road to the
border. Closer to the border, the rest of the smuggling team was prepping in rented sheds.

Finally, the team of officers made its move, surprising Romanov and his cohorts when they were on their snowmobiles,
driving multiple tracks through the snow to make it harder for anyone to trace where they were really going.
Investigators were surprised by what they found. When they were caught, the investigators found they were carrying a
sophisticated cache of surveillance and smuggling equipment, from camouflage suits and masks to specially built rope
harnesses to make it easier to move the heavy cigarette cases, night vision goggles, thermal cameras, radio jammers,
and cameras that had been set up on trees to warn them when the border patrol was approaching. One night vision
device was a military one, with its registration numbers scraped away. “You can’t buy things like that anywhere in
Estonia,” one investigator said.

The team arrested Romanov immediately, and he quickly admitted to running smuggling operations.

Investigators proved that Romanov’s group had crossed the border illegally 13 times, smuggling more than 2.5 million
cheap untaxed cigarettes and earning 80,000 euros (around $95,000). A customs officer involved in the investigation said
that Romanov was ecstatic — the officer said he “clapped with joy” — when he realized what investigators would argue as
the real size of his business had, in fact, been much larger.

As the court case got underway, Romanov decided to take a plea deal. On May 26, he was convicted of smuggling and
sentenced to five years in prison.

The next month, KAPO sent a letter to the judge asking permission to interrogate Romanov in another criminal
investigation. It's unclear exactly when KAPO realized that Romanov was more than he seemed, since spying
investigations are considered state secrets in Estonia. But they began to interrogate him about his connections to the
FSB.

On October 22, 2015, he found himself in court again — convicted of spying and sentenced to four years and 10 months
in prison. The sentence was reduced to 22 months in prison, but Romanov had to agree to pay regular visits to a
probation officer

Romanov was the most prolific of the five men who have been convicted of spying for Russia in the past two years.
Another, Aleksandr Rudnev, had barely turned 21 when he was arrested in March 2015. The FSB had also tasked him
with gathering information about military exercises and the movement of Estonian army vehicles, according to information
released by KAPO.
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And then there is the case of Eston Kohver.

Two days after Obama gave his speech in Tallinn, Russian special forces kidnapped Kohver, a KAPO officer who was on
duty on the border. The sting operation took only a couple of minutes. The Russians lobbed smoke grenades and
flashbangs to disorient Kohver. The FSB then dragged him over the border to Russia, according to Estonian officials.
Russia denies to this day that he was captured on Estonian soil.

Kohver was held in detention at Moscow’s notorious Lefortovo Prison and charged with espionage. Despite diplomatic
pressure from the European Union and the United States, he was sentenced to 15 years in prison. Only a year later, on
September 26, 2015, was Kohver able to return to Estonia after a classic prisoner exchange held on a bridge at the
Estonia-Russia border.

BuzzFeed News can now reveal that the man who lured Kohver into a trap on the border was a small-time
smuggler named Maksim Gruzdev, according to Toots. Kohver was carrying a Taurus service pistol, as well as
5,000 euros in cash and a recording device, when he was kidnapped. According to Toots, Gruzdev had
promised to put Kohver in touch with a third person who could provide information on cross-border corruption.

The cash was for that third person.

KAPO knew it was Gruzdev who had laid out the trap for Kohver, but couldn’t go after him until the officer was safely back
on Estonian soil. What's more, the FSB didn’t use Gruzdev anymore after the Kohver operation. His job was done.

“He didn’t think that we knew about his role in the case and we managed to take use of it,” Toots said.

Officials from KAPO caught Gruzdev handing someone a petty bribe in the small town of Pdlva in August 2015. But
Kohver was still in prison in Russia, so investigators decided to wait to arrest him. They couldn’t risk hurting behind-the-
scenes diplomatic negotiations to swap him for Aleksei Dressen, a KAPO officer who had been found guilty of treason for
working with the FSB.

The long-awaited prisoner exchange finally took place on September 26, 2015. Kohver was swapped for Aleksei Dressen,
who had been imprisoned in Estonia in 2012 on charges of spying for Moscow. A week later, on Friday, KAPO
investigators arrested Maksim Gruzdev. Out of the five spies, he is the only one still serving time in prison. He is

scheduled to be released this fall. BuzzFeed News sent a request to interview Gruzdev in prison, but Gruzdev didn’t reply.

There is no escaping Estonia’s deeply fraught history with Russia, and the spy scandal is no exception.

With the exception of Romanov, all five men were Russian nationals and also carried Estonian passports, which made it
easier for them to operate in both countries. They weren’t born with those passports — indeed they only got them in
recent years, thanks to a law adopted after the fall of the Soviet Union that granted citizenship to anyone who had
Estonian citizenship before the country was occupied and absorbed into the Soviet Union during World War 1. Before the
occupation, the region around Pechory, which is currently in Russia, was a part of Estonia. And it's from there the spies
have been recruited.

According to the interior ministry, the four men only applied for their Estonian passports recently. Artem Malosheyv,
another of the spies, who was arrested in May 2016, got his passport in August 2013. By then, he had been on the FSB’s
payroll for two years, according to KAPO. Two others — Alik Hutshbarov and Aleksandr Rudnev — applied for passports
during the summer of 2006 and started their smuggling careers a few years later.

State prosecutor Inna Ombler — who was in charge of all five spy investigations — called the men’s use of the law
citizenship of comfort. “Sometimes my heart aches that these spies could take Estonian passports so easily,” Ombler told
BuzzFeed News. “We have ourselves opened a door for people like them to enter our country and start gathering
intelligence here,” she said.

Estonian Attorney General Lavly Perling likewise told BuzzFeed News that it would have been easier to just expel the
men once they were caught, but that taking them to court was important.

“The fact that we take all these cases to court shows our strength, it has a significant meaning,” she said.

It's hard to say how many such small-time smugglers turned spies are still out there. Toots, the deputy KAPO chief, said
he was confident new arrests would follow in the future. It is pure law of probability.

Romanov was released from prison on December 10 after serving 22 months of his five-year sentence. Early release is

a common practice in Estonia, and Romanov will not have to serve the rest of his sentence, provided he commits no new
crime. Romanov moved back to his house, halfway between the Russian border and the first border guard station in
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Estonia. He lives there with his wife, Jelena, who he married in prison. His previous wife, Lada, died of cancer four years
ago.

The rundown house sits at the end of a gravel road and an alley of tall birch trees. The yard was full of junk — old cars, a
machine for cutting firewood. There were men working on the cars, and a big dog on a leash guarding the place.

“So, this is how we live,” Romanov said. His eyes were tired, his hair messy and thinning, making him look much older
than his 44 years. “We have chicken and goose, and we are growing strawberries on half a hectare of land.”

This is not how you would expect a former spy to live.

The strawberries are for eating — but they are also for selling, and they bring the family some extra income in the
summer.

Beyond that, each month Romanov gets 97 euros in social benefits and 202 euros in pension because of an injury he
received when he was a boxer in his younger days.

He also works unofficial side jobs. He owns a small truck, and local people occasionally order transport services from him.
His phone is constantly ringing (to the tune from the '80s TV series Airwolf, which was a hit in Estonia after the fall of the
Soviet Union). One of the callers was a man from Russia who had come to buy a couple of scrap engines.

Then there are the businesses that have stalled because of Romanov’s situation.

“I have a refurbishing company in the Netherlands and a company that builds log houses in Russia,” he said. “l wouldn’t
need state aid but | can’t get out of the country to manage the companies.” He is not allowed to leave the country for
another three years, and he also needs to show up for regular meetings with his probation supervisor.

“All | can do now is be an unemployed pensioner,” he said.

One thing Romanov refused to talk about was his life as a Russian spy. “l don’t need any new troubles,” he said with a
wan smile, when asked. “I have promised | will not talk about it.”

When asked again — “Can you publicly admit to the fact of having been a spy?” — Romanov took another puff of his
cigarette (a legal one, with an Estonian customs stamp — not one smuggled from Russia).

“I don’t need to advertise myself,” he said. “I just want to live quietly in my house with my wife, son, and grandson.”

He refused to allow himself to be photographed. o

EU should use anti-terror methods against mafia, says German interior minister

German Interior Minister Thomas de Maiziere says coordination is key to combating everything from human trafficking to
money laundering. But his Italian counterpart Marco Minniti thinks the EU should go much further.

nteroperability - that was the buzzword German Interior Minister Thomas de Maiziere stressed during a conference on
organized crime at the Italian embassy in Berlin on Wednesday. To illustrate his point, de Maiziere cited the example of
one European anti-crime data base collecting fingerprints but no names while another gathered names but no fingerprints.
De Maiziere called on Europe to standardize and link such information sources and said that anti-terrorism measures
could serve as a model.

"The fight against terrorism got the ball rolling,” de Maiziere said. "We want to further develop and systematically network
our existing information silos (insular management system).”

While terrorism grabs many more headlines, organized crime is arguably the bigger the problem. According to the NGO
Mafia, Nein Danke (Mafia, No Thanks), which organized the conference, and the German Finance Ministry, some 100
billion euros ($115 billion) is laundered annually in Germany alone by everything from massive real estate companies to
mafia-owned pizzerias. Germany, usually considered a pillar of European stability, is a veritable EI Dorado for people
looking to feed ill-gotten gains into the mainstream economy.

"If | was given a choice between an ["Islamic State"] terrorist and an organized crime boss, | couldn't say who was worse,"
said Italian Interior Minister Marco Minniti, whose country has made dramatic progress combating the mafia.

And Italy is the place in Europe where the human toll of organized crime on the continent is perhaps most immediately
apparent at the moment.

'Blood-stained profits'

The illegal drug trade remains organized crime's biggest source of income, but the various mafias operating in Europe are
branching out into other activities, including the human trafficking of people across the Mediterranean. De Maiziere said
that more than 100,000 migrants had arrived in Europe this year, with most landing in ltaly. He added that over 2,000 had
died, falling victim to traffickers' utter lack of scruples.

"Human traffickers send people wishing to migrate or forced to flee out on overcrowded and unseaworthy boats over the
Mediterranean," de Maiziere said. "Some of these boats don't even have the capability, technically, of reaching the Italian
coastline. These are blood-stained profits that are being earned."

De Maiziere also said traffickers hoped that public shock at such deaths would encourage the EU to accept more
migrants, thereby motivating more people to risk the voyage over the Mediterranean and increasing profits. Minniti called
upon the European Union to help Italy deal with this influx of people.

"It would be a gigantic mistake to abandon ltaly," Minniti said.

Italian-German disagreements
Human trafficking may attract a lot of media attention, but the vast majority of the money earned by organized crime
comes from a spectrum of less spectacularly tragic activities such as brand piracy, tax evasion and smuggling. Experts
agree that curtailing criminals' ability to launder money is just as important as arresting people for the crimes themselves -
and perhaps more effective as a deterrent.
Analysts such as the government consultant Andreas Frank, himself a former Goldman Sachs banker, say that Germany
has had almost no success implementing its anti-money-laundering laws. De Maiziere was at pains to suggest that recent
measures, including the automatic international comparison of bank account details, would change that.
But although Germany and Italy both seek EU-wide solutions to the challenge of organized crime, they disagreed
somewhat about how to proceed. Italy wants to see the creation of an EU prosecutor general and perhaps even a
European version of the FBI.
"If we want to do something concrete on the European level to combat money laundering, then we need a single authority
to coordinate this work," Minniti said. "The exchange of information isn't enough.”
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De Maiziere said that Germany's constitution would not allow the formation of a European FBI and said that better
monitoring and surveillance and data sharing represented the only practical way forward. Anti-money-laundering rules
have been tightened in Germany, and de Maiziere thinks that this and other legislation will improve the situation.

"The automatic comparison of bank accounts is complicated, but if we succeed in implementing it, we'll have an
unprecedented level of clarity about financial transactions," said de Maiziere. "And that's the worst sort of news for tax
cheats and money launderers."

The future will tell

Italy passed legislation making it easier for the government to seize assets earned by organized crime, and Germany has
just recently followed suit, albeit with less stringent legislation. Critics have long suspected that in the past European
countries have dragged their feet on the implementation of laws combating organized crime and money laundering in
order to avoid damaging powerful economic interests in mainstream society.

Experts attending the conference said that they would have to wait and see whether the initiatives and priorities sketched
out by de Maiziere and Minniti would actually change anything.

"l agree with Minister de Maiziere that we have to improve the legal instruments we have, before we do anything new,"
Arndt Sinn, Professor of European Law at Osnabriick University, told DW. "As far as the new anti-money-laundering and
asset-seizure legislation is concerned, only the future will tell. Obviously Germany's old laws had serious deficiencies."
Sinn added that both the EU and Germany would have to be willing to devote additional funds to research, prevention and
enforcement if they were truly serious about trying to stop the flow of money to and from organized crime.

SUMMARY

e Over the past 20 years, the role of Russian organised crime in Europe has shifted considerably. Today, Russian
criminals operate less on the street and more in the shadows: as allies, facilitators and suppliers for local
European gangs and continent-wide criminal networks.

e The Russian state is highly criminalised, and the interpenetration of the criminal ‘underworld’ and the political
‘upperworld’ has led the regime to use criminals from time to time as instruments of its rule.

¢ Russian-based organised crime groups in Europe have been used for a variety of purposes, including as sources
of ‘black cash’, to launch cyber attacks, to wield political influence, to traffic people and goods, and even to carry
out targeted assassinations on behalf of the Kremlin.

o European states and institutions need to consider RBOC a security as much as a criminal problem, and adopt
measures to combat it, including concentrating on targeting their assets, sharing information between security and
law-enforcement agencies, and accepting the need to devote political and economic capital to the challenge.

INTRODUCTION

“We have the best of both worlds: From Russia we have strength and safety, and in Europe we have wealth and

comfort.”

