During Tuesday’s meeting, Chance revealed he had received death 

threats over the past few months, during a time where the board voted to 
require masks in schools which was heavily unpopular with large parts of 
the community.

WASHINGTON – Citing an increase in harassment, intimidation and threats of violence against 
school board members, teachers and workers in our nation’s public schools, today Attorney 
General Merrick B. Garland directed the FBI and U.S. Attorneys’ Offices to meet in the next 30 
days with federal, state, tribal, territorial and local law enforcement leaders to discuss strategies 
for addressing this disturbing trend. These sessions will open dedicated lines of communication for
threat reporting, assessment and response by law enforcement. 

“Threats against public servants are not only illegal, they run counter to our nation’s core values,”
wrote Attorney General Garland. “Those who dedicate their time and energy to ensuring that our 
children receive a proper education in a safe environment deserve to be able to do their work 
without fear for their safety.” 

According to the Attorney General’s memorandum, the Justice Department will launch a series of
additional efforts in the coming days designed to address the rise in criminal conduct directed 
toward school personnel. Those efforts are expected to include the creation of a task force,
consisting of representatives from the department’s Criminal Division, National Security Division,
Civil Rights Division, the Executive Office for U.S. Attorneys, the FBI, the Community Relations 
Service and the Office of Justice Programs, to determine how federal enforcement tools can be 
used to prosecute these crimes, and ways to assist state, Tribal, territorial and local law 
enforcement where threats of violence may not constitute federal crimes. 

The Justice Department will also create specialized training and guidance for local school boards
and school administrators. This training will help school board members and other potential
victims understand the type of behavior that constitutes threats, how to report threatening conduct 
to the appropriate law enforcement agencies, and how to capture and preserve evidence of 
threatening conduct to aid in the investigation and prosecution of these crimes. 

Threats of violence against school board members, officials, and workers in our nation’s public
schools can be reported by the public to the FBI’s National Threat Operations Center (NTOC) via
its national tip line (1-800-CALL-FBI) and online through the FBI website (http://fbi.gov/tips). To 
ensure that threats are communicated to the appropriate authorities, NTOC will direct credible 
threats to FBI field offices, for coordination with the U.S. Attorney’s Office and law enforcement 
partners as appropriate. Reporting threats of violence through NTOC will help the federal 
government identify increased threats in specific jurisdictions as well as coordinated widespread 
efforts to intimidate educators and education workers.

On the evening ofOctober 08, the Prince William Health District (PWHD) in Virginia reconnnended a one week 
temporary pause of in-person learning (October 12- 15), at Bennett Elementary School due to 36 confirmed 
positive COVID-19 cases, three probable positive cases all in isolation, and more than 200 close contacts in 
quarantine. Bennett Elementary will deliver learning instruction virtually by classroom teachers during this time. 
There are indications that the cause of the spread ofCOVID-19 at Bennett Elementary School may be linked to both 
transmission in the connnunity and the school. 

On Thursday, October 7, health officials for the nine California Bay Area jurisdictions issued criteria for lifting 
health orders requiring face coverings in most indoor public spaces. 

Pfizer and BioNTech have formally requested that the FDA authorize emergency use of their COVID 19 vaccine for 
children ages 5 to 11 . The companies' trial data supports a smaller dose for children in this age group than that 
given to older children and adults. The FDA has scheduled a meeting to consider the request on October 26, with a 
ruling is expected by the end ofNovember. 

The World Health Organization (WHO) launched a Strategy to Achieve Global Covid-19 Vaccination to 
vaccinate 40% ofthe population ofall countries by the end ofthe year and 70% by mid-2022. In addition, the WHO 
for the first time published a definition of"post COVID-19 condition," which states that common symptom, include 
fatigue, shortness ofbreath, and cognitive dysfunction, "but also others which generally have an impact on everyday 
functioning." 

According to a new modeling study published in Pediatrics, approximately 1 out of 500 children in the US has 
experienced COVID-19-associated orphanhood or death ofa grandparent caregiver. 

The National Foundation for Infectious Diseases released new data that showed 44% ofUS adults are unsure or do 
not plan to get vaccinated against the flu, including 23% who are at higher risk for flu-related complications. 

The COVID-19 Public Emergency declared by the District of Columbia Mayor's Order 2020-045, dated 
March 11, 2020, has been extended until January 07, 2022. 

As Federal pandemic relief funds are exhausted, many hospitals are struggling financially and taking out lines of 
credit to make it through the COVID-19 crisis. Hospitals continue to lose revenue from cancelled elective surgeries 
and are facing increased labor costs due to the need for temporary nurses to alleviate staffing shortages. Federal 
funding released September 10 covers expenses incurred through March 31, 2021, prior to the Delta surge. 

A Colorado based health system says it is denying organ transplants to patients who are not vaccinated against 
COVID-19 in "almost all situations," citing studies that show kidney transplant patients are at increased risk of 
death from COVID-19 infection. Other centers across the country have similar policies in addition to other stringent 
health requirements. 

Due to higher than expected numbers of false positives, Australian company Ellume is recalling nearly 200,000 at 
home COVID 19 tests from specific lots that were shipped to the US. A total of427,000 kits were affected, about

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half of which had already been used. The issue did not affect reliability of negative results. Users will be notified in 
the app that the test has been recalled. 

The US Attorney General directed the FBI and US attorneys’ offices to meet with local leaders nationwide to help 
address a “disturbing spike in harassment , intimidation, and threats of violence” against educators and school board 
members over politicized issues, including COVID-19 mitigation efforts. 

AstraZeneca has asked the FDA to grant emergency authorization of its antibody treatment to prevent symptomatic
COVID 19 infection in those at high risk for the disease. Effective for up to 12 months, it would be the first long
acting drug for people who don’t mount a sufficient protective response from vaccination. 

Students and staff at Suffolk Public Schools will be given at-home COVID-19 testing kits if they show symptoms of,
or were exposed to, COVID-19. The kits are part of the Virginia Department of Education and VDH Virginia 
School Screening Testing for Assurance program. 

Data shows that Molnupiravir, an investigational oral antiviral for COVID-19 produced by Merck and Ridgeback
Biotherapeutics, is capable of cutting COVID-19 hospitalization or death risk approximately in half. 

A National Institute of Health study suggested fully vaccinated people with substance use disorders may be at higher
risk for SARS-CoV-2 breakthrough infections than people without substance use disorders. 

The Los Angeles City Council has implemented one of the strictest COVID 19 vaccine mandates in the country,
requiring patrons to show proof of vaccination or recent negative test results to enter indoor spaces such as
restaurants, gyms, salons, and entertainment venues. Retail establishments, such as grocery stores and pharmacies, 
were not included in the ordinance. The mandate goes into effect next month and businesses found in violation could 
be subject to fines.
