Sorry for taking you on a deeper dive into this than you had bargained for but what you are asking about is making a
priority 1 referral of an individual for nomination by Post to the U.S. Refugee Admissions Program. The type of referral

under discussion here is for [(QI(S)] , is under threat to[§ll life. Given the

length of time that the US has been here in country, individuals who formerly worked under COM authority here can
make referrals of their eligible contacts. The reason is clear, I’'m here and [{8)I(&)]

and as such | can’t referto the COM for nomination by Post to the Program. Itis the US Embassy in
Kabul, that is nominating Afghans for admission to this program. As such, so we don’t leave out people who were
contacts of former Embassy officers, you can draft a referral fo, through me.

A key point about this process, after the person has been referred by you, nominated by Post and accepted by
Washington, they will get notice that they have been nominated for admission into the program. The actual process
however, does not start until the applicant has left Afghanistan, is in a third country, not the U.S. and has gone to the
U.S. Embassy in the third country and notified them thatis a refugee who has been nominated for the program.
From that point, the refugee needs to be prepared to support[{QI{§)] financially in that third country for up to 18
months while i application for acceptance into the program and resettlement to the U.S. is being reviewed, security
checks are performed, medical exams done, etc. | emphasize this because unless the refugee can make way to a
third country where already has family, a place to stay, etc. this processing period and the lack of financial assistance
during the processing period, can be a hard stop for most people.

If, however, your contact is still interested in having you refer for nomination, there are really only two forms,
attached, for you to prepare and send to me. First is the justification memo, most of the language is boiler plate and
should not be touched. The justification section however should be a well drafted paragraph which lays out:
work;

The specific threat received;

When it was received;

Who threatened ;

Who did report the threat to;

Was it investigated and by whom;

What was the result of the investigation of the threat;
Whether or not remains in danger.

The best way that we have found to get this information is to geton a Zoom, Teams, Webex, etc. call and have QI8

tell you threat story and then you make sure thathas covered each of these points. In addition to the
justification memo you’ll need a clear scanned copy of a passport and national ID card for the principle applicant (your
contact), (Il and for each of ({)I(®)) . Of course this is the second sticking point
for most folks here as they often live in blended and extended family households in this country and the thought of
leaving Grandma, Uncle, etc. behind becomes a second hard stop. That said, if you plan on submitting a referral for
this person and (b)(6) you should plan on doing it sooner rather than later as things are changing on the ground
here daily. | suggest that you discuss all of this With and decide if you want to proceed with the referral.

Dear Mr. Beasley,

I am writing on behalf of the Refugee Affairs office to request your assistance with identifying Locally Engaged (LE) staff
who qualify as referrals to U.S. Refugee Admissions Program (USRAP). Please note LE staff in this respect is referring
only to Afghans who work in Afghanistan. Monday afternoon, Secretary Blinken announced a new program known as the
P2 program.

The Afghan P-2 program complements the SIV program and denotes groups of special concern by virtue of their
circumstances and apparent need for refugee resettlement. LE staff who are eligible for the SIV program should not be
referred to the USRAP. The Afghan P-2 designation permits the embassy to refer LE staff (and family members: spouse
and children of any age, whether married or unmarried) for P-2 USRAP access if these Afghans do not meet the minimum
time-in-service for a SIV (2 yrs) but who work/worked at any time as LE staff for the U.S. Government in Afghanistan.

When speaking to Afghans whom you intend to refer to the USRAP it is important to emphasize the following information:

e A referral is not a guarantee that an individual’s application will be successful, but it is necessary to access the
program. PRM will email the referred Afghan (Principal Applicant) directly at the primary email address
provided after it has received and reviewed the referral. Make sure the primary email listed is a personal email,
not a work email.

e There is no resettlement processing in Afghanistan and certain neighboring countries, such as Iran. If/'when
Principal Applicants and their families make the difficult choice to leave Afghanistan, they will need to arrange
and pay for their own travel to a third country.

e  We recognize that it is currently extremely difficult for Afghans to receive a visa to a third country or find a
way to enter a third country. We are continuing to review the situation on the ground and our planning will
continue to evolve.

e  Once they have arrived in a third country, the Principal Applicants must contact PRM by responding to the
email they received confirming their referral to USRAP to begin processing their case. Case processing can be
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lengthy (potentially 12-14 months), so please make sure the Principal Applicant is aware this process could
require living in and supporting themselves in a third country for a substantial amount of time until their case
processing is complete.

e Even if an individual qualifies for the USRAP and travels outside of Afghanistan, there is no guarantee
that they will be approved for resettlement to the United States. In particular, applicants must pass extensive
security checks.

e  The United States is unable to provide protection or support to individuals while they await a decision on their
refugee case. Those who leave Afghanistan can register for international protection and assistance as a
refugee with the government of the country they are in, if the country has an established registration process;
or, they can register with UNHCR.

