ORDER

There are three kinds of people in the world — those who can count and those who
cannot. During the October 15, 2015 sentencing of Ms. Floyd, the undersigned proved
the self-indicting truth of that ironic statement in this case. After first announcing a 50
month sentence, 26 months on count 1s and 24 months on count 27s, to run
consecutively, the undersigned, gratuitously and without prompting, then changed the
correct arithmetic by substituting 36 months instead of 26 months on count 1s, which of
course equals 60 months when added to 24 months in count 27s, an incorrect total for a
50 month sentence.

To be clear, Ms. Floyd’s sentence is 50 months, consisting of 26 months on count
Is and 24 months on count 27s, to be run consecutively. The Clerk of Court and
Probation are directed to so reflect on their respective records, and on the judgment. Fed.
R. Crim. P. 35(a) (“Within 14 days after sentencing, the court may correct a sentence that
resulted from arithmetical, technical, or other clear error.”).

That about sums it up.
