The second aspect of a Government 1awyer's work is to act as eounsel

for the Unlted States in the courts of the 1ande " In this respect the
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Attorney General has a special responsibility for the direction and supervision
of the litigation of the United States. I am happy and proud that in this re-
gard we enjoy the coniidence of the judiciary., Certainly we try to win our
cases: that is the duty of every lawyer. But the government wins when justice
-is done and that is our objective., We are counsel for the pecple of the United
States - for a nation of free mens It is most heart-warming for a Govermment
lawyer to do his work with the knowledge that the court thinks of him not only
as an advocate but as a "friend of the court.”

We rise, therefore, as the representatives of our profession, in honor

to you and through you to all the courts of our nation.
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
