I am a student and I have learned been studying some things about our current farming situation. I am also a daughter of a farmer in Minnesota, we still own our farm but it has been under threat of commercial use for over ten years now. We are one of 4 farms still left in an area where more than 30 farms once stood. Not only do I think that big corporations for food production have increased unhealthy habits with in the United States, I also know first had of how farms are being taken over and lost. 

Our food is becoming less healthy because of the way the animals are raised and because of the ways it is being produced. Animals are getting steroids that effect our immune system, which could lead to our inability to protect against viruses. Also, the production is a lot cheaper so, low in-come families will buy this over heather meat. And since this part of the population already cannot afford health care, when they do get sick they are more at risk of having problems and needing medical attention.

Also, farming is becoming extinct. Farms are being taken over by commercial organization and houses. Farms are no longer thought of as priority, so the government wants to take away there land. Farm are a priority, it is what this country is based off of and farms are the number one way to get healthy, nutritional food (besides growing a garden in ones back yard). Not just for meet, but for our fruits and vegetables too. If Farms keep going through extinction, then so will all of our healthy food.
