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Antitrust laws must be enforced in agriculture as well as in any other industry.

Too few, too large companies are exerting too much influence in the market and in Washington, D.C.

Bills have been proposed (and unfortunately passed) over the last several years that obviously only consider industrial, corporate agribusiness models, and penalize properly scaled agricultural interests – farms, market gardens, and others.

Agriculture is not the same as manufacturing.  It involves life processes, and it works best to feed and provide for human beings when it is done on a scale that is local and manageable.  When too much power (market share, sweatheart deals, lobbying influence, etc.) concentrates in large agribusinesses, all but the wealthiest few citizens suffer.

The Justice Department must do its job.
