X The defendant shall not iUegally possess, nse or tra1lic in a controlled substance. 

For offenses committed on or after September 13, 1994: 

X The above drug testing condition is suspended based on the court's determination that the defendant poses a 
low risk of future substance abuse. 

X The defendant shall not OWD, possessJ use or traffic in a firearm or other dangerous weapon as defined in 18 
U.S.c. Section 921. 

X If the judgment imposes a fine or a restitution obligation, it shall be a condition of probation that the defendant 
pay any such fme or restitution in accordance with the Schedule of Payments set forth in the Criminal 
Monetary Penalties sheet of this judgment. 

X The defendant shall comply with the standard conditions that have been adopted by this court (set forth below). 
The defendant shan also comply with additional conditions. 

X The defendant shall not participate in any government contracts without the permission of his probation 
officer .. 

X The defendant shall participate in an alcobol substance abuse evaluation and treatment if recommended by his 
probation officer. 

X The defendant shall serve on a regular basis one hundred and flfty (ISO) hours of community service work with 
an agency and on a schedule agreed upon by the defendant and his probation officer and it shall be completed 
within the first 2 years of his probation supervision.

5. the defendant shan work regularly at a lawful occupation unless excused by the probation officer for schooling, training, or 
other acceptable reasons; 

6. the defendant shall notify the probation officer ten days prior to any change in residence or employment; 

7. the defendant shall refrain from excessive use of alcohol; 

8. the defendant sbaJl not frequent places where controlled substances are illegally sold, used, distributed, or administered; 

9. the defendant shall not associate with any persons engaged in criminal activity, and shall not associate with any person convicted 
of a felony u nJess granted permission to do so by the probation officer; 

10. the defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit him or ber at any time at home or elsewhere and shaU permit confiscation 
of any contraband observed in plain view of the probation officer; 

11. the defendant shall notify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement 
officer;
