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Agreed Scheduling Order

Pursuant to the Speedy Trial Act, 18 U.S.C. §3161(h)(8)(A), the Court finds that the ends of
justice which will be served by allowing the defendants additional time in which to prepare this case
outweigh the best interest of the public and the defendants in a speedy trial. The Court’s basis for
said finding is that the failure to grant a continuance in this case would deny counsel for the
defendants the reasonable time necessary for effective preparation, taking into account the exercise
of due diligence. See 18 U.S.C. §3161(h)(8)(B)(iv).

Accordingly, it is ordered that the agreed motion for pretrial scheduling order (Dkt. 324) is
GRANTED and the time between September 3, 2009 and February 8, 2010 is excluded from
consideration under the Speedy Trial Act, 18 U.S.C. §3161(h). It is therefore ORDERED that this

case will be controlled by the following schedule:'

September 1, 2009 Deadline for proposed jury instructions for offense
elements.
October 1, 2009 Production of experts’ reports by the Government to

defendants for the Government’s case-in-chief.

October 6, 2009 Deadline for objections to proposed jury instructions for
offense elements.

November 1, 2009 Production of experts’ reports by defendant to the
Government.

necessary to proceed in accordance with this schedule.
