ORDER 

Pending before the Court is a motion filed by the Defendant for continuance of the 

February 2, 2009, trial setting. In accordance with 18 U.S.C. § 3161(h)(8)(A), the basis for the 

continuance is the finding that the ends of justice served in granting such continuance outweigh 

the best interest of the public and the Defendant in a speedy trial.

the Supreme Court.
