I flew to Berlin, Germany on gaturday, 22 May 1948 for _the
purpose of interviewing - :
‘ Statements of three of these

witnesses are enclosed, together with an original copy of
nyision of Invasion" prooured while in gerlin for your use.
I also obtalned a copy of a work sheet from
showing the programs which he recorded during the month of
May 1944, whioh shows that the radio play "vision of Invasion"
was aotually recorded on May 10, 1944. As has
not recelved pay for this portion of his work, a photostatioc
copy of this work sheet will be forwarded to you at a later
date and the original copy returned to inasmuch
a3 he does not desire to part with the original.

8till has hopes of being paid for this phase of his work,

rewembers the radio play very well and can be oon-
sldered to be the most important witness interviewed by me in
connection with "yvision of Invasionn,. as stated
in his interrogation report, likes ildss Gillars and states that
he does not desire to appear as a witness in the gtates agalnst
her unleas he is foreced to do so, He said, however if he could
be cowmpelled to appear as a witness in the otates he would do soj;
his theory being that he does not desire to voluntarily give
testimony ugainst a person who helped hias country during a time
when help was most needed. also remembsrs the radio
play "Vision of 4+nvasion" very oclearly and would make a very -
good witness to establish this overt aot, 13 will-
ing to appear as a witness in the “tates provided arrangements
can be made to take oare of his invalid wirfe during his absence,



can also remember most of the details surround-

ing the reaording of the radio play vvision of Ilnvasion», pr.

was a sound teochnician during the recording of this
play and recalla that it took approximately three days to
record one playe. cannot recall that lilss Gillars
participated in this play and cannot speak Znglish, and from
this standpoint would uot be considered as deqirable a witness
us the two above .entioned witnesses, recalls
that during the reocrding of this play he was furnished a
Gurman trunslation of the play for his use in rsescording the
pro.;rafle i3 willing to appear as a witness in the
united ~tatea. } was lnterviewed and stated
thet he had a vague recollection of the »luy, arter being shown
W copy of the transcoript of "yision of +nvasion". fter read-
ing the transcript he cun remember certain parts of the play
4nd unusual ocourrenceg wers recalled to his memory that hape
pened during the reocording. He stated, after reading the
transeript, that he must have had some minor part in this play,
otherwise he would not have been in the studio during the record-
ing. stated that the whole thing was so vague in his
memory thut he could not take the stand as a witness and testify
as to any part of it.

No Uerman stenographer was available on sunday, 24 llay, during
the iluterrogation of and for this reason no state-
ment could be taken for his signature. was re-
yussted to take notes during the interview so that he could
submit a stutement ln serman covering essentially all points
covered in the interrogation. mhls stutemsnt will be submitted
to you a8 soon as it 1s received from Berlin.

will also submit a diagram of the studio set up during the

recording of this play, wvhioch will be rorwarded with his state-
went.
