I have examined and crmtifdered the submitted 
Acts.  Tho Attorney Gcnera1 will aoc at this time LnCer-
poae any objection to tho Act authorizing board8 of 
registrars ro meet additional days for the purpose o f  
registering voters, the Acts relating t o  absantee 
voters and che A c t s  providing for tho re icht i f i cat ion  
of voters in order to puxge frool voc iq  lists the names 
05 persons who aze nuw deceased or utano longer reside 
in the cou-itcy or the state. #owevax, as provided by 
Sccrion 5, or' the Voting a h t s  Act o f  1963, the hilure 
to abject docs not bar any subsequent a c t i o n  to  e n j o b  
enforcac-lt of these Acts. 

With reaazd to Acts 30s. 221 (1965), 612 (1965), 
60 (19661, 112 (1966), 113 (19671, 126 (1967), 473 
(L967), a d  552 (1967) I =st ea bchalE of the Actomcy 
Gcnoral interpose objections to the provisions in those 
Acts req~iringa voter t o  sign, at tl~cvoting w h i n e ,  
a p o l l  Irst before he is ol lwcd to onter tho m h i n c  



t o  vote. 'It i s  our view that these provisions in the 
Acts, if enforced, would have the effect of d i s c r h i -
net* against Negro voters and would violate the 
provisions of Section 4 of the! Voting Rights Act of 
1965.

Should you wish to present justificati~nfor 
the provisiong objected to o t  evidcnce that their-- J' 

enforcement wuld not violam Sectior. 4 of the Voting 
Bights A c t  of 1965, we will consider the matter  further. 
Of course, as provided for by Section 5 of the Voting 
Rights Act ,  you have the alternatfve of instituting 
an action in the Unitsd States District hurt for the 
District af ,Colusib%a for a declaratory judginent that 
the pr~vi$fonsobjected to do not have the purpose and 
w i l l  not have the offect of denying or abridging the 
zlght co vote on account of race or color.
