	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5  that in the commission of the above offense(s) the said defendant(s) Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, with the intent to do so, took, damaged, and destroyed property of a value exceeding $200,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 12022.6(a)(2).
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 that the above offense is a theft of over $100,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 1203.045(a).

	On or about January 1, 2003 through January 1, 2007, in the above named judicial district, the crime of THEFT FROM ELDER OR DEPENDENT ADULT, in violation of PENAL CODE SECTION 368(d), a felony, was committed by Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, who committed theft, embezzlement, forgery, fraud, and identity theft with respect to the property and personal identifying information of an elder and dependent adult, said property, money, labor, goods, and services taken and obtained having a value exceeding $400.00, and knew and reasonably should have known that said person, Dorothy Jeanne Wentzel , was an elder and dependent adult.
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5  that in the commission of the above offense(s) the said defendant(s) Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, with the intent to do so, took, damaged, and destroyed property of a value exceeding $200,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 12022.6(a)(2).
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 that the above offense is a theft of over $100,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 1203.045(a).

COUNT 3
	On or about January 1, 2003 through January 1, 2007, in the above named judicial district, the crime of SALE OF SECURITES WITHOUT QUALIFICATION OR EXEMPTION, in violation of CORPORATIONS CODE SECTION 25110, a felony, was committed by Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, who did willfully and unlawfully offer to sell, and issue, and caused to be sold and issued a security, to wit, "loans, investments, stakes, shares, part ownership interests", which security was not qualified or exempted.
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5  that in the commission of the above offense(s) the said defendant(s) Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, with the intent to do so, took, damaged, and destroyed property of a value exceeding $200,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 12022.6(a)(2).
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 that the above offense is a theft of over $100,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 1203.045(a).

COUNT 4
	On or about January 1, 2003 through January 1, 2007, in the above named judicial district, the crime of MISREPRESENTATION OR OMISSION  IN THE SALE OF A SECURITY, in violation of CORPORATIONS CODE SECTION 25401, a felony, was committed by Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, who did willfully and unlawfully offer to sell, and issue, and caused to be sold and issued a security, to wit, "loans, investments, stakes, shares, part ownership interests" by means of written or oral communications, which included an untrue statement of a material fact or omitted to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements made, in light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading, in violation of section Corporations Code section 25401, to wit: that security investments were genuine in real property purchases, rehabilitation, saltes, etc..
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5  that in the commission of the above offense(s) the said defendant(s) Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, with the intent to do so, took, damaged, and destroyed property of a value exceeding $200,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 12022.6(a)(2).
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 that the above offense is a theft of over $100,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 1203.045(a).

COUNT 5
	On or about January 1, 2003 through January 1, 2007, in the above named judicial district, the crime of SALE OF SECURITIES BY AN UNLICENSED BROKER-DEALER, in violation of CORPORATIONS CODE SECTION 25210, a felony, was committed by Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, who did willfully and unlawfully offer to sell, and issue, and caused to be sold and issued a security, to wit, "loans, investments, stakes, shares, part ownership interests" by means of written or oral communications, by defendant(s) who at the time was not a licensed broker-dealer per Corporations Code section 25210.
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5  that in the commission of the above offense(s) the said defendant(s) Kirk Mac Arthur Judy, with the intent to do so, took, damaged, and destroyed property of a value exceeding $200,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 12022.6(a)(2).
	It is further alleged as to count(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 that the above offense is a theft of over $100,000, within the meaning of Penal Code section 1203.045(a).
