Military service evaders and deserters are protected by two amnesty laws, passed in 2001 and 2006, that are
in effect in Serbia (Serbia 24 Nov. 2008; Lawyers' Committee 27 Nov. 2008).

A law was passed by the parliament of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (FRY) on 26 February 2001 which
grants amnesty to all those who, up until 7 October 2000, had evaded military service, deserted from the military
or refused to use weapons in the military (Yugoslavia 2 Mar. 2001, Art. 1; Serbia 24 Nov. 2008). Amnesty
International (AI) estimates that this law_nardoned annroximatelv 24 000 men, including conscientious objectors

(AI 13 Jan. 2001). Representatives of th he Lawyers' Committee for Human
Rights (also known as YUCOM), the SerH ed the 2001 amnesty law, corroborated
that this amnesty applies to all deserters bmmittee 27 Nov. 2008).

Another amnesty law was passed hose who evaded service in or deserted
from the army between 7 October 2000 P008). This law granted amnesty to
approximately 2,500 people who had av hg charges (AP 17 Apr. 2006; Serbia 15
Dec. 2005). This law also protects all de first one" (Serbia 24 Nov. 2008). The
Executive Director of Lawyers' Committe of any recent cases where people were
prosecuted in Serbia for evading military ng that it is possible to prosecute only
those who deserted the army after the 1 awyers' Committee 27 Nov. 2008). He
stated that sometimes draft evaders are officers who are not always aware of
the amnesty laws, but that these cases to trial (ibid. 9 Dec 2008).
