.. PROPOSED D»JISIOlJ OF THE COMMISSION 

This is a claim against the Soviet Government under section 

305 (a) (2) of the International Claims Settlement Act of 1949, 

as amended. 
' 

Section 305 (a) (2) of the Act provides for the receipt and 

determj_nation by the Connnission in accordance with applicable sub­

stantive law, including international law, of the validity and 

~ounts of cla.ims of nationals of the United States against the 

Soviet Govermnent,-provided such claims arose prior to November 16, 
• 

1933. 

Under a well-established principle of international law, a 

claim must be owned by a national of the United States (not necessarily 

the same one) at the time it arose and continuously thereafter. 

In the case of securities issued by the Soviet Government, or 


a predecessor thereof, it is concluded that a claim accrued on Feb­

ruary 10, 1918, the date the Soviet Government forrnally repudiated 

these obligations. 

-.::·,..­The Commission's records reflect that the claimant acquired 

the secur:i.ties on which this claim is based subsequent to the date 

the claim arose and prior to the time t11e claimant allegedly became 
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a national of the United States.\ 
According:cy, the Commission finds that the claim was not 


continuously owned by a United States national and is, therefore,

I denied. other elements bearing upon eligibility have not been 


considered.
