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This is a claim for $3,158.Lh against the Soviet Government 

under Section 305(a)(2) of the International Claims Settlement Act 

of 1949, as amended, based upon the loss siistained by the claimant 

as successor in interest of Finil Kiss, owner of 12,733.85 rubles on 

deposit with the Irving National Bank (now Irving Trust Canpan;r) which 

were held by said Irving National Bank in various Russian banks nation­

alized by the Soviet Government • 

Section 305(a)(2) of the Act provides for the receipt and deter­

mination by the Comnission in accordance with applicable substantive 

law, including international law, of the validity and amount of claims, 

arising prior to November 16, 1933, of nationals of the United States 

against the Soviet Government. 

Section .301(2) of the Act defines a "national of the United States" 

as "(A) a natural person who is a citizen of the United States, or 

who oweEI permanent allegiance to the United States, and {B) a corporation 

or other legal entity which is organized under the laws of the United 

States, any State or Territory thereof, or the District of Columbia, 

if natural persons who are nationals of the United States own, directly, 
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or indirectly, more than .50 per centum at the outstanding capital 

stock or other beneficial interest in such legal entity. It does 

not include aliena.tt 

Under well-established principles at internationa1 law relating 

to claims espoused by the United States against other governments, 

eligibility for compensation requires, among other things, that. 

the property which was the subject of danage or loss JllUSt have been 

awned by a United states national at the time the damage or loes 

occurred and that the claim arising as a result of such dam.age or 

loss 1111st have been continuously owned thereafter by a United states 

national. 

The claimant alleges that this claim originally arose on 

November 7, 1917 in favor of !'mil Kiss, a private banker, believed 

to be an American citizen; that 'Emil Kiss had on depoait with the 

Irving National Bank (now Irving Tru.st Canpany) the sum of 

12,733.85 rubas which were held by said Irving National Bank 

in various Russian banlas which were nationalized and the accounts 

repudiated by the Soviet Government; and that in 1929, the American 

TruSt Canpany (formerly the Harbor State Bank) was formed and suc­

ceeded to all the assets of mail Kiss. Claimant further alleges 

that at all times fran the date of its inception to the presentation 

of the claim, more than .50% of the outstanding stock or other bene­

ficial interests of the American Trust Canpan;y was owned by nationals 

of the United States except for the period between 1944 and 1949 

where more than .50% of the capital stock 11'88 owned by Mexican nationa1s. 

On the basis of the evidence and data of record, the Camaission . 
finds that the claim has not been continuOU8ly onned by a United Statee 

national from the date it arose. 
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In view of the ,foregoing, the claim is hereby denied. 

other elements bearing upon the validity of the clai.in have not 

been considered.
