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Section 303(3) of the Act authorizes the Commission to receive 

and determine, a~ong other claims, those based on t he failure of the 

Government of Rurnania to-­

meet obligations a~ressed in currency of the 
United States arising out of contractual or 
other rights acquired by nationals of the 
United States prior to ••• September 1, 1939, 
in the case of • • • Rumania, and which became 
payable prior to September 15, 1947. 

Accordingly, the Conunission has concluded that any award under 

the above provisions of the Act may include only tmpaid amounts which 

by the terms of the bond contract were payable prior to September 15, 

1947, and may not include any amounts which became payable thereafter. 

AW ARD 

On the above evidence and grounds this claim is allo1-1ed and an 

award is hereby made to HOVl.!"'.._:W P. STE:·IPLE, claimant herein, in the 

amount of four hundred and eighty dollars ($480), plus interest thereon 

at the rate of 6% per annum from the respective due dates of the obli­

gations represented by the above award, to August 9, 1955, the effective 

date of Section 303. 

Payment of the award herein shall not be construed to have divested 

claimant herein, or the Government of the United States, on his behalf, 

of any rights against the Government of Rumania for the unpaid balance 

of his claim, if any.
