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PHOPOSED DECISION 

This is a claim for thirty-one thousand two hundred seven dollars and 

eighteen cents ($31,207.18) under t he provisions of Section 303(3) of the 

Internat ional Claims Settlement Act of 1949, as amended, against the 

Goverrunent of Ru.mania by WALTER FARYNIARZ , a citizen of the United States 

since his naturalization on September 18, 1912, for the failure of the 

said goverrunent to meet its contractual obligations. 

The record shows t hat clai_mant purchased prior to September 1, 1939, 

and presently holds, 24 Kingdom of Roumania Monopolies Institute 7% 

Guaranteed Externa.l Sinking :F'und Gold Bonds, Stabilization and Development 

Loan of 1929, eight being in the principal amount of :}l,000 each and 

bearing the numbers ¥112102, ~112103, 1·112104, Ivil 7483, i·U9686, ~119822, f'123256, 

and !123611+, and sixteen being in the principal amount of $500 each and 

bearing the numbers D420, D421, D455, D456, D463, D464, D
' 
465, D466, Dl092, 

Dl093, Dl404, Dl406, D1407, Dl408, D3782, and Dl9134. Under the terms of 

the bond contracts, the Government of Rumania as primary obliger guaranteed 

to ho~ders payment of the sum of $17.50 for each v500 in princi pal amount 

hel d, and the sum of !jJ 5 .00 for each ~l,000 in principal amount held, 

semiannuall y on February 1 and on August 1 of each yea r until the maturity 

date of the bond issue on February 1, 1959. 
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It further appears that payment or only 50% or the amount due holders 

thereof on February 1, 1934 wa.s made, and that commenci ng with the payment 

which fell due on August 1, 1935, no payments on account of interest have 

been made to date by t he Government of Rumania with respect to clai mant's 

bonds numbered 1;112102, Hl2103, 1'112104, D420, D421, D455, D456, D463, D464, 

D465, D466, Dl092, Dl093, Dl404, Dl406, Dl407, Dl408, and D3782 and that

commencing with the payment which fell due on February l, 1936, no pay­

ments on account of interest have been made to date by the Governrnent of 

Rumania ·with respect to claimant's bonds numbered M17483, 1·119686, Ml9822, 

1123256, J\1i23614, and D19134. 

Section 303(3) of the Act authorizes the Commission to receive and 

determine, among other claims, those based on the failure of the Govern­

ment of Rumania to-­

meet obliga t ions expressed in currency of 
the United States arising out of contractual 
or other rights acquired by nationals of t he 
United States prior to••• September 1, 1939, 
in t he case of•••Bumania, and which became 
payable prior to September 15, 1947. 

Accordingly, the Commission has concluded t hat any award under the 

above provisions of the Act rnay include only unpa.id amounts which by the 

terms of the bond contracts were payable prior to September 15, 19l~7, and 

rray not include any amounts which became payable thereafter. 

In his computation of the amount clai med, the claimant has included 

t he total principal amount of $161 0001 citing a provision of the bond 

contracts t hat, "In case of default as provided in the Loan Agreement, 

t he principal of this bond and all other bonds of this issue may be 

declar ed and become due and payable in the manner and with the eff ect 

provi ded in t he Loan Agreement.u The Commis sion finds , however, that 

under t he terms of t he Loan Agreement, t he principal amount does not 

become due and payable prior to February 1, 1959, notwithstanding default , 

unless t he various Fi scal Agents deliver to t he Kingdon1 of Roumania 
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?-:1onopolies Institute notice in vlrlting by the holders of at least 25% in 

principal amount of all bonds outstanding, declaring the entire principal 

amount to be due and payable. There being no showing or allegation of 

such action by the required proportion of t he bondholders and by the 

Fiscal Agent, the Commission's finding above as to the amount by which 

the Government of Rumania has failed to meet its obligations under 

claimant's bond contracts is limited to instances of nonpayment of interest 

which became due and payable prior to September 15, 1947. 

Thus, the Corrmission finds that from February 1, 1934, to September 15, 

1947, the Government of Rumania failed to meet its obligations under 

claiinant•s bond contracts to make payments to him totalling fourteen 

thousand eighty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($14,087.50) • . 

A l:! A RD 

On the above evidence and gro'\.U1ds, this claim is allowed 2nd an 

award is hereby made to -dA.LTER FARYNIARZ, claimant herein, in the amount 

of fourteen t housand eighty-seven dollars and fifty cents ( ~14,087.50), 

plus interest thereon at the rate of 6% per armum from the respective due 

dates of the obligations represented by the above award to August 9, 1955, 

the effective date of Section 303. 

Payment of any portion of t he award herein shal l not be construed to 

have divested clai rrra_nt herein or the Government of the United States, on 

his behalf, of any rights against t he Goverrunent of Rurnania, for the unpaid 

balance of t he claim, if any.
