PROPOSED DECISION 

This claim for $600.00, against the Government of Italy, under Section 304(c), 

Title III, of the Inter national Clail!ls Settlement Act of 1949, as amended, is 

based upon the asserted damage to a farmhouse located at Krithares, Menetes, 

Island of Kar.pathos, Greece. Claimant, IRENE MINAS NICOLA, states that she is 

not a national of the United States. The claimant's late husband, Minas George 

Ni.cola, an alleged national of the Vnited States since his naturalization on

September 6, 1923, filed a claim und~ ::: Title II of the War Claims Act of 1948, 

as amended by Public Law 87-846 (Cla~n No. W-1501), based upon the identical 

,property cla i med herein whic:h was denied. That file has been associated with 

~his clai~ for re fer~nce. 

Section 3C4(c) , Title III, o f the International Claims Settlement Act of 

1949 (69 Sta t . 570 (1955); 22 U.S.C. §§1641-1641q (1964)), as amended by 

iection 11 c f Pc1blic Law 90-421, approved on July 24, 1968 (82 Stat. 420 (1968)), 

provides as follows:

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.. . Under well established principles of international law, applicable to 

this claim unde.r subsec tion 304(c), in order for a claim to be compensable, 

the property upon which the claim is based must have been continuously owned 

by a United States national unti.l its filing with the Commission. Furthermore, 

subsection 304(c) gives the Commission authority to adjudicate claims owned 

by persons who were nat ionals of the United States on September 3, 1943 

and .July 24, 1968, the date of the enactment of the subsection. 

The p:roperty, for the damage or destruction of which this claim is 

made, is stated as having been situated in Krithares, Menetes, on the 

Island of Karpathos, one of the Dodecanese Islands ceded by Italy to 

Greece pursuant to Article 14 of the treaty of peace with Italy, signed 

at Pa r is, France, on February 10, 1947 and effective September 15, 1947

Claimant states that she inherited the subject property from her 

husband, a national of the United States by naturalization on September 6, 

1928, upon his death in 1966. She further states that she is not a 

nat ional of the United States. 

In view of such statements, the Commission finds that although the 

sub ject property was owned by a national of the United States on the date 

of the asserted loss in 1944, the claim arising from such loss has not 

been continuously owned by a national or nationals of the United States 

t o the date o f enactment of subsection 304(c) of the Act, namely, 

July 24, 1968. 

Accordingly, the Conunissicn concludes that it does not have juris­

diction to grant compensation in this claim and it is therefor denied.

-t :respect to othe:r elements of this claim .
