Corrections, including juvenile detention facilities; Services for victims/survivors of crime (e.g., 
violent crime, drug-related crime, child abuse, elder abuse, domestic violence, sexual assault, dating 
violence, and stalking); Tribal reentry programs; Sex offender registry obligations. If services are not 
available within the Tribe, please describe how they are accessed or provided. 

 
 
3. Describe the significant tribal justice, community safety, juvenile delinquency, and victimization 

issues (e.g., child abuse, elder abuse, domestic violence, sexual assault, dating violence, and stalking) 
facing the Tribal Nation and explain why these issues are the most pressing. Ensure that the problems 
described are connected to the purpose areas for which the Tribe is applying. 

 
 

4. Describe current and future plans to comprehensively address the Tribe’s public safety, criminal and 
juvenile justice, or victimization issues (e.g., violent crime, drug-related crime, child abuse, elder 
abuse, domestic violence, sexual assault, dating violence, and stalking).
