COUNT ONE

THE UNITED STATES ATTORNEY CHARGES THAT:

1. At all times material to this information, K/V Jewelers, Inc., t/a Main Line
Jewelers, located at 7553 Haverford Avenue, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, was a business
engaged in interstate commerce, stocking and selling to customers merchandise produced in and
transported from other states to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

2. On or about February 1, 2013, in Philadelphia, in the Eastern District of
Pennsylvania, defendant

STEPHEN EASTERLING

obstructed, delayed and affected commerce and the movement of articles and commodities in
commerce, and attempted to do so, by robbery, in that defendant EASTERLING attempted to
unlawfully take and obtain, and aided and abetted the attempted unlawful taking and obtaining
of, property, that is, cash and merchandise, from an employee of Main Line Jewelers, against his
will, by means of actual and threatened force, violence, and fear of injury, immediate and future,
to his person and property, that is, by using and brandishing handguns at a Main Line Jewelers
employee.