Retired (he says) Russian criminal, 2016
Today, Russian-based organised crime (RBOC) is responsible for around one-third of the heroin on Europe’s streets, a
significant amount of non-European people trafficking, as well as most illegal weapons imports.2 It is a powerful and
pervasive force on the European continent. However, it takes different forms in different countries and largely works with —
indeed, often behind — indigenous European gangs. European policing is behind the curve when it comes to fighting
Russian-based organised crime, as its understanding of these gangs is outdated. Police are looking for the kinds of street-
level ‘invader’ or ‘colonist’ gangs seen in the 1990s, rather than peering behind the curtain of indigenous organised crime
groups to reveal their Russian connections.
What makes RBOC a particularly serious and timely challenge is the growing evidence of connections between such
criminal networks and the Kremlin’s state security apparatus, notably the Foreign Intelligence Service (SVR), military
intelligence (GRU), and the Federal Security Service (FSB).2l Organised crime groups have already been used by the
Kremlin as instruments of intelligence activity and political influence and are likely to become an even greater problem as
Russian’s campaign to undermine Western unity and effectiveness continues. It is crucial that European countries and the
European Union as a whole develop sharper and more effective responses to the threat.
‘Mafia superpower’ interrupted
In the 1990s, Boris Yeltsin expressed his concern — perhaps tinged with a perverse sense of pride — that Russia was
becoming a “superpower of crime”.! Following the fall of the Soviet Union, the old-school tattooed mobsters of the so-
called vorovskoi mir (“thieves’ world”) and their vor v zakone (‘thief in law”) leaders were succeeded by a new generation
of avtoritety (“authorities”): hybrid gangster-businessmen who were able to enthusiastically take advantage of the crash
privatisation, legal anomie, and state incapacity that characterised Yeltsin’s era. One former police officer, who had been
a senior commander in Moscow at the time, stated that, “these were days when we knew the bandits had not just money
and firepower on their side, but they had a better krysha (literally “roof”, referring to political protection in Russian slang)
and we just had to accept that.”® Drive-by shootings and car bombings were almost routine and gangsters openly
flaunted their wealth and impunity. There was a very real fear that the country could become, on the one hand, a failed
state, and on the other, a very successful criminal enterprise.
However emaciated and abused the state seemed to have become during this period, its bones and sinews survived. The
1990s saw organised crime metastasise and evolve. By the end of the decade, a series of violent local, regional, and
even national turf wars to establish territorial boundaries and hierarchies were coming to an end. The wealthiest avtoritety
and their not-quite-so-criminal but much wealthier oligarch counterparts had used the ‘time of troubles’ to seize control of
markets and assets, and were now looking for stability and security to exploit and enjoy these successes. Finally, some
small groups within the military and security structures, motivated by both nationalist and their own personal and
institutional interests, were agitating for a revival of Russian state power and an end to the disorder.
Vertical criminal integration
Even before Vladimir Putin was made acting president in 1999 and confirmed as Yeltsin’s successor in 2000, the gang
wars were declining. Many criminals at the time feared that Putin was serious in his tough law-and-order rhetoric, but it
soon became clear that he was simply offering (imposing) a new social contract with the underworld. Word went out that
gangsters could continue to be gangsters without fearing the kind of systematic crack-down they had feared — but only so
long as they understood that the state was the biggest gang in town and they did nothing to directly challenge it. The
underworld complied. Indiscriminate street violence was replaced by targeted assassinations; tattoos were out, and Italian
suits were in; the new generation gangster-businessmen had successfully domesticated the old-school criminals.
This was not just a process of setting new boundaries for the criminals; it also led to a restructuring of connections
between the underworld and the ‘upperworld’, to the benefit of the latter. Connections between these groups and the state
security apparatus grew, and the two became closer to each other. The result was not simply institutionalisation of
corruption and further blurring of the boundaries between licit and illicit; but the emergence of a conditional understanding
that Russia now had a ‘nationalised underworld’. In short, when the state wanted something from the criminals, they were
expected to comply. During the Second Chechen War (1999-2009), for example, Moscow was able to persuade Chechen
gangsters not to support their rebel compatriots on pain of retribution, and some years later during the 2011 State Duma
elections there were clear indications that criminal gangs were being used to get out the vote and disrupt opposition
campaigns.
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During Putin’s most recent presidency, Russia has entered a new phase of national mobilisation. The Kremlin clearly
considers itself threatened by — and in a kind of war with — the West. One of Russia’s tactics for waging this war is using
organised crime as an instrument of statecraft abroad.

From conquistadors to merchant-adventurers

In the 1990s, RBOC groups came to Europe as would-be conquerors. For a time, it looked as if they were unstoppable.
Prague became home to representatives of all the main RBOC networks, such as Solntsevo, Tambovskaya, and the
Chechens, as well as mobster banker Semen Mogilevich. Russian and Chechen gangs fought each other for supremacy
over the Baltic underworld. During the ‘bloody autumn’ of 1994, Estonia alone saw about 100 murders connected with the
struggle for dominance. From the nightclubs of Budapest to the finance houses of London, apocryphal tales and official
reports alike began to warn of a coming age of Russian gangster dominance. RBOC even emerged in France, Germany,
and beyond. But it wasn'’t to last. The explosion of apparent RBOC activity owed more to a combination of surprise, media
hype, and desperation within RBOC groups to internationalise, than anything else. The process of expansion was
ultimately unsustainable. Many groups were eliminated or forced back to Russia, Ukraine, and other eastern states by
indigenous gangs and law-enforcement agencies who mobilised against the new threat, sometimes in cahoots with each
other.

So when RBOC returned in the 2000s and 2010s it was largely in the shadows, as brokers and facilitators. Some,
especially those of Georgian and North Caucasus origin, continue to operate at street level, such as the Moscow-
connected Georgian Kutaisi ‘clan’, which was targeted in 2013 by coordinated arrests in Italy, the Czech Republic,
France, Hungary, Lithuania, and Portugal. But such groups are a minority today. Most operate on a more strategic level,
offering access to their resources and networks. These groups offer everything from Afghan heroin and Russian
methamphetamines, to cybercriminal expertise, and investment of dirty money. The Russian gang that was broken in the
Portuguese Operation Matrioskas, for example, invested dirty money into struggling European football clubs to launder
proceeds from crimes at home and to run and rig illegal betting operations in Portugal, Austria, Estonia, Germany, Latvia,
Moldova, and the United Kingdom. On this basis, RBOC groups have built a network of allies and contacts spanning
Europe (and beyond). Not only do they exacerbate existing organised crime problems in European cities — as even quite
low-level gangs now have access to high-order criminal capabilities — but they are also able to operate in areas where
there are no or few Russians on the ground.

One of the challenges to understanding these groups, their activities outside Russia, and how Moscow employs them, is
knowing what to call them. What makes this type of organised crime unique is how it is instrumentalised by the Russian
security apparatus. As such, the novel concept of ‘Russian-based organised crime’ may be the most useful term for
capturing the essence of this relationship between criminal groups and the state. This term is defined by the connection of
criminals to Russia and its state apparatus above and beyond anything else. RBOC’s crucial feature is that its members,
while operating abroad, have a strong stake in Russia, regardless of their official nationality, residence, or ethnicity. This
means the Kremlin has leverage over them. As a Western counter-intelligence officer inelegantly but evocatively put it, “so
long as his balls were in Moscow, the Russians could always squeeze.”®

Networks and outposts

Criminals from Russia and other Eurasian nations are active across Europe, as individuals, members of groups, and as
part of multi-ethnic underworld enterprises. Modern organised crime, at least at its higher levels, is characterised not so
much by clearly-defined groups with their own names, strict hierarchies, and cultural identities — like the Sicilian Cosa
Nostra — but by networks of criminal groups and individuals, connected, sometimes tenuously and temporarily, through
mutual interests and shared underworld enterprises. Indeed, even the traditional Italian mafia organisations are
increasingly diffuse, being reshaped by the realities, pressures and opportunities of the post-industrial world. If anything,
RBOC groups were ahead of the curve, with major Russian-based combines outgrowing their early territorial and even
ethnic roots as early as the 1990s.

RBOC groups mainly operate from behind or alongside the kind of street gangs that maintain specific territories and
conduct the majority of smaller-scale crimes in European capitals. They are best understood as criminal service providers
in continental and, indeed, global markets, and RBOC's networks are often fluid, interpenetrating, and obscure. It is thus
not possible to provide a meaningful summary of ‘key gangs’ and formal ‘turfs’, however satisfying the exercise may be.
Instead, they are distributed across the continent according to where the money is. They broadly place themselves where
there are similar ethnic communities, where the routes and supply chains of illicit goods and service are, or where they
have strong business and political relationships or alliances.

Communities

The tendency of Russian organised crime to operate within the legal economy and indeed, behind legitimate facades, as
well as the natural tendency of like to congregate with like (and hide within the crowd) has meant that places where
Russian and other Eurasian communities cluster are prime locations for RBOC. From Spain’s Costa del Sol to Cyprus, or
the Russophone population of Riga, a particular concentration of expatriate Russians, Georgians, or other such
nationalities, necessarily creates an environment conducive to (their) criminal activities — just as is the case for mafiosi in
New York’s Little Italy or triads in ‘Chinatowns’ around the world.
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Among Cyprus’s 35,000-40,000 Russian-speaking population, for example, are a substantial number of Pontian Russians
of Greek descent. Having grown up in the USSR and emigrated since its collapse, some are not only involved directly in
RBOC but act as a bridge between RBOC groups and the Greek underworld. Indeed, because of this connection — and
the perceived weakness of local law enforcement — RBOC has flourished there. In the late 2000s, for example, the two
rival Moscow-based Georgian and Caucasus crime networks established their own presences there; Tariel “Taro’ Oniani
in Athens, and Aslan ‘Ded Khasan'’ in Thessaloniki. In December 2010, some 50-60 RBOC kingpins met in Greece, their
largest gathering outside Russia for years, in an abortive effort to resolve this feud between the two groups.ld Cyprus has
become a particular hub for RBOC money-laundering operations because more than 25 percent of bank deposits and
around 37 percent of foreign investments come from Russia. This has been facilitated by the close links between the
island’s financial sector and that of the UK, its former administrator. Despite the fact that Cyprus’s 2013 financial bailout
was jeopardised by the presence of dirty Russian money in its system, this connection continues.

Routes and supply chains

An RBOC presence is much more likely to form along the routes used for illicit commerce, especially at nodes where
shipments have to be carried onwards, such as ports, or at final destinations, such as big cities, where wholesale
consignments are broken down into smaller loads for re-sale. Indeed, RBOC has emerged as a key wholesale supplier of
a variety of physical commodities for the street gangs of Europe. Around one-third of Afghan heroin now reaches the
continent via the so-called ‘northern route’ that runs through Russia and there are flows of counterfeit goods, such as
untaxed cigarettes, smuggled migrants and trafficked sex- and labour-slaves, from Russia and China into Europe. Further
to this, there are reverse flows: money moved into Russia to launder it in a financial system not known for its probity,
stolen goods, and even European foodstuffs and luxuries under sanction. These items are largely smuggled via Poland
and Lithuania and then Belarus.!

Along the border between Finland and Russia crime is highly organised. Russian companies control the lion’s share of
heavy goods traffic, as well as forwarding and transhipment companies in Finland, especially in Helsinki, Kotka, and
Hamina. These often simultaneously operate as front organisations for the smuggling of illegal goods, including drugs.
However, Finland is not a target in itself so much as a gateway to the rest of Europe. The border is also used for
smuggling illicit goods into Russia, either by land or through cargo shipping connections between St Petersburg and
Nordic and Baltic posts — especially Stockholm and Riga.l'™@ Stockholm port is a notorious maritime smuggling link with St.
Petersburg, and the city’s primary organised crime group — Tambovskaya — has a long-standing presence there, and
Berlin is a key hub for both drug and people smuggling. Such clustering or RBOC is most striking where there is also an
expatriate community within which to operate.
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Alliances and relationships

Political affiliations and business ties — whether underworld or upperworld — can also facilitate the spread and
entrenchment of RBOC. In Bulgaria, for example, the density of Russian business connections (it has been suggested
that almost a quarter of the country’s GDP is directly or indirectly linked to Russia)!! and the consequent heft of the
Russian community in local politics, has also helped RBOC groups to penetrate the country.

In countries like Hungary, on the other hand, RBOC has receded. From the mid-2000s its presence began to diminish, not
least following a series of high-profile arrests of its alleged local allies, such as Laszl6 ‘Vizo’ Vizoviczki, who is now under
house arrest after paying the highest bail in Hungarian history: 250 million HUF or €820,000. There is now growing
concern among European intelligence circles, though, that just as the Orban government is tipping towards Moscow, a
new wave of legitimate investment in Hungary will be mirrored by renewed criminal ties and funds from RBOC.

The existence of alliances and relationships doesn’t always guarantee the effective penetration of RBOC. While RBOC
groups have extensive commercial dealings with Italian organised crime groups, they have largely been unable to make
serious inroads into the country. This is due to a combination of relatively powerful and deeply experienced police and
security structures, along with existing gangs that are unwilling to surrender local markets. Furthermore, the Italians — like
the Turkish heroin trafficking organisations with whom they also cooperate — are strong enough, and sufficiently
disinclined to jeopardise their political cover, to engage in activities that would trespass into the security realm. As one
Italian police officer put it, referring to the Calabrian ‘Ndrangheta, “they will deal with the Russians, but not do them any
favours.”2

The gangster-spook nexus

It was perhaps inevitable that an especially strong connection between the security agencies and organised crime would
arise in Russia. This is nothing new. For a start, from the tsarist Okhrana to the various Soviet agencies, the political
police looked to the underworld for sources and recruits. The prevailing culture of Russian officialdom — in which political
authority is there to be monetised — combined with the powers and impunity of the security apparatus, led to endemic
corruption. On the whole, officers from the security and intelligence services did not join gangs or even necessarily form
them, even though there were a few so-called ‘werewolves in epaulettes’. Rather, they usually conspired with organised
crime networks or provided services for money — primarily protection or information.