We have reorganized this data to enable batch
uploads into the PRM refugee database.

Please ask your staff to ensure their name is as it appears on their passports and that all information is correct.

When sending the spreadsheet back -
1. If any information is incorrect, please fill-in the cell with RED and enter the correct information.

2. If you know the staff member has already applied for an SIV, please fill-in the very last column of the spreadsheet
GREEN.

3. If the staff member’s SIV application status is unknown or if they have less than two years of time in service at the
embassy, please fill-in the very last column of the spreadsheet YELLOW.

All LE staff who are qualified for P2s will automatically be entered into PRM’s refugee database. No other action is
required from them at this time. If later they qualify to apply for SIVs, they should do so.

U.S. Refugee Admissions Program Priority 2 Designation for Afghan Nationals

Office of the Spokesperson

Today, the Department of State is announcing a Priority 2 (P-2) designation granting U.S. Refugee Admissions Program
(USRAP) access for certain Afghan nationals and their eligible family members.

The U.S. objective remains a peaceful, secure Afghanistan. However, in light of increased levels of Taliban violence, the
U.S. government is working to provide certain Afghans, including those who worked with the United States, the
opportunity for refugee resettlement to the United States. This designation expands the opportunity to permanently
resettle in the United States to many thousands of Afghans and their immediate family members who may be at risk
due to their U.S. affiliation but who are not eligible for a Special Immigrant Visa (SIV) because they did not have
qualifying employment, or because they have not met the time-in-service requirement to become eligible. Access to the
USRAP is a critical mechanism to provide protection for these individuals.
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Individuals Eligible for the P-2 Program:

e Afghans who do not meet the minimum time-in-service for a SIV but who work or worked as employees of
contractors, locally-employed staff, interpreters/translators for the U.S. Government, United States Forces
Afghanistan (USFOR-A), International Security Assistance Force (ISAF), or Resolute Support;

e Afghans who work or worked for a U.S. government-funded program or project in Afghanistan supported
through a U.S. government grant or cooperative agreement?’;

e Afghans who are or were employed in Afghanistan by a U.S.-based media organization or non-governmental
organization.

Afghans and their eligible family members (spouse and children of any age, whether married or unmarried) can be
referred to the P-2 program by a U.S. government agency. For non-governmental organizations (NGO) and media
organizations that were not funded by the U.S. government, but are headquartered in the United States, the senior-
most U.S. citizen employee of that organization may make a referral.

P-2 Program for Afghan Nationals:

e The Department of State has designated certain categories of Afghan nationals as having access to the USRAP by
virtue of their circumstances and apparent need for resettlement.

e To manage the P-2 program for Afghan nationals, the State Department’s Bureau of Population, Refugees, and
Migration (PRM) created a USRAP Afghan Referrals Workgroup comprised of federal agencies to refer individuals
directly to the USRAP.

o |f anindividual is not eligible for the P-2 program, he or she may be eligible for the Priority 1 (P-1) program by
virtue of their circumstances and apparent need for resettlement. Individuals may be referred to the P-1
program by the UN High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), a U.S. Embassy, or a designated NGO.

Background on the USRAP:

e The U.S. Refugee Admissions Program (USRAP) is managed by PRM in cooperation with the Department of
Homeland Security (DHS) U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS), and the Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS) Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR).

e There are currently three categories of individuals who may access the USRAP, known as “priorities.” Once cases
receive access to the USRAP, they undergo the same processing steps, including extensive security vetting.

e Priority 1: Individual cases referred by designated entities (an Embassy, designated NGO or the UNHCR) to the
program by virtue of their circumstances and apparent need for resettlement.

e Priority 2: Groups of special concern designated by the Department of State as having access to the program by
virtue of their circumstances and apparent need for resettlement.

e Priority 3: Individual cases granted access for purposes of reunification with family members already in the
United States.

*Note: Afghans who work/worked for sub-contractors and sub-grantees do not qualify for the P-2 program, though
they may have access to USRAP through a P-1 Embassy referral (if well-known to an Embassy direct-hire American ) or
through a referral from UNHCR or a designated NGO.