However, Putin’s Russia is also very much an ‘adhocracy’. Institutions and formal positions, whether one is a civil servant
or not, matter very little. What matters is how useful one is to the state. As a result, any individual or structure may be
called-upon as and when the need arises. The blurring of social and functional boundaries in this way has also, inevitably,
blurred the legal ones. Just as the Soviet state frequently used criminals and agents as instruments, whether controlling
political prisoners in the Gulags or compromising foreigners, so Putin has continued the tradition and also put them to use.
A quintessential example is Viktor Bout, a man whose career spanned the worlds of crime, business, and intelligence
work — and often all three at the same time. An intelligence officer, probably from the GRU (military intelligence),'3 he set
up an air freight business specialising in shipping to dangerous destinations. Alongside delivering aid, he was also
implicated in sanctions busting and arms dealing, periodically as an apparent agent of the Russian state. It is unclear
whether his offer to sell 700 Russian Igla surface-to-air missiles to Colombian FARC narco-rebels was on Moscow’s
behalf (although the volume of the missiles he could acquire suggests so), but his example illustrates the smooth and
often imperceptible transition between official and non-official roles.

Weaponising the underworld

With coy understatement, the Czech Security Information Service noted in its 2011 Annual Report, that “Contacts of
officers of Russian intelligence services with persons whose past is associated with Russian-language organized criminal
structures and their activities in the Czech Republic are somewhat disturbing.” Given that modern Russia is a state in
which every aspect of society is considered open to being co-opted by the regime, it was inevitable that this co-optation
would also extend to the use of RBOC by the intelligence agencies. RBOC actors take on a variety of roles, all of which
can be expanded on and developed with regrettable ease.

Cybercrime and cyber-espionage
Although there is evidence that Russian security agencies are increasingly developing their own in-house hacking
capabilities, Moscow still depends, to a considerable extent, on recruiting cybercriminals, or simply calling on them from
time to time, in return for their continued freedom. Setting aside the recent activities of the groups known as APT28 (also
known as ‘Fancy Bear’, and associated with the GRU) and APT29 (‘Cosy Bear,’ believed to be part of the FSB), there
have been several other recent attacks that look like the work of freelance cybercriminals tasked by Moscow, such as the
2010 hack of the NASDAQ'’s central systems. These actors also provide ‘surge capacity’ for major operations such as the
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DDOS attacks on Estonia in 2007 and Georgia in 2008 — which overwhelmed and crashed destination websites and
servers by flooding them with traffic — as well as ongoing cyber disruption in Ukraine. The opportunities for using cyber
attacks and espionage is growing at a rate faster than the intelligence services are developing capacity. This means that
the scope for mercenary hacker operations could increase in the near future, as it is much easier for the intelligence
services to ‘outsource’ these activities.

Black cash
In September 2014, Estonian Kapo (Security Police) officer Eston Kohver was about to meet an informant, when an FSB
snatch squad crossed the border with Russia and forcibly abducted him. He was convicted on trumped-up espionage
charges and subsequently traded for a Russian agent. The primary reason for the brazen raid appears not have been the
exchange, nor even a chance to warn Estonia of Russia’s capacity and willingness to intrude, so much as to derail
Kohver’s ongoing investigation into illegal cross-border cigarette trafficking. The evidence suggests that the FSB was
facilitating the smuggling activity through an RBOC group in return for a cut of the profits. This was not for the enrichment
of the officers concerned, but to raise operational funds for active political measures in Europe that had no Russian
‘fingerprints’ on them. RBOC's vulnerability to Moscow’s pressure, the advantages to be gained from cooperation, and the
considerable assets the criminals hold, make them useful sources of chernaya kassa (‘black account’ funds), which can
be used for mischief abroad more easily than directly moving funds out of Russia.

Agents of influence
The continued presence in Russia of powerful RBOC financier Semen Mogilevich — who was arrested in 2008 but
controversially released the following year — not only illustrates organised crime’s capacity to generate and move money
around for the purpose of attaining intelligence, it also suggests that it can provide agents of influence for Moscow. After
all, senior RBOC figures are often far removed from street-level criminality and instead operate as investors and brokers
within legitimate and illegitimate economies. Mogilevich, who was added to the FBI's “Top Ten Most Wanted Fugitives’ list
in 2009, was reported in 2014 to own 30 percent of Sweden’s Misen Energy AB through Nell Kingston Holdings, leading
to the suspension of trading of the company’s shares, pending an investigation.['® Often, such material interests go
unnoticed, hidden as they are behind a complex web of front companies in jurisdictions around the world. Such
investments provide structures within which to place agents under non-official cover (such as Evgeny Buryakov, the SVR
officer arrested in New York in 2015, who notionally worked at Russia’s Vneshekonombank), but also provides political
and financial influence.

Ghosting borders
Professionals adept at moving people and goods across borders are valuable to intelligence operations. In 2010, for
example, the Russian agent known as Christopher Metsos, the most able of the deep-cover spies in the USA, was
unmasked in the FBI-led Operation Ghost Stories, alongside nine other Russian agents. He was possibly the ring’s
coordinator, and after being unmasked, fled to Cyprus. He was arrested but then released on bail, at which point he
promptly disappeared despite US and other nations’ efforts to keep him under surveillance. Several US counter-
intelligence officers expressed the opinion that RBOC people-traffickers deployed their knowledge and connections to
covertly send Metsos back to Russia or into another jurisdiction where regular foreign intelligence officers could finalise
his return. In light of the rise of Russian-linked paramilitary groups such as the Hungarian National Front, and the agitators
that took part in the Moscow-backed attempted coup in Montenegro in 2016, the capacity of RBOC specifically to smuggle
weapons and military equipment must be of particular use to the Kremlin.[1€l

Assassination for hire
Russian state security agencies are occasionally empowered and expected to eliminate those considered threats to the
homeland, whether defectors such as Alexander Litvinenko (murdered in London in 2006) or supporters of Chechen and
other North Caucasus militants. Several of the latter have been assassinated in Istanbul and also Vienna.l'! While some
of these murders appear to be the handiwork of government assassins, others seem to have been subcontracted to
RBOC, especially groups from the North Caucasus themselves or with links to Chechnya. For example, Nadim Ayupov,
one of the killers of three alleged Chechen terrorists in Istanbul, was a member of a Moscow-based organised crime
group, which had, until then, specialised in car theft.'8 The Turkish authorities believe them to have been engaged by the
FSB.IA

The Lubyanka street irregulars
Even with its networks and generous budgets back up to Cold War levels, Russia’s intelligence agencies can always do
with more helping hands. Behind every intelligence operation there is often a great deal of minor but useful leg-work, best
conducted by people who won't trigger the attention of local counter-intelligence agencies. This kind of unskilled support
can and has been farmed out to RBOC actors who likely do not even know for whom they are working. In Germany, for
example, it has been suggested that RBOC groups have conducted simple surveillance, and been used to deliver or
collect materials or messages (such as by leaving markings on a particular post box or the like).22 Likewise, some
purchases of property close to Finnish military facilities by Russian nationals, highlighted by Supo (the Finnish Security
Intelligence Service) as a potential security risk, appear to have been made by RBOC figures, potentially at Moscow’s
behest. The scope for RBOC to represent an auxiliary wing of the Russian intelligence services, carrying out mundane
legal (or legal-ish) activities in support of its operations, is arguably evident.
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Recommendations

EU member states and the EU’s institutions all express and demonstrate an awareness of the need to address the
challenge of organised and transnational crime, and documents such as the Council of Europe Action Plan on Combating
Transnational Organised Crime (2016-2020), represent useful foundations for further action, as do the activities of
agencies such as Europol and Eurojust.2!! In part, RBOC will best be fought — and the implementation of its security and
covert actions mitigated — by simply strengthening the fight against organised and transnational crime in general.
However, there are also specific and nuanced challenges posed by RBOC that deserve special attention.

Follow the money

Unless crime is paying, criminals aren’t playing. One of the ways in which RBOC can assist Russian active measures is
by providing sources of ‘black cash’. As a result, it becomes doubly important to target the capacity of RBOC structures to
launder, move, and cache their funds. This feeds into a wider concern about the continuing failure of Western countries to
establish truly effective and cooperative institutions able to demonstrate the ultimate beneficiaries of corporate structures
and to track money flows. This is exacerbated by a general shift towards ‘risk-based’ anti-money laundering regimes that
put increased emphasis on the risk awareness and management expertise of those within reporting entities. In February
2017, the three European Supervisory Authorities — the European Banking Authority, the European Insurance and
Occupational Pensions Authority, and the European Securities and Markets Authority — issued a joint Opinion to the
European Commission warning that the EU’s defences against money-laundering by criminal and terrorist organisations
were in danger of actually becoming less robust because of the lack of a common European approach and lacking
awareness and skills (and sometimes, by implication, inclination) on the part of the financial sector to play its role.22
Countries where money from Russia has a significant presence in their financial sectors need to address this all the more
assiduously. This is especially the case for countries such as Latvia and Cyprus, which have already acquired a
reputation for being the favoured money-laundering hubs for RBOC.

Doors and corners

Given the propensity for RBOC to establish itself at trafficking nodes and in expatriate communities, these locations need
to be considered priority areas for security and law enforcement efforts. This does not mean demonising the expatriate
communities themselves, quite the opposite; law enforcement should cultivate them more assiduously as allies and
sources. In the main, RBOC is regarded by local communities neutrally at best, and slightly negatively at worst, especially
for the stigma it brings to communities. Efforts to recruit officers, agents, and sources within these communities started in
the ‘wild’ 1990s but have, to a large extent, been neglected ever since, especially after jihadist terrorism became the
priority. The drive to build cooperative relationships between locals and intelligence officers in these communities needs to
be reinvigorated. The experiences of countries such as Latvia and Estonia, which have had particular success in these
endeavours, are worthy of study by others. There is, however, one other specific place in which involuntary communities
have arisen that could give rise to the next generation of RBOC: Europe’s prisons. Holger Miinch, the director of the
Federal Criminal Police Office of Germany, has noted that up to 10 percent of inmates in German prisons are Russian
speakers, and that the prison provides “great potential for recruitment”.2l While most of these Russian speakers are
convicted of minor offences, they may graduate to more serious organised crime upon release. Just as prison populations
are being monitored for potential jihadist radicalisation, they should also be monitored to prevent recruitment into RBOC
networks.

Cultivate communities

The corollary of the previous point is to develop close and productive relationships with legitimate expatriate communities
(generally small-scale) in which RBOC operates. This is something that should be done both at the level of community
policing and also through the recruitment of informants from local communities. Although many RBOC figures are willing
to spend money and sometimes even political capital to present an image of themselves as patrons of their communities,
in practice, they are often a political liability — landing law-abiding expatriates and migrants with the image of gangsters —
or even outright predators. Every effort must be made to avoid driving the expatriate communities into RBOC’s arms by
clumsy stereotyping and heavy-handed policing.

Make spooks talk to cops

There is already considerable expertise within the law-enforcement and intelligence communities on RBOC and Russian
intelligence operations. There are also initiatives, from Europol-brokered workshops to bilateral intelligence-sharing
relations, to allow ideas, experience, and tactical information to be shared. There is a weakness, though, in the transfer of
information from the intelligence and security agencies, to the police. To an extent, this is inevitable, given the police’s
need to maintain source protection and their differing priorities: law enforcement agencies essentially want to take
criminals to trial, whereas intelligence services may be more interested in monitoring or using them. Nonetheless, given
the evidence of growing connections between Russian intelligence agencies and criminals, a commensurate improvement
in mutual collaboration between European intelligence and police is a must.

Look at the bigger picture

Police services are primarily tasked with keeping the streets safe. From their perspective, whether a gang is made up of
Russians who have made the leap to becoming ‘locals’, RBOC, or native criminals, is less important than the immediate
harm they do to society. Ironically, RBOC is rarely a high priority, given that such groups are less likely to be operating
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directly at street level. Rather, they are simply facilitating the gangs whose activities most directly impact society. The
temptation is for over-worked and under-resourced police officers to leave them for another day. Furthermore, while some
police agencies such as France’s Office central de lutte contre le crime organisé (OCLCO) have dedicated
Russian/Eurasian crime units, others do not even maintain specific records of the levels of ethnic Russian crime, let alone
RBOC operations, sometimes to avoid the appearance of profiling. This inevitably makes it harder to assess the threat.
Successive annual reports from Poland’s Central Bureau of Investigation Police (CBSP) have shown that the number of
Russian-speaking groups is falling steadily, for example, from seven in 2010, and six in 2013, to just two in 2015. On the
other hand, conversations with Russian police suggest that they see a growing connection between ethnic Polish gangs
and Russian and affiliated Belarusian suppliers. As such, the RBOC threat cannot just be measured by the physical
presence of Russian gangs. It must fall on domestic security services to pay closer attention to the presence and nature of
Russian connections, and argue the case for targeting RBOC more diligently.
Bring it to Brussels
The challenge presented by RBOC, while often manifesting itself at a local and national level, is also one that represents
a systemic problem for Europe as a whole.
Europol and Eurojust can both play a valuable role in spreading best practices and supplementing Interpol as an
intelligence brokerage, although more analytical resources will be needed for them to concentrate on this specific
issue. The existing structure of Europol, which is focused on thematic issues, can coexist with a cross-departmental
committee looking specifically at RBOC and drawing especially on the European Serious Organised Crime Centre
and the Strategic and Financial Intelligence department of Horizontal Operational Services.
The interconnected threats of organised crime, subversion, and Russian intelligence operations also need to be
taken more seriously within EU structures. While the European Union Intelligence and Situation Centre (INTCEN) -
the European External Action Service’s intelligence analysis centre — is mandated to provide support on issues
across the security spectrum, the very fact that it has not been granted access to Europol and similar databases
from the very beginning, underscores the extent to which organised crime issues have not been considered a
primary concern. This must change, given the potential for RBOC to be used by Moscow. INTCEN could represent a
useful connector between Europe’s security and law-enforcement agencies.
Manage Moscow
Law enforcement cooperation has been an inevitable casualty of the worsening relationship between Russia and the
West, and the potential for the use of RBOC as an intelligence tool makes such activity far more difficult. Nonetheless,
there are those within the Russian police and judiciary who want to do their jobs, and there are also RBOC groups with
limited political cover inside Russia. Efforts to maintain and expand cooperation with Russian counterparts must continue.
While high-level diplomacy is unlikely to lead to anything more than empty declarations in the immediate future, every
effort should be made to encourage renewed ‘cop-to-cop’ contact, especially at a local level. This may be more productive
in areas where there is a common interest, such as along the Russian-Finnish border or around Kaliningrad. However
uncomfortable, it will also require Western countries to be forward-leaning in their willingness to share information with
Russian law enforcement, despite the very real risk of leakage because of corruption or links between criminals and
Moscow.
Spend the money
None of this will be cheap. Specialised police intelligence units, proper visa screening, more financial intelligence analysis,
tougher due diligence, and a less tolerant attitude towards shell companies, all have a direct cost on the public purse, or
an indirect one through adding costs to companies or forcing them to turn away business. This is, however, part of the
cost, not just of business, but of war — and Russia’s political campaign to divide and dismantle the EU and the European
consensus does, in its own way, count as a different, non-kinetic, form of war. Successfully resisting it will demand strong
willpower and resources.
A note on sources
By definition, this report addresses issues involving sensitive, covert, and often illegal matters. Therefore, over and above
direct quotes that are footnoted, many of the assertions and examples used have been drawn partially or wholly from off-
the-record conversations with officials, and in a few cases, with criminals from Europe and Russia. Of course, it is always
hard to accept all such information at face value, but wherever possible it was also corroborated by other sources.

Magnitsky Family Lawyer Thrown off Top Floor Apartment in Moscow, Now in Critical Condition

21 March 2017 — Russian lawyer Nikolai Gorokhov, who represents Sergei Magnitsky’s family, has been thrown
from the top floor of his apartment building earlier today and is currently hospitalized in the intensive care unit
of Botkin hospital in Moscow with severe head injuries.

Nikolia Gorokhov is a key witness in the US Government's case against Prevezon Holdings, a Cyprus company
owned by Denis Katsyv, son of senior Russian Government official Petr Katsyv. The trial is scheduled to begin
in the Federal court in New York on May 15th 2017. The trial is in relation to alleged money laundering by
Prevezon of proceeds of US$230 million fraud that Sergei Magnitsky uncovered and was killed for exposing in
2009 at the age of 37.

Tomorrow morning, at 10:50 am, Nikolai Gorokhov was scheduled to appear in front of the Moscow City Appeals
Court to argue against the Tverskoi District Court's refusal to consider a new criminal complaint filed by Sergei
Magnitsky’s mother in relation to the discovery of “Pavlov Leaks” — a series of electronic communications
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between Russian lawyer Andrei Palvov and other members and associates in the Klyuev Organized Crime Group.
The Pavlov Leaks show collusion of those responsible for the $230 million fraud uncovered by Sergei Magnitsky
and police officers assigned to investigate the US$230 million fraud and Magnitsky’s death in custody.

Mr Gorokhov, 53 years old, works with Prioritet bar chambers in Moscow. He is a well-known lawyer, who
previously worked as investigator in the prosecutor’s office.

In 2011, Nikolai Gorokhov volunteered to represent the Magnitsky family in their fight for justice for Sergei
Magnitsky. He has since filed numerous complaints and appeals seeking investigation of Sergei Magnitsky’s
torture and murder in Moscow police custody. Despite the numerous complaints, the Russian authorities closed
the investigation into Magnitsky’s murder for lack of crime, and posthumously accused Sergei Magnitsky himself
of perpetrating the $230 mln fraud. Officials he had implicated in the US$230 min fraud have been since given
state honors, promoted and exonerated from any liability by the Russian government.

Why Exposing Putin's Wealth Would Be Obama's Best Revenge

The Obama administration continues to search for some sort of payback against Vladimir Putin, so that
Russia's alleged interference in the U.S. election will not have been completely cost-free for the
Russian president. Yet, by all accounts, President Barack Obama has rejected the idea of trying to
expose the hidden wealth and financial shenanigans of the Putin inner circle. That, we are told, would
be a big yawn: the Russian public just doesn't care.

This is the wrong decision and the logic behind it, while not completely ridiculous, is faulty in two crucial
ways.

Over the past few years there have been many reports that Mr. Putin has amassed a personal fortune
of tens (perhaps hundreds) of billions of dollars. Just this spring the so-called Panama Papers-
documents from a Panamanian law firm that detailed the secret offshore accounts of prominent people
around the world--suggested that one of Mr. Putin's boyhood friends, a mere cellist, might have helped
him hide as much as $2 billion. And the result? Politically, Mr. Putin is stronger than ever. Why go after
him on this front if the issue has no traction?

The problem with this argument is that it both overstates what has been revealed so far and
understates Mr. Putin's response. The disclosures of the past have been highly suggestive but hardly
conclusive. The Panama Papers weren't a smoking gun. They didn't point to specific wrongdoing, only
to inexplicable wealth. Yes, Russians did shrug their shoulders at this.

But don't think Mr. Putin has shrugged his shoulders. He has gone on offense, making corruption one of
his signature themes and urging his own party, United Russia (colloquially known as the "party of
crooks and thieves"), to show-or at least seem to show-the voters that it opposes official abuses of
power. Mr. Putin has not embraced this theme so single-mindedly because he thinks it's unimportant.

Now, just imagine what would happen if there were a steady drip-drip-drip of revelations about all the
ways in which senior figures of the Putin regime have corruptly enriched themselves and moved their
wealth to foreign havens. Igor Sechin, the head of Rosneft, the state oil company (and a business
partner of secretary of state-designate Rex Tillerson), has been the target of a few such "revelations,"
including the claim that he is the real owner of one of the world's most expensive yachts. He has had to
go to court time and again to keep pictures of the yacht out of the papers. Just think of the tensions




within the Kremlin if this sort of thing were happening all the time.

Admittedly, it would be far better not to have such disclosures seen as an official campaign of the U.S.
government. For this reason, | like to think that Mr. Obama's rejection of the idea is a mere
smokescreen, the prelude to a campaign of serious revelations without American fingerprints. If that's
not the president's strategy, he needs to look at the issue again.

Hi — glad to hear you are able to join him! You will love it, 'm sure. Never seen a Segway tour there
(and never been on one anywhere), so | can’t particularly speak to that.

Re the Wanderung zur Rotwildfuetterung, that would probably be nice, especially if it involves a chance
to eat at the Almhuette (be sure to get the Windbeuteln, which | believe is one of their specialties.)

The Hammersbach Fussweg is nice for a walk, and the Alte Kirche and Werdenfels museum are both
interesting. Make some time to just walk around the Fussganger zone in both Garmisch and
Partenkirchen, as there is a lot of beautiful Malerie on the buildings.

You can also take the tram or the cog-wheel train up to the top of the Zugspitz, even if you aren’t
skiing. It's expensive, but if it's a sunny, clear day, it's an amazing view. They also have a couple
restaurants/alms at the top so you can eat up there, though the food is not fabulous (but it’s also not
bad). And the cog wheel train in particular is interesting to experience from an historical point of view.
(You can go up on the train and back on the tram, or vice versa.) | would NOT recommend this
however if the weather isn’t good, because you won’t be able to see anything.

Recommend you get a rental car, as though it’s relatively small, it’s difficult to get around the area
without one.

If you have a car, recommend you walk around the Eibsee in Grainau. It’'s about a 6 kilometer walk but
it's pretty flat and absolutely beautiful. There are two hotels on the lake that are good for lunch or
coffee/kuchen. | would probably walk around the Eibsee before | would do the Hammersbach
Fussweg. There are also some smaller lakes in the area that have restaurants on them and are
picturesque to walk around.

If there’s enough snow on the ground at lower levels, you can also arrange to take a horse-drawn sleigh
through the fields/mountain roads. My Dad and | did this a few years ago and it was a lot of fun.




If you’re really adventurous/not shy, you can also go to the German saunas/baths. They have a great
one at the Alpsitz Wellenbad, but | will forewarn you it's co-ed and ohne Badeanzug! But if you do go,
many of the folks who hang out there are in the 70 and over crowd, so it's not as bad as you might
think.

He was born on 2 September 1954 in Bratislava, Czechoslovakia. His
father, a diplomat and member of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia,
represented Czechoslovakia during negotiations with

Andrej Babis spent a part of his childhood abroad. Later, he studied at

=1 Babi$ denies that he was an agent of the KGB or StB—he says he was a
victim that was forced to cooperate—but his close associates still include
Libor Siroky, now chairman of Agrofert’s supervisory board. Siroky is
reportedly a former member of one of the secret-police units most closely
linked to the Soviet KGB." Critics who accuse him of KGB connections
also point to his support for the 2014 Russian annexation of Crimea, and
his opposition to international sanctions against Russia.®"When a

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Russian company with a record of defaults,* owned by a close friend

of President Putin.*» Another example was the Czech Finance Ministry's
elaborate procedure to keep racing the thoroughbred horses prized

by Ramzan Kadyrov, President of Chechnya and close ally of Putin, even
though he is under international sanctions.“? The final example was that
Babis had disclosed in 2007 that his firm, Agrofert, was negotiating to
purchase gas - Agrofert's main feedstock - from the Czech subsidiary

of Gazprom instead of its then-current German supplier.

In August 2015, the Swiss weekly L'Hebdo published an article questioning
why Czech oligarchs love to purchase the media outlets, and why they love
Francophone Switzerland. The article focused heavily its attention on
Babis, and on his purchase of media outlets in the Czech Republic. The
author pointed out that Babis claimed to invest in MfD only for profits, but
that he had no answer when told it was unprofitable investment. However,
journalists for his papers are now seen as doing his work.*

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On 5 June 2015 a retired senior American intelligence officer published an
opinion article using Babis as an example of a corrupt politician with
conflicts of interest and probable ties to Russia. In the article, he wondered
whether the recent American government investigations into bribery and
corruption in FIFA may herald a more aggressive attempt to investigate
other corrupt practices. The article pointed out that several investigations
were launched by a team of police and prosecutor, who have launched
questionable cases that do not hold up in court.® The article drew heavily
on published sources in the media.

In June 2015, Babis provoked controversy when a Member of Parliament,
Ladislav Sincl, “criticised the Finance Ministry's changing position on a bill
reducing commissions for life insurance mediators in the Chamber of
Deputies and indicated that Babis's business interests may be behind it."
©10n 17 June 2015, Babi$ met with the CSSD deputy Ladislav Sinc| and
accused him of corruption and taking bribes from businessman and
senator Ilvo Valenta, who owns hazard group Synot. According to the
witnesses, Babis brought at the meeting a folder marked with yellow note
named Sinc/ and started yelling at Sincl that he knows that Sincl takes
bribes from Valenta and is corrupted. Later he moved on his family and
former Sincl's jobs.

Carter Page, a US businessman who formerly advised president-elect Donald Trump, has written a letter to the FBI
urging agents to call off their investigation of him, the Washingfon Post reported.

Page denied that he had met with "any sanctioned official in Russia” — although such meetings would be legal —-
evidently referring to Igor Sechin, CEO of Rosneft, who was placed on the US sanctions list in 2014 for his role in
Russian aggression against Ukraine.

Page's trips to Moscow and business dealings in Russia have been heavily scrutinized due to his apparent one-time
role in the Trump campaign advising on Russia.

His letter to the FBI appeared to be the first time in which he provided details of his investment in Gazprom, which
he acknowledged in the past. He said that the "de minimus equity investment” was sold at a loss.

A dossier prepared by a former British intelligence officer who now runs his own private consulting agency claimed
that Page had met with Rosneft CEO Igor Sechin. Sechin was described as offering Page the prospect of buying
into the 19.5% stake which Rosneft made available for privatization last year. Ultimately, the shares were purchased
by Glencore and Qatar.

Page declared these allegations "completely false media reports”.

As we noted last week. it seemed improbable that Rosneft would offer a small American gas company such a major
deal; neither Page nor Trump, who has not been involved in oil and gas, seemed to have the resources for the deal,
which ultimately yielded $11 billion for the Russian state treasury.

The FBI itself is now under investigation by the US Inspector General for "broad allegations of misconduct” including
the handling of the Hillary Clinton emails case, as we reported.

The Trump campaign claims to have severed their ties with Page, and multiple Trump spokespersons have denied
that Trump knows page. However, the campaign has also failed to explain how Trump knew about Page, or why
Page was hired in the first place.

Donald Trump Demands Apology From Intelligence Agencies. Media Over Dossier

Trump tweets comments made by veteran journalist Bob Woodward during talk show Sunday

President-elect Donald Trump stoked his spat with U S intelligence agencies and the media on Sunday, demanding
an apology for presenting a dossier containing unverified allegations of Russian influence.

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Watergate reporter described the unverified dossier prepared by an ex-British intelligence officer as a "garbage
document.”

"It never should have been presented in-as part of an intelligence briefing.” Mr. Woodward told "Fox News Sunday.”

Mr. Woodward, an associate editor for the Washington Post, said Mr. Trump is "right to be upset about that,”
and "those intelligence chiefs who were the best we've had, who were terrific and have done great work made a
mistake here. And when people make mistakes, they should apologize.”

The dossier, after being included in a briefing to Mr. Trump. emerged in media reports last week.

Writing on Twitter on Sunday, Mr. Trump thanked Mr. Woodward and noted his comment that "Trump's right to be
upset (angry)." He called on intelligence chiefs and the media to apologize.

U.S._ Director of National Intelligence James Clapper said last week that he doesnt believe intelligence agencies
were the source of the document leak. and defended its use in the briefing.

The intelligence community "has not made any judgment that the information in this document is reliable, and we
did not rely upon it in any way for our conclusions,” he said. "However, part of our obligation is to ensure that policy
makers are provided with the fullest possible picture of any matters that might affect national security "

The unsubstantiated dossier suggested ties between Mr. Trump and Russia, including allegations the Kremlin had
evidence of activities by Mr. Trump that could be used to blackmail him. Those allegations haven't been validated by
U.S. intelligence agencies. Russians named in the document have dismissed the claims.

Mr. Trump described the dossier in a recent Wall Street Journal interview as "fake news" and "a disgrace "

U.S. Russia Relations: How Did We Get Here?

If only we had followed Reagan’'s approach to Russia, just imagine how different the world would be today.

Curt Weldon served in the US House for 20 years and retired as Vice Chairman of the Armed Semvices and
Homeland Security Committee. Weldon conceived, initiated and Co-Chaired the Duma/Congress Initiative and led
dozens of bi-partisan Congressional Delegations to Russia (as he did with other nations).

Ronald Reagan was my role model and my inspiration as | proudly served in the US Congress during the last two
years of his tenure. | took Reagan's words, and admonitions, seriously. In my opinion, no one had established more
credibility in dealing with the collapse of the Soviet Union than Ronald Reagan.

It was Reagan who inspired me to author my first legislation in the US Congress which passed unanimously as an
amendment to the National Defense Authorization Act formally acknowledging that the USSR was in violation of the
ABM Treaty - the strategic Holy Grail of the liberal left. The ABM Treaty had been based upon the MAD (Mutually
Assured Destruction/Deterrence) Theory that we embraced for 30 years.

| also remember a group of three US House Members who were escorted to the site of the Krasnoyarsk Radar ABM
violation and who naively labelled the violation a minor oversight - despite Soviet General Nikolai Ogarkov's later
public admission that the Krasnoyarsk deployment had been ordered by the Politburo in 'direct’ violation of the ABM
Treaty.

If only we had followed Ronald Reagan's common sense approach to US-Russia relations just imagine how different

the world would be today_ Dealing with Russia required the same diplomatic policy as in dealing with China, Iran, or
any other international challenge - strength, consistency and candor.
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Yet somehow, for some reason, we just haven't gotten it. And so. as we approach a new Administration controlled
by the political inheritors of the Reagan legacy, It serves us well to look back over the last 30 years of missed
opportunities. The late 1980s and 1990s were filled with aggressive efforts in the Congress to demonstrate a strong,
consistent and candid message to the failing Soviet state and the emerging proud Russian nation. We supported a
strong deterrence through a robust military, a consistent standard of exposing Soviet/Russian actions and a candid
acknowledgement of realities that would prevent our two nations from ever enjoying long-term peaceful collaboration.

In my view, successive administrations (Republican and Democratic) just never got it. In the Congress. we saw new
opportunities for strategic collaboration when the Soviet Union collapsed, but White Houses remained stuck in the
old US/Soviet mindset using the right words but not embracing the right strategies and actions_ All of us were
excited as Boris Yeltsin took office as the newly elected leader of a free Russia - | remember well his historic
speech in the House of Representatives. But, in our rush to embrace Yeltsin we lost sight of Reagan's admonition
for consistency and candor.

In the Congress, we held hearings regarding the continued proliferation by Russia of weapons in violation of arms
control agreements; hearings to document the fact that the Soviets had preplaced military equipment and hardware
strategically throughout the US and Europe as documented by Dr. Christopher Andrews and Chief Archivist for the
KGB and in testimony by former KGB operatives Oleg Gordievsky and Stanislev Lunev; hearings to understand
continued human rights abuses as documented by leaders like Galina Starovoitova, Lev Rokhlin and Alexander
Lebed. Time and again in the 1990s the administration simply denied reality and showed the Russian people that we
didn't embrace the Reagan agenda of consistency and candor. YWWhen Starovoitova was murdered in her St.
Petersburg apartment building, our State Department barely uttered a word.

When my friend General Lev Rokhlin was gunned down in in his own Moscow home, our administration quietly
accepted the ridiculous story from the Yeltsin Kremlin that his wife was deranged and shot him - tens of thousands
of ordinary Russian people marching through the streets of Moscow weren't afraid to be "candid” and publicly
acknowledged what they knew to be factual by proclaiming that Duma Veterans Affairs Committee Chairman
Rokhlin had been assassinated in his own home because he dared to "embarrass” his Party leader/President Boris
Yeltsin by demanding proper benefits for Russia's Veterans

And when General Lebed, who had visited the US numerous times and had testified before my Sub-Committee

that "loose nukes" could not be accounted for just as renowned Russian Academician Dr. Alexei Yablokov had said
in a previous Hearing - Congress took note and expressed outrage - while the White House tried to change the
story. Lebed died in a mysterious helicopter crash as his momentum was building to become President of Russia.

The internal financial scandals in Moscow under Yeltsin were largely ignored in the White House for fear of
embarrassing Yeltsin, even though the State Duma came within a handful of votes necessary to impeach Yeltsin.
International Headlines screamed about the allegations of US and European Banks misappropriating funds
earmarked for new infrastructure improvements throughout Russia as investigations emerged in the US and abroad.

As Congress attempted to examine these very allegations, American embassy officials in Moscow lied to a
Congressional Delegation in an attempt to prevent a face-to-face meeting with top Russian Prosecutor Yuri

Skuratov - who anxiously met with Members when contacted directly through Russian Duma Leadership. Ultimately,
US Banking Officials were indicted by our Justice Department for massive diversions of Russian financial assets.

As Reagan had suggested. Congress had serious and candid discussions with Duma counterparts regarding the
ABM Treaty and Ballistic Missile Defense. When my legislation was scheduled for a floor vote that mandated a
Mational Missile Defense for America, colleagues from both parties and | travelled to Moscow days in advance (with
Rumsfeld. Woolsey and Schneider as our guests) to candidly explain to our Moscow associates the reasons for our
actions being to protect our citizens just as the Missile Defense System around Moscow deployed years earlier by
the Soviet regime protected their citizens.

Even though our mandate for National Missile Defense called for bilateral cooperation with the Russians, the White
House tried to cancel funding for the only cooperative missile defense program between our two nations (RAMOS).
Duma Chairman Vladimir Lukin pleaded with me to restore funding for the program - with the unwavering support of
my Senate Colleague Carl Levin we succeeded.

While we in the Congress held Russia accountable for stupid, and sometimes dangerous actions, we aggressively
pursued bilateral programs to solidify friendships between the Russian and American people and build an

inctititinnal fnundatian far Doceia’s ctahilibe
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Having represented the US in legislative exchanges focusing on the environment. energy and oceans with Russian
Duma counter-parts, | was eager to convince new House Speaker Newt Gingrich and new Duma Speaker lvan
Rybkin to formally empower a bi-lateral Duma/Congress relationship. On the very day that Speaker Rybkin took his
oath of Office, a group of House Members joined me in cementing that bilateral relationship with my good friend
Steny Hoyer as co-chair. Dozens of Duma Deputies reqularly travelled to the US (Graham Allison and the Harvard
JFK School conducted an annual workshop for new Duma Deputies) and dozens and dozens of House and Senate
Members travelled to Moscow and throughout Russia and the FSU nations.

Enabling Russian families to purchase a home we believed would help develop a middle class in Russia for long-
term stability. Unfortunately. no underlying mortgage system existed in Russia because Communism denied private
property ownership. Banker/Congressman Charles Taylor and Philadelphia Attorney John Gallagher boldly developed
a strategy with Duma Leader Valentin Tsoi to implement a western style mortgage program entitled "Our House is
Russia”. Communist Duma Speaker Gennady Seleznyov publicly endorsed the plan and signatures were obtained
from every Regional Leader in Russia pledging support. Charles arranged a one-time appropriation to initiate the
Plan only to have the White House re-allocate the funding for another purpose. Disgusted by White House actions,
Charles self-funded a new program at Brevard College to train young Russians with the skills necessary for
community banking and mortgage lending with the requirement that every student had to return to Russia after being
trained.

Time and again in the 90's we sent mixed signals, denied reality and pretended that things weren' really what they
were. | remember well the CIA Report that outlined illegal activities by Viktor Chernomyrdin - partner in the
Gore/Chernomyrdin Commission. When Gore read the report about his colleague and partner, undenied press
reports indicated Gore's actions when he scribbled the word "bulls—" across the cover.

And amazingly. in Yeltin's 1996 re-election to a second term, when polls showed his popularity was amazingly low
and that he was headed for a loss, American political operatives with the highest level US political connections, took
up shop in the Moscow Presidential Hotel to guide Yeltsin's re-election victory.

Russian people are not stupid - and they recognized that while they had concerns with Yeltsin's instability and
drinking problems, the US wanted "our" President re-elected to lead "their" country - and so it was!

The denials of reality in the 90's by the Administration were historic - DOE Russian Fission Program Manager Jay
Stewart fired for telling the truth about Russia's nuclear build-up, Navy Intel Officer Jack Daly's career ruined simply
because he had demanded health treatment after he had been lasered in the eyes originating from a Russian trawler
in the Port of Seattle. gravely ill Penn State Professor Ed Pope illegally detained in a Moscow prison while our
embassy did little to release him for fear of embarrassing the Yeltsin Administration, removal of senior intelligence
analysts like Fred Fleitz and Gordon Oehlers who simply told the truth to Congress about administration efforts to
distort and deny reality to suit pro-Yeltsin political strategies.

And the famous NIE 95-19 (regarding Emerging Missile Threats to US Security) provided to the Congress in such a
politicized manner that CIA Director John Deutch had to publicly apologize and in one of the only times in American
histary an NIE was redone largely because Congress created the bi-partisan Rumsfeld Commission to
independently assess emerging threats to the US mainland.

While doing everything possible to keep Yeltsin in power, the Clinton/Blair NATO “air-deployment bombing debacle’
to remove Milosovic from power in Serbia in the late 90's caused Europe to erupt by its dismal failure to succeed
and arrogance in denying any role for Russia in the effort. At the exact same time as Yeltsin was being impeached
in Moscow, a bipartisan group of 11 Members of Congress joined a similar bipartisan group of Russian lawmakers in
Vienna, to do what neither White House could do - lay out a bilateral approach with Russia's support to end the
Balkan War and remove Milosevic from power.

With a decade of White House denial, denial. denial and appeasement in our US/Russia relationship., Congress was
the steadfast follower of the Reagan approach to US/Russia relations - Be Strong. Be Consistent and Be Candid!

As the new decade approached and new hopes for US/Russia cooperation were energized by the new leadership of

Vladimir Putin - again Congress went into action, especially after witnessing Putin's outreach to Bush - even before
Bush won the Republican nomination from the Republican Party.

In lulie af 20NN than | aadar af tha Q@tata Muma and Doeesian Thair af ThimaliT™anarace fudn alen hannanad ta ha
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Putin’s Campaign Manager) Boris Grzyzlov, called me and asked if | could assist him in having a Putin Delegation
attend the Republican National Convention. Putin wanted to show support for his desire and top priority to
dramatically change the relationship between Russia and the US for the better.

Requests to obtain official credentials for the new Russian Leader's Representative fell on deaf ears as the RNC
instead handpicked Russian Leaders who had no stature and who were not in power. Because the RNC Convention
in 2000 was in Philadelphia {(my hometown) and because we had created a Mustin Congressional Village (directly
adjacent to the Convention site) where 100 Members of Congress and their families were going to reside the entire
week of the Convention, | invited Gryzlov and his 6 Member entourage to join us for the entire week. Gryzlov,
Federation Council Leader Misha Margelov and the Number One Russian TV Station Crew lived with 100 Members
of Congress and our families for the entire week - eating meals together. recreating together and reporting back daily
to the Russian people that Putin wanted a new US/Russia relationship.

Putin took a risk, and | am certain ‘hardliners’ back in Moscow were admaonishing him for being stupid and naive to
think that America - and Bush - wanted a new positive bilateral collaboration. For those of in Congress, we were
ecstatic - a new opportunity was emerging that offered a new hope for a bilateral relationship with Russia based on
the Reagan doctrine of strength, consistency and candor.

One must remember that, at this point in time, Putin was a political novice - strong on KGB traits - but who
desperately desired political guidance and a partnership with the man and Party whom he thought would control our
country in 2001. The opportunity was enormous because at this very same time, the Russian economy was
stagnant and struggling.

We, in the Congress, were elated and excited to show our support for these two new leaders who could
really ‘change the world. As a Republican who had campaigned hard for Bush, | was excited about our prospects for
a new era in US/Russia relations and a new era in world stability.

Putin jumped in immediately — and was quickly joined by Bush - as summits occurred in America and Russia. Putin
did the unthinkable - the first world leader to call Bush after 9/11 was Vladimir Putin and his offer left cold warriors
speechless. This former KGB Officer offered us unequivocal support - intelligence, assets and the use of former
Soviet military bases for our work to be done against the 9/11 aggressors. It really struck me when | stayed with our
troops forward deployed at bases in Uzbekistan and met with our troops in an old Soviet base in Georgia.

| remember asking the State Department for a listing of all programs that had been operating between the people of
the US and Russia for the previous 30 years, including the Soviet days. To my surprise and chagrin. the State
Department had no such list, so we in the Congress did what we had been doing for the previous 13 years.

We assembled a group of the most distinguished US/Russian experts to assemble an inventory of US/Russia formal
initiatives focusing on 11 key areas including agriculture, energy. environment, security, health care, education,
natural resources, etc. The experts included the likes of Sam Nunn, Dick Lugar, Graham Allison, Bruce Weinrod,
Swen Kramer, Leon Aron, Ariel Cohen and organizations including the Carnegie Foundation, Council on Foreign
Relations, Jamestown Foundation, Aspen Institute, Eurasia Institute, East/West Institute and the Woodrow Wilson
Center among others.

Within two months we completed a comprehensive 8 page inventory listing over 100 NGO's and long-standing
organizations focused on one or more of the 11 key areas of US/Russia people to people cooperation. From this list,
the Group developed a 48-page document listing over 100 recommendations for new or expanded programs bringing
the people and the institutions of the US and Russia together - most requiring no new public funding just vocal
support from the White House. Entitled "New Time - New Beginning the document was printed and funded with
private money - no public funds were used. At the same time, our Russian Colleagues reviewed, added and
developed the same document printed in Russian.

One week before the first meeting of Bush and Putin in Texas, | went to the Senate floor seeking support for the
document. With the Senate controlled by the Democrats, | only sought (and received) three signatures of support
that first day - Chairman Joe Biden, Ranking Republican Dick Lugar and Chairman Carl Levin. Back to the House
Floor | received overwhelming support from both Parties - almast 1/3 of the House signed in just two days including
Dick Armey, Henry Hyde, Jack Murtha, Ellen Tauscher, Chris Cox, Dennis Kucinich, John Spratt but also current
Members of the House and Senate including Bernie Sanders, Mike Pence, Mac Thornberry, Roger Wicker, John
Thune, Fred Upton, Ed Royce, Shelley Moore Capito, Bob Goodlatte, Marci Kaptur. Alcie Hastings. Ed Markey,

Qam Farr Quean Maune lahn | arean Manme Navie and Franks Dallana amann nthare
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In Moscow, the Russian Leaders bought in overwhelmingly - resolutions of support from the State Duma and
Federation Council were joined by a unanimous Resolution passed by the Russian Academy of Social Sciences. |
remember well the vote in the Academy of Social Sciences after vigorous questioning of me by the likes of former
Soviet Foreign Minister Alexander Bessmertnykh and longtime Communist Party leader Gennady Zuganov.

We had made a strong statement that the legislative bodies and leaders in both nations were ready for a substantive
change. But that change required committed and substantive White House and Administration support. Putin and
Russia were so enamored with the possibility of a new US/Russia collaboration that Putin's Representative to the
State Duma and Federation Council Alexander Kotenkov proposed a new second tier bilateral initiative to implement
the strategic plan. Working with Congressman/Senator David Vitter's lifelong local DA friend. we engaged with
Kotenkov to create a new platform - | steered them to DC Attorney Charles Peterson (who had worked with our
agencies) to develop an acceptable working model.

To test the sincerity and legitimacy of the Putin/Kotenkov Initiative and to test the ability to obtain our desired
results through this Initiative, | set up three challenges for the Kotenkov Team. Our first request was a meeting in the
Lubyanka Office of Felix Dzerzhinsky, longtime feared Director of the KGB. State Department Officials laughed at
my staff when they were informed that we might have a meeting in the Lubyanka in Dzerzhinsky's Office.

On our next Delegation visit to Moscow, our ambassador called me in my hotel room and asked if he could attend
the meeting at Lubyanka as his office had been informed would occur. The next day the ambassador picked me up
in his car and my Delegation followed us into the Lubyanka and proceeded to the Office of the Director of the FSB.
Our meetings in the Lubyanka with Russian Leaders were substantive as we were told that if we followed the
process offered by Kotenkov and ultimately agreed to by American attorney Charles Peterson. the US would receive
access to all security concerns. The Kotenkov Team had passed the first test.

Our second challenge was to visit a top secret Russian facility (that we would name) involved in chemical, biological
or nuclear weapons and technology. We were provided signed approvals for our Delegation to visit dozens of
Russian Chemical and biological sites. After conferring with US Intel leaders. we requested permission instead to
visit the most sensitive underground nuclear site inside a mountain at the closed city of Zalezhnogorsk [sic—
Zheleznogorsk—"Zalezhno" is Ukrainian for "dependent” --) NHO] along the Yenessee River where the USSR had
constructed three large plutonium producing reactors as well as a massive storage site for weapons grade plutonium.

As requested, my Delegation of 5 Members of Congress and two staffers (one from the Office of Naval Research)
were flown from Moscow to Zalezhnogorsk to meet with city leaders and were guided into the mountain where we
received full briefings on the reactors (two of which had been shut down as part of negotiations with the US) as well
as the massive underground storage site for weapons grade plutonium. Our Russian hosts pleaded for the US to
assist in securing the storage complex. The second challenge had been met.

The third challenge was the result of discussions that | had with Ballistic Missile Defense CEO General Ron
Kadish. General Kadish explained to me that he was moving to kill US/Russia cooperation on Missile
Defense - partly because he could not secure a meeting with his counterpart in Russia. | requested that
Kadish send a BMDO Representative to Moscow with my Congressional Delegation where we would
request a meeting through Kotenkov - which he did. Sure enough, in Kotenkov's Office in the Russian
White House, Chief of the General Staff Balyuevsky committed to provide all cooperation with our Missile
Defense Agency and ultimately signed a document with our BMDO - ultimately negated by the US side. |
maintain a copy of that document.

Having been convinced that Russia was serious as evidenced by the three challenges, | approached two US trusted
leaders who could bring bipartisan leadership to this new Initiative based on our "New Time/New Beginning”
Document. As Founder/Chair of the MNational Fire Caucus leading 1 million American First Responders | had known
and worked with FEMA Directors Joe Albaugh (Bush) and James Lee Witt (Clinton). In calls with both men they
expressed interest in jointly leading the new bilateral Initiative.

Many. including myself. witnessed each of these actions and maintain additional documentation to support the
incidents. For reasons unbeknownst to me, our efforts were ignored and opportunity lost.

Putin had taken the lead and did what few expected. Unfortunately, US Administration Policy did not. As
a political novice who had defied the Moscow "hardliners” Putin needed some ‘wins’, some evidence to show his

| remember well my conversation with President George W. Bush while on an Air Force One trip. Having summoned
me to the Air Force One "Oval Office’ the President asked me about US-Russia relations. | candidly told the
President that, in my opinion, we were losing Putin, and losing Russia, as our partner. When the President asked
me to be specific and to provide an example, | quickly brought up Jackson-Vanik, which was a trade restriction
imposed by Congress in support of Soviet Jews during the Soviet era.

As a strong supporter of the National Conference of Soviet Jewry, | told the President that | had secured support
from DC based Jewish groups in support of elevating Russia (and Ukraine) out of this status - which at this time was
more symbolic - but extremely sensitive and important in Russia. The President interrupted me and proclaimed his
equal support for ending Jackson-Vanik and reminded me that such a change required Congressional action. How
embarrassed the President was when | explained to him that Ways and Means Chairman Bill Thomas had not acted
on this matter because the President's own staff had verbally opposed the measure. Thomas acknowledged this fact
at a meeting of the House Committee (of which | was a Member) selecting new Chairmen of Committees for our
Republican Conference.

History (and my Archives) shows that Putin made historic overtures to the US Administration in the 2000's -
all of which were rejected. When Rosonboronexport CEO Sergei Chemesev [Chemezov--VVP buddy from
Dresden days--now head of Rostekhnologii state corporation] came to DC offering to establish a new
US/Russia bilateral that would mandate consultation anytime one of our enemies attempted to purchase
weapons from Russia - we turned away. | attended the meetings with Chemesev at the State Department and
Pentagon and | was reminded after | left the Congress by a former White House Russia NSC expert who had been
denied approval (at the last-minute) to attend the meeting with Chemesev that in his mind had been a mistake.

When the most well know Academician and Kurchatov Institute Chairman Dr. Yevgeny Velikhov was sent to
DC to offer a new US-Russia bilateral to oversee all nuclear fuel destined for Iran - we turned away.
Velikhov knew that | was outraged with Russia's approval and support of the Bushehr Nuclear Reactor
and was advocating for this new bi-lateral directly with Putin. Velikhov restated his efforts in an interview
for my Archives Oral History last summer.

And, as it was under the Clinton Administration, when we wanted something - the situation changed. When the
CEO of Rosoboronexport was 'blacklisted’ the first time for legitimate reasons, it was interesting that

his 'backlist’ was removed when a US Aerospace Company needed to purchase titanium - which was
under his control. A former State Department Official was hired by the Company, the 'blacklist’ was
removed and our Aerospace Company acquired its needed Titanium. And, once again, the Russians saw
the duplicity of US policy and decision making.

Our legitimate calls for human rights saw similar contradictions. Russian 20-year-old student Alexander Kashin was
made a quadriplegic when a car driven by US Embassy official Douglas Kent broadsided Kashin's vehicle. Because
Kashin had relatives living in Philadelphia, local attorney John Gallagher took the case pro bono asking only for re-
training and rehabilitation of Kashin - not one dime for pain or suffering! The White House response was to deny any
responsibility and ignore the violation of Kashin's most basic human right to life.

When Putin realized that the new bilateral relationship that he sought with the US was not going to
occur, he developed a strategy to re-create the power of the Motherland. Only this time, it would not
initially be through military means - but would rather occur through energy dominance. We. in the
Congress. warmned the White House that this was occurring in 2003/04/05 but our leaders blinked and allowed this
dominance to crystallize. One by one former Soviet States and EU nations were forced to rely on Russian Energy -
and one by one the current energy domination of Putin and Russia emerged and solidified.

Understand, | do not support many of the decisions that have been made by Putin in many areas - just as |
did not support inept and dangerous decisions that were made by Russian leaders in the 90's and 00's. As a strong
supporter of Ukraine throughout my entire public career, | was offended and outraged by Russia's actions against
Kiev and the people of Ukraine. But | clearly remember our lack of aggressive White House support for
Orange Revolution Leader Viktor Yuschenko when he and Yulia Timoschenko brought a new day to
Ukraine.

Having co-chaired the Rada-Congress relationship. many of us in the Congress were saddened by the lack of public
support for Yuschenko and Ukraine. Even Ukraine was not immediately removed from Jackson-Vanik unlike the
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of support and inactions that current President Petro Poroshenko called Ukraine’s 1994 decision to give up all nukes
a "mistake” that would send negative signals to nations around the world.

How embarrassing it is that the current leader of one of our strong allies under siege would feel the necessity to
publicly express his nation's "regrets” for having given up nuclear weapons in 1994 at the request of the US! As a
twenty year Member of Congress, | am obviously prejudiced in support of the institution of the Congress. | saw first-
hand the bipartisan work of the Congress in holding the USSR and Russia fully accountable for their stupidity and for

violations in our relationship as well as international obligations.

Repeatedly, | witnessed the House and the Senate implement the Reagan doctrine of strength. consistency and
candor in our dealings with the USSR and Russia_ | cannot say the same for American administrations over the past
30 years.

But, as the youngest of nine, | am an eternal optimist. | welcome the leadership of President-elect Donald
Trump and Secretary of State Rex Tillerson. It doesn't take a rocket scientist to understand that energy
production and distribution has had (and will continue to have) a profound impact on international
security worldwide - Iran, Syria, China, North Korea, Libya and every other hot spot is impacted by energy
concerns. | am absolutely convinced that we will finally achieve the goal that Putin (and the US Congress)
originally tried to obtain 17 years ago in achieving a new cooperative working relationship with Russia.

It won't be easy, because this is a different Russia - and a different Putin - and the world is much more complicated
and much more dangerous, but this new relationship is achievable.

Reagan's words were never more applicable - Strength, Consistency and Candor - whether in dealing with Moscow,
Beijing. Tehran or Pyongyang. And, once again the Congress must play (and drive) a leadership role in support of
this new agenda - as well as our new President.

Intel chiefs presented Trump with claims of
Russian efforts to compromise him

Obama and President-elect Trump included allegations that Russian operatives claim to have
compromising personal and financial information about Mr. Trump, multiple US officials with direct
knowledge of the briefings tell CNN.

The allegations were presented in a two-page synopsis that was appended to a report on Russian intefference in the
2016 election. The allegations came, in part, from memos compiled by a former British intelligence operative, whose
past work US intelligence officials consider credible. The FBI is investigating the credibility and accuracy of these
allegations, which are based primarily on information from Russian sources, but has not confirmed many essential
details in the memos about Mr_ Trump.

The classified briefings last week were presented by four of the senior-most US intelligence chiefs — Director of
Mational Intelligence James Clapper, FBI Director James Comey, CIA Director John Brennan, and NSA Director
Admiral Mike Rogers.

One reason the nation’s intelligence chiefs took the extraordinary step of including the synopsis in the briefing
documents was to make the President-elect aware that such allegations involving him are circulating among
intelligence agencies, senior members of Congress and other government officials in Washington, multiple sources

tell CNN.

These senior intelligence officials also included the synopsis to demonstrate that Russia had compiled information
potentially harmful to both political parties. but only released information damaging to Hillary Clinton and Democrats.
This synopsis was not an official part of the report from the intelligence community case about Russian hacks, but
some officials said it augmented the evidence that Moscow intended to harm Clinton's candidacy and help Trump's,
several officials with knowledge of the briefings tell CNN.

The two-page synopsis also included allegations that there was a continuing exchange of information
during the campaign between Trump surrogates and intermediaries for the Russian government,

P
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according to two national security officials.

Sources tell CNN that these same allegations about communications between the Trump campaign
and the Russians, mentioned in classified briefings for congressional leaders last year, prompted then-
Senate Democratic Leader Harry Reid to send a letter to FBI Director Comey in October, in which he
wrote, "It has become clear that you possess explosive information about close ties and coordination
between Donald Trump, his top advisors, and the Russian government — a foreign interest openly
hostile to the United States."

CNN has confirmed that the synopsis was included in the documents that were presented to Mr. Trump
but cannot confirm if it was discussed in his meeting with the intelligence chiefs.

The Trump transition team declined repeated requests for comment.

CNN has reviewed a 35-page compilation of the memos, from which the two-page synopsis was
drawn. The memos originated as opposition research, first commissioned by anti-Trump Republicans,
and later by Democrats. At this point, CNN is not reporting on details of the memos, as it has not
independently corroborated the specific allegations. But, in preparing this story, CNN has spoken to
multiple high ranking intelligence, administration, congressional and law enforcement officials, as well
as foreign officials and others in the private sector with direct knowledge of the memos.

Some of the memos were circulating as far back as last summer. What has changed since then is that
US intelligence agencies have now checked out the former British intelligence operative and his vast
network throughout Europe and find him and his sources to be credible enough to include some of the
information in the presentations to the President and President-elect a few days ago.

On the same day that the President-elect was briefed by the intelligence community, the top four
Congressional leaders, and chairmen and ranking members of the House and Senate intelligence
committees — the so-called "Gang of Eight" — were also provided a summary of the memos regarding
Mr. Trump, according to law enforcement, intelligence and administration sources.

The two-page summary was written without the detailed specifics and information about sources and
methods included in the memos by the former British intelligence official. That said, the synopsis was
considered so sensitive it was not included in the classified report about Russian hacking that was
more widely distributed, but rather in an annex only shared at the most senior levels of the government:
President Obama, the President-elect, and the eight Congressional leaders.

CNN has also learned that on December 8, Senator John McCain gave a full copy of the memos —
dated from June through December, 2016 - to FBI Director James Comey. McCain became aware of
the memos from a former British diplomat who had been posted in Moscow. But the FBI had already
been given a set of the memos compiled up to August 2016, when the former MI6 agent presented them
to an FBI official in Rome, according to national security officials.
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The raw memos on which the synopsis is based were prepared by the former MI6 agent, who was
posted in Russia in the 1890s and now runs a private intelligence gathering firm. His investigations
related to Mr. Trump were initially funded by groups and donors supporting Republican opponents of Mr.
Trump during the GOP primaries, multiple sources confirmed to CNN. Those sources also said that
once Mr. Trump became the nominee, further investigation was funded by groups and donors
supporting Hillary Clinton.

Spokespeople for the FBI and the Director of National Intelligence declined to comment. Officials who
spoke to CNN declined to do so on the record given the classified nature of the material.

Some of the allegations were first reported publicly in Mother Jones one week befare the election.

One high level administration official told CNN, "l have a sense the outgoing administration and
intelligence community is setting down the pieces so this must be investigated seriously and run down. |
think [the] concern was to be sure that whatever information was out there is put into the system so it is
evaluated as it should be and acted upon as necessary."

So what: For the most unpopular president in France’s history, Francois Hollande’s
main challenge in national elections in May will be to make it to the second round --
if he decides to run at all. Former President Nicolas Sarkozy is expected to declare
his candidacy after the summer and run against Alain Juppe, a seasoned opponent,
to lead the Republican party. Ultimately, however, the election will be a test of how
close the National Front’s Marine le Pen comes to France’s highest office. Her far-
right, anti-EU and anti-immigration base has rallied on her call for shuttering
borders, deporting non-French citizens and exiting the EU.

So what: If Merkel decides to run for a fourth term, the vote may ultimately be a
referendum on the German chancellor. Europe’s most powerful leader has been the
anchor of European integration through a decade of crisis and turmoil, but her
dominance has been questioned in the past year by the backlash against her refugee
policy. Any change in the chancellery would shift the political foundations of the
European project.

Outlook: Merkel’'s CDU, alongside her Bavarian allies, the Christian Social Union,
have been dented by the refugee crisis, but has maintained a strong lead over all
other political factions since winning the 2013 election. Still, neither the CDU-led
bloc nor the rival Social Democrats have enough to form an alliance with favored
partners, potentially leaving them once again to form a so-called grand coalition.

The CIA Keeps Putin's Secrets

Western governments stayed silent on the UK. polonium murder of a Putin critic.

Here's one more way U.S. intelligence on Russia may not be up to snuff. Many would like President Obama to
repay Russian hacking by releasing secret details of Vladimir Putin's stolen wealth, estimated at up to 5160 billion.
They may be disappointed to leamn the data don't exist.

The idea of weakening Mr. Putin by laying out his secrets is a good one. We proposed it here three years ago. But
even then, when the U.S. Treasury announced sanctions on Mr. Putin's "personal bank” after his Crimea grab, it
was quoting the 10-year-old allegation of one of Mr. Putin’s domestic opponents. Treasury revealed nothing you

couldn't find from Google.

A second problem may be that Mr. Putin actually owns title to nothing. At least in the latter stages of Russia's
kleptocracy, he merely points to things and people give them to him. Recall Patriots owner Robert Kraft at first
acquiescing in the politely diplomatic storyline that he gave his 2005 Super Bowl ring to Mr. Putin as a gift. Later,
Mr. Kraft came clean: Mr_ Putin asked to try the ring on. then "put it in his pocket, and three KGB guys got around
him and walked out”

The extreme murkiness of who owns what, and for how leng. under Putin sufferance is illustrated by the financial
coup with which he ended 2016.

To relieve a strained Russian budget and show the country’s appeal to Western investors. his underlings arranged a
partial privatization of state-owned oil giant Rosneft. Yet the ltalian bank supposedly financing the purchase admitted
it was still mulling whether to participate. The key Western participant. Anglo-Swiss mining giant Glencore, was
revealed in the Russian press to be off the hook for most of the cash for its $5 billion stake: "Russian banks provided
it an exemption from this obligation.”

So where the money came from and who might end up owning many of the shares is about as clear as mud.

Still, critics are not wrong to suspect Mr. Putin is sensitive to corruption allegations. Nobody predicted the Arab
Spring, the Ukrainian revolution, the fall of Gadhafi, etc. Mr. Putin cannot be certain when a public eruption might
sweep him from his throne.

Igor Sechin, the Rosneft chief and Mr. Putin's MNo. 1 ally, has been flinging lawsuits in all directions to suppress
Russian media reports about his mansions and yachts. A billion-dollar palace on the Black Sea, allegedly built for
Mr. Putin with diverted hospital funds, has been shrouded in murky transactions. Reportedly the property is now
owned by a friendly businessman who paid many times its market value.

At least the CIA ought to have complete files on Mr. Putin’s early days when Russia's media culture was wide open

and free-wheeling. His alleged involvement in the disappearance of $33 million in food money as deputy mayor of St.
Petersburg was documented by a special committee of the city's elected legislature.
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Ditto the 1999 apartment block bombings that killed 293 Russians and helped cinch his election as president. Even
before the attacks. reputable European and Russian newspapers in Moscow reported that such outrages were being
planned by Russia's secret police. Several subsequent scholarly and journalistic studies have endorsed the view
that these "terrorist™ acts were actually engineered by Mr. Putin's supporters.

U.S. intelligence agencies surely have definitive estimates on both of these episodes. The CIA may also be able to
tell us more than we already know about many convenient murders and suspicious deaths that greased Mr. Putin's
rise and protected him from inopportune disclosures.

OK, let us stop kidding ourselves. Let Rep. Adam Schiff, a top Democrat calling for exposure of Putin secrets. stop
kidding himself. Western governments have kept silent even on the polonium murder in London of dissident
Alexander Litvinenko, an act of international nuclear terrorism. Why? Because they are unwilling to press hard on
the Putin regime. fearing either blowback or his replacement by the devil they dont know.

Mr. Obama's sanctions have been precisely calibrated with these fears in mind, and Donald Trump brings only so
much room for change. Rest your mind: Mothing in "The Art of the Deal” suggests Mr. Trump would voluntarily
surrender the leverage Mr. Obama's existing sanctions give him in future dealings with Mr. Putin. At the same time,
he will stop accommodating Mr. Putin by supplying loud but weak rhetoric that Mr. Putin can play back to the
Russian people as evidence the U.S. represents a geostrategic threat that Mr. Putin is manfully and victoriously
outwitting.

The best and likeliest outcome if Mr. Trump is successful is that Mr. Putin will stop being an international problem in
the run-up to his own re-election in 2018 and a year or so thereafter. Mr. Trump will be freer to concentrate on
domestic reform and reacting to whatever emergencies the European Union inevitably throws up in the new year.

This haliday will be temporary. Mr. Putin, who has no realistic hope for a peaceful retirement, and whose society
and economy are rotting out from under him, is almost certain to be a bane for the world and Russia in the coming
decade.

The Obama administration continues to search for some sort of payback against Vladimir Putin, so that Russia's
alleged interference in the U.S. election will not have been completely cost-free for the Russian president. Yet. by all
accounts, President Barack Obama has rejected the idea of trying to expose the hidden wealth and financial
shenanigans of the Putin inner circle. That, we are told, would be a big yawn: the Russian public just doesn't care.

This is the wrong decision and the logic behind it, while not completely ridiculous, is faulty in two crucial ways.

Over the past few years there have been many reports that Mr. Putin has amassed a personal fortune of tens
(perhaps hundreds) of billions of dollars. Just this spring the so-called Panama Papers-documents from a
Panamanian law firm that detailed the secret offshore accounts of prominent people around the world—-suggested
that one of Mr. Putin’s boyhood friends. a mere cellist, might have helped him hide as much as §2 billion. And the
result? Politically, Mr. Putin is stronger than ever. Why go after him on this front if the issue has no traction?

The problem with this argument is that it both overstates what has been revealed so far and understates Mr. Putin's

response. The disclosures of the past have been highly suggestive but hardly conclusive. The Panama Papers
weren't a smoking gun. They didnt point to specific wrongdoing, only to inexplicable wealth. Yes, Russians did
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shrug their shoulders at this.

But don't think Mr. Putin has shrugged his shoulders. He has gone on offense, making corruption one of his
signature themes and urging his own party. United Russia (colloquially known as the "party of crooks and thieves”),
to show-or at least seem to show-the voters that it opposes official abuses of power. Mr. Putin has not embraced
this theme so single-mindedly because he thinks it's unimportant.

Mow, just imagine what would happen if there were a steady drip-drip-drip of revelations about all the ways in which
senior figures of the Putin regime have corruptly enriched themselves and moved their wealth to foreign havens. Igor
Sechin, the head of Rosneft. the state oil company (and a business partner of secretary of state-designate Rex
Tillerson), has been the target of a few such "revelations,” including the claim that he is the real owner of one of the
world's most expensive yachts. He has had to go to court time and again to keep pictures of the yacht out of the
papers. Just think of the tensions within the Kremlin if this sort of thing were happening all the time.

Admittedly. it would be far better not to have such disclosures seen as an official campaign of the U.S. government.
For this reason, | like to think that Mr. Obama's rejection of the idea is a mere smokescreen, the prelude to a
campaign of serious revelations without Amernican fingerprints. If that's not the president’s strategy, he needs to look
at the issue again.

While it's possible to outline the basic contours of a possible U.S -Russia deal over Syria or Ukraine. the wisdom
(not to mention plausibility) of those deals is much less obvious, and the source of considerable debate.

It's arguably helpful that Trump will be entering the Oval Office without much direct baggage (some might say
experience) in world affairs, nor a personal history with Putin. But Putin is a shrewd negotiator with a unique set of
personal traits. Reaching a deal with Putin would require that Trump, above all, act pragmatically and not
ideologically. What does Trump need to know about Putin in order to pull it off?

The outer edges of a deal

Russia's interests in Syria are well understood: it wants to a) keep President Bashar Assad in power, in order to b)
maintain in Syria a regime that is friendly to Russia (that is, allows Russia to keep military bases in Syria and buys
Russian weapons).

While Washington's preference is that Assad nof remain in power, Trump may believe that there isn't a clear
alternative at this point, since the Syrian opposition has not been able to unify or put forward a single leader. The
Trump administration may be more amenable to the Russian view in Syria— balancing it, for example, with
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supporting the creation of a more flexible form of the Syrian state (involving federalism, or perhaps a Lebanon-esque
consociational system, with representation from different ethnic and religious groups). In three or four years, the
logic goes, Assad could be replaced by a less odious leader. The approach no doubt has its share of thorns,
including most obviously the troubling implications of supporting Assad after he waged a brutal war on his people for,
now, five years.

The skeleton of a deal over Ukraine is also imaginable: Russia withdraws from Donbas and ends its hybrid war
against Ukraine in exchange for the removal of U.S. sanctions on Russia. Such a deal would also come with a lot of
thorns: Would the deal require that Washington guarantee Russia that Ukraine would not be admitted into NATQ?
Would Russia demand that the United States repeal the Magnitsky Act, imposing human rights-related sanctions
on Russian officials? What reciprocal action would Russia take? Would arms control talks play a role?

Who is Mr. Putin?

It's not easy to negotiate with Putin. He is maniacally suspicious of any information coming from people he does not
trust, and he only trusts a handful of sources of information (SVR, Russia's external intelligence agency; FSB, state
security; and F30, the Russian Secret Service). As a result, Putin's negotiating partners have, as a practical
matter, no stable channels of communication for everyday dialogue. Consequently, a negotiated deal between the
United States and Russia would require the direct involvement of the two presidents.

Even if Putin really wants to make a deal. he has a number of qualities that make him a difficult partner. Two of them
are widely-known: he respects strength and tends to hold a zero-sum outlook about negotiation. But there is much
more to Mr. Putin.

Before becoming a national political leader, Putin was not a spy, per se, but rather a recruiter. It was his task as a
KGB officer to establish trusting relationships with potential agents. At times, he has applied this skill well in world
affairs—recall how easily he “recruited,” one by one. Western leaders during his early years in power. With his keen
ability to understand others, Putin will thoroughly examine Trump's habits and psychological characteristics; before
they ever meet, Putin will have a good understanding of what keys to play.

Another important element of negotiating with Putin has to do with understanding room for interpretation. His
worldview is firmly set, and he interprets the meaning of what others say and do (and agree to) within that
framework. The same words may carry different meanings for him and for the person with whom he communicates,
so if the exact nature of an agreement is not recorded in writing. it leaves a wide space for their interpretation and
misunderstanding.

Moreover, Putin's long experience as head of state plays a role in how he negotiates. After 17 years in power, he
has spent hundreds of hours in negotiations with many politicians. He has an excellent memory. and stores a
wealth of information about what he has discussed, with whom, what the points of departure were, and more. But
due to limitations on his sources of information, real facts in his memory are strangely mixed with fiction, distortion,
or misinterpretation.

Last but not least, Putin's favorite sport is judo, and that is well-reflected in his character and behavior. He does not
like the complex strategic planning required for chess, but is talented at planning and executing instant, tactical
shots that play off his opponent's movements. He knows how to be patient, waiting out and withstanding his
opponent's pressure in order to respond at the right moment. In a negotiation, he won't sign a deal until he's sure
that he got what he wanted.

It is, in my view, no doubt a good thing that two presidents are ready to look for a compromise. The United States
and Russia both have an interest in reducing tensions in their relations. and President-elect Trump seems willing to
take proactive steps in that direction. Can they make a deal that both perceive as a victory? Although the contours
of potential transactions over Syria or Ukraine are identifiable, it will be extremely difficult to fix their terms and
conditions (not to mention achieve clarity and incorporate any deal into a broader balance of interests).

Putin has his own set of deep-seated characteristics and quirks that make him a tricky negotiating partner. Trump
no doubt has his own, too, making it doubly-difficult to understand how their negotiating dynamics might play out. In
order to sign a deal. it would seem that both would need to make some behavioral changes. That wouldn't be easy,
but it's the only way a deal could happen.

The assassinations could be linked to the struggle for Moscow markets. Killers were different. but the customer was
probably the same person, a source familiar with the situation said.

Detectives of the Moscow Criminal Investigation Department know, who shot the notorious businessman, president
of Spartak basketball club Shabtay Kalmanovich and who ordered the kingpin Vyacheslav lvankov nicknamed
Yaponchik (Little Japanese). Though they will not be able to indict anyone due to lack of evidence, they consider
these cases solved, Rosbalt reported.( http://rosbalt.ruf

A source in law enforcement said they managed to track the killers. who shot Kalmanovich, while investigating other
crimes. The gang consisted of Chechen and Ingush natives and stole expensive cars from Muscovites. Criminals
ambushed victims when they were getting in the cars. Together with the car owner, they drove to a deserted place.
seized the keys and documents, threw the victims out. and drove away. The hijackers hunted mostly for women
drivers, spying on them at expensive restaurants, boutiques, and elite houses. For several years the gang had been
operating using this scheme, but in 2010 their phones were wiretapped. In a conversation, one of the hijackers said
that in November 2009, he was personally involved in a major crime near Krasnopresnenskaya embankment. That
was where Shabtay Kalmanovich was killed. Then investigators linked the SIM cards of hijackers’ mobile phones to
Kalmanovich's case — the killers might have used the same numbers, since they had been traced to the crime
scene. Moreover. for some times the thieves were using the same vehicle in which the businessman had been shot.
Furthermore. they had connections to one of the parties to the conflict around Dorogomilovsky market, co-owned by
Kalmanavich.

Car thieves were eventually detained, but law enforcers failed to make them confess to the businessman’s murder.
Therefore, the three raiders were charged only with a series of assaults on the owners of expensive cars and
subsequently sentenced for that.

On November 2, 2009, at about 16.35 local time, Shabtay Kalmanovich left the office in his Mercedes. telling the
secretary that he was going to an important meeting. Kalmanovich’'s people became aware of the incident at 16.45.
Driver Pyotr Tumanov called the office, where only a secretary remained, and shouted into the phone that they had
been shot. A large amount of money was being transported in the car, some $ 1.5 million. The recipient remains
unknown. The killer shelled the car, stopping next to it at the crossroads. Kalmanovich was killed on the spot,
Tumanov was seriously injured. The investigation established that Kalmanovich was murdered for his participation in
the conflict over Dorogomilovsky market.

A source of Rosbalt claims that a few months earlier. the notorious kingpin Yaponchik was killed for the same
reason. An attempt on the 69-year-old Viyacheslav Ivankov was made on July 28, 2009 at 19 35 local time. After
dinner in the Taisky Slon restaurant, lvankov went out, accompanied by several people. At that very moment, he was
shot.

Ivankov's bodyguards took him to the Botkin Hospital. Doctors recorded that lvankov had been shot in the abdomen
and immediately took him in for the surgery. However, in October, the crowned thief died.

Detectives believe that Yaponchik was involved in the conflict with Dorogomilovsky market, siding with Kalmanovich.
At the time of the assassination, Kalmanovich was the director of Dorogomilovsky market. However, many were
imitated by his participation in the business, including those from the Caucasus mafia. Some reports suggest that
the businessman also had documents related to Tishinsky market in the car at the time of the murder.

"We have not intel that Yaponchik was killed by the same person as Kalmanovich. However, the two could have
been ordered by the same customer, as far as we know.” the source of Rosbalt said.

A court in the Spanish city of Barcelona issued an international warrant on Friday for the arrest of Dmitry Firtash, an
exiled Ukrainian oligarch allied to Russian President Vladimir Putin and tied to US president-elect Donald Trump's
former campaign manager, media reports said.

Spanish law enforcement accuse Firtash and two other men of being at the center of a scheme to launder millions of
dollars in the country via companies in Cyprus and the British Virgin Islands, Spanish newspaper El Pais said, citing
police officials.

The warrant is reportedly linked to the arrest for alleged money laundering in July of 11 people in July, including
Stepan Chernovetskyi, the son of former Kyiv mayor Leonid Chernovetskyi.

Firtash was indicted by a grand jury in the US city of Chicago in 2014 on charges that he was at the center of a
massive web of corruption involving titanium mining around the world.

Firtash was arrested in Austria in March 2014 but was freed after paying a US$ 174 million bond. Last year, a lower
court in Austria ruled that the US extradition request was politically motivated and prohibited him from being sent out
of the country. However, Austria’s constitutional court rejected in August an attempt by Firtash to challenge the
country's extradition agreement as unconstitutional, clearing the way for prosecutors to challenge the lower court
ruling.

Adding complexity to the case is the fact that US president-elect Trump's former campaign manager, Paul Manafort,
has a history of dealings with Firtash. Both Firtash and Manafort were part of a partnership that in 2008 negotiated
an abortive $895 million deal to buy Manhattan property and develop a luxury mall and spa.

Manafort resigned from Trump's campaign in August. but has maintained contact with the reality TV star and
business mogul's transition effort following his Nov. 8 election victory.

The name "Chernovetskiy” rings a bell.

With the Washington Posfs bombshell report that the CIA has assessed that the Russian hacking of Democratic
targets was done as part of a Kremlin operation to help Donald Trump win the election, here's an intriguing question:
Has Russian intelligence spied on the president-elect and, if so, what private information has it collected on him? A
counterintelligence veteran of a \Western spy senvice in October told Mother Jones that he had uncovered
information—and had sent it to the FBl—indicating Russian intelligence had mounted a yearslong operation to
cultivate or co-opt Trump and that this project included surveillance that gathered compromising material on the
celebrity mogul. Yet there have been no indications from the FBI whether it has investigated this lead. Still, several
intelligence professionals say Trump would have indeed been a top priority for Russian intelligence surveillance—
especially when he was in Moscow in November 2013 for the Miss Universe pageant. which he owned at the time.
To present the contest in the Russian capital, Trump, who had long tried to do real estate deals in Russia, had
teamed up with Aras Agalarov, a billionaire oligarch close to Vladimir Putin (whose son is a popular pop singer). The
glitzy event, which included a swanky after-party, drew various Russian notables, including a member of Putin's
inner circle [Kozhin—NHO] and an alleged Russian mobster. Trump later boasted that he had mingled with "almost
all of the oligarchs.” Trump had hoped that Putin would attend the pageant—tweeting months earlier, "if so, will he
become my new best friend?"—but the Russian leader was a no-show.

During Trump's stay in Moscow. US intelligence experts note, he would have been a natural and obvious target for
Russian intelligence. At the time, Trump was a prominent American, an international businessman. and a celebrity.
He was also deeply involved in US politics. He had almost run for president in 2000 and nearly did so again in 2012,
and he had been a leading foe of President Barack Obama, having pushed the conspiracy theory that Obama had
been born in Kenya.

A former high-ranking CIA official, who asked not to be identified. says in an email:

It is nearly certain that [Russian intelligence] would have done some sort of surveillance on him. Could
have been low-key physical surveillance (following etc) or deeper surveillance, such as video/audio of
hotel room and monitoring of electronics (your [communications] while [in Moscow] is on their
network).

James Lewis, a cybersecurity expert at the Center for Strategic and International Studies. points out. "It's safe to
assume that high-profile public figures and billionaires attract the attention of the Russian security senices,
including bugging any hotel rooms." And Malcolm Nance, a terrorism and intelligence expert and author of The Plot
to Hack America, says the Russian version of the National Security Agency, the Spetssvyaz, manages specialized
technical teams that would have been all over Trump:

These communications intercept units are designated for high-importance personages of political and
diplomatic standing. such as Donald Trump. These units wouldve employed the most advanced
intelligence collection systems in the nation. Anything short of a highly encrypted communications
suite using military-grade technology would be simple for Russian intelligence to exploit. Donald
Trump's mobile phone would be among the easiest to exploit. His mobile phone, Bluetooth. and
laptops were most likely not shielded and could have been intercepted and exploited any number of
ways. This means virtually evervthing he said. everything he texted. everything he wrote. and every

communication he had in the electronic spectrum would be in the possession of Russian intelligence
then and now. His guest rooms in Moscow could have had virtually undetectable voice and video
communications intercept devices planted in such a way that nothing could be done by Trump in
private and would defy detection. The Spetssvyaz would also employ Russian military intelligence
subunits as well as Federal Security Service (FSB) surveillance units which could follow him anywhere
that he goes with seemingly normal people and detect, document, and provide a record of anything
and anyone he met.

Trump could have attempted to take countermeasures to defeat any surveillance. "About the only way to ensure
against electronic surveillance." the former CIA official says. "is to use a burner phone—one you're not going to use
again—stay off your normal personal email (use a one-time address you will not use again), and keep
[communications] on that one to routine, non-sensitive messages...That was my practice in Moscow...during which
all | sent were innocuous text messages on a phone | never used again.” And Lewis remarks, "If you used a mobile
phone with an encrypted app and kept that phone in your possession for the entire trip, you could make it harder for
them. A lot of people use Signal or Telegram [for encrypted texting], but the Russians could still have many ways
around this when you are in Moscow.”

Mother Jones asked Trump—through his transition team, his spokeswoman, and his lawyer—what he did to secure
his communications and to thwart surveillance during his Moscow trip. Did he use secured phones and text
services? Did he sweep his hotel room for surveillance devices? Trump's representatives did not respond. Mor did the
spokeswoman for Miss Universe when presented with a similar set of guestions.

While he was in Moscow, Trump did continue his normal practice of tweeting often. Here are several tweets he sent
out:

I'm in Moscow for Miss Universe tonight - picking a winner is very hard, they are all winners. Total
sellout of arena. Big night in Russial
— Donald J. Trump (@realDonaldTrump) November 9. 2013

| was just given a great tour of Moscow - fantastic. hard working people. CITY IS REALLY
ENERGIZED! The Waorld will be watching tonight!
— Donald J. Trump (@realDonaldTrump) November 9. 2013

"@brose2288: @realDonaldTrump The women are unbelievable but getting to hang with Steven Tyler
will be the highlight!” Steven sings tonight
— Donald J. Trump (@realDonaldTrump) November 9. 2013

According to the Trump Twitter Archive, all the tweets Trump zapped out from Moscow came from an Android
phone. A 2016 analysis found that Trump's personal tweets—as opposed to those written by staffers on his
account—were generated by an Android phone. (His staff-composed tweets came from an iPhone )

The intelligence experts agree: Trump would have been in the sights of Russian intelligence. But what might
Moscow's spies have found? There is no telling. In the famous Access Hollywood video, Trump boasted of
committing lewd (and illegal) action. Any intelligence operative would be delighted to catch Trump in such an act.
MNance speculates:"That some of this would be salacious or information he would not want exposed to the public is
without question. This unknown to the US intelligence community makes Donald Trump not just a national security
threat but potentially a victim of blackmail by our oppositions intelligence agencies.” Nance also points out that if
Russian intelligence penetrated Trump’s phone when he was in Moscow, its officers could have continued to
intercept Trump's conversations once he was back in the United States.

During the campaign. Trump and his supporters railed about Hillary Clinton’s mishandling of her private email server
and claimed she had jeopardized US secrets. Her actions—while never shown to have led to any compromise of
classified information—were troubling. A related but different set of issues faces Trump. Did he fail to take
precautions that would prevent the Russians from gaining access to his private personal and professional
information? If so, might the Russians possess secret information on the next president of the United States?
Should that be true, Nance adds, it could pose "a monumental potential intelligence crisis never before seen in
American history.”

Hi Lisa,
I'm sure you're busy these days but I wanted to share a news item and some thoughts from today.

It is following on the note at the end of the long email I sent you yesterday.

Aziz Batukayev: I think he could indirectly point to involvement of Delimkhanov and/or Kadyrov in drug
dealing.

As you recall, Aziz Batukayev is an ethnic Chechen crime boss from Tokmok, Kyrgyzstan [his family was
neighbors with the Tsarnayevs]. He was sprung from a Kyrgyz prison in April 2013 [a week before the
Boston bombings, but we'll put that aside for today] and flown to Chechnya.

Several Kyrgyz officials said that Kadyrov had offered bribes for his early release from Kyrgyz prison. And
the Kyrgyz press claimed that Adam Delimkhanov arranged for him to be flown out on a private plane.

After wandering around Russia and reportedly organizing Kyrgyz-Chechen extortion rings in various parts
of Russia, he was arrested and supposedly imprisoned in Chechnya for weapons possession. Chechen
authorities said "Sorry!" to Kyrgyz authorities who suddenly had a change of heart and wanted Batukayev
back.

Even though he is supposedly in prison, he has been photographed with other characters in nice
restaurants.

and now here's the new bit: his sister was caught in the southern Urals with 30 kg of heroin to sell. (See
below).

Now: if Batukayev is basically a guest of Kadyrov, and Batukayev's sister is carrying on drug trade in
Russia, one would think it would be only polite for Batukayev to let Kadyrov know about this, and perhaps
to share the spoils.

What's interesting is that the Southern Urals police on this occasion held onto her instead of letting her go,
as one would think they'd do if Batukayev's organization had a well-functioning bribery system with local
law enforcement.

Is it a sign of hostility by local Russian law enforcement to Kadyrov?
