Def endant AGRON ABDULLAHU havi ng wai ved in open court
prosecution by indictnment, the United States Attorney for the
District of New Jersey charges:

The Def endant and his Co-conspirators

1. At all tinmes relevant to this Superseding |nformation:

(a) Defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU was a resident of

Atl antic County, New Jersey. Defendant ABDULLAHU was |awful |y
residing in the United States.

(b) Co-conspirator DRI TAN DUKA, a/k/a “Di stan Duka,”
a/ k/a “Ant hony Duka,” a/k/a “Tony Duka,” was a resident of Canden
County, New Jersey. DRITAN DUKA was an alien, illegally and
unlawful ly residing in the United States.

(c) Co-conspirator ELJVIR DUKA, a/k/a “Elvis Duka,”
a/ k/a “Sul ayman,” was a resident of Canden County, New Jersey.
ELIJVIR DUKA was an alien, illegally and unlawfully residing in
the United States.

(d) Co-conspirator SHAIN DUKA was a resident of Canden
County, New Jersey. SHAIN DUKA was an alien, illegally and
unlawful ly residing in the United States.

(e) Co-conspirator SERDAR TATAR was a resident of



Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. SERDAR TATAR was |awfully residing

in the United States.

The Conspiracy

2. From on or about January 3, 2006 to on or about My 7,
2007, in Canden and Atlantic Counties, in the District of New
Jersey and el sewhere, the defendant,

AGRON ABDULLAHU,

did knowingly and willfully conspire and agree with DRI TAN DUKA,
a/k/a “Di stan Duka,” al/k/a “Anthony Duka,” al/k/a “Tony Duka,”
ELIJVIR DUKA, a/k/a “Elvis Duka,” a/k/a “Sulayman,” SHAI N DUKA,
SERDAR TATAR, and with others, to conmmt an of fense agai nst the
United Sates, nanely, the possession, in and affecting conmerce,
of firearms and amrunition, by aliens who were illegally and
unlawfully in the United States, contrary to Title 18, United
St at es Code, Section 922(g)(5).

Obj ect O The Conspiracy

3. The object of the conspiracy was to provide firearns
and anmunition to co-conspirators DRI TAN DUKA, ELJVIR DUKA, and
SHAI N DUKA (collectively referred to herein as “the DUKAs”),

i ndi vi dual s known by def endant AGRON ABDULLAHU to be ali ens,

illegally and unlawfully residing in the United States.

Manner And Means OF The Conspiracy

4. It was part of the conspiracy that:

(a) Defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU and SERDAR TATAR
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acquired firearnms and anmmunition which they, in turn, provided to
t he DUKAs and ot hers.
(b) Defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU owned one Beretta, Model

92FS, 9 mllineter caliber pistol, serial nunmber BER341463
(hereinafter referred to as the “Beretta pistol”), and one
Yugosl avi an Model SKS, 7.62X39 mllineter caliber, sem automatic
rifle, serial nunber F-151946 (hereinafter referred to as the
“Yugosl avi an sem automatic rifle”).

(c) Defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU kept the Beretta pistol
and the Yugosl avian sem automatic rifle at his residence in
Atl antic County, New Jersey.

(d) In or about January 2006, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU traveled with the DUKAs from Canden County, New Jersey

to Goul dsboro, Pennsyl vani a where ABDULLAHU provi ded the Beretta
pi stol and the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle to the DUKAs in
order for DUKAs to possess and use those weapons.

(e) In or about January 2006, after having used the
Beretta pistol and the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle in
Goul dsboro, Pennsylvania, the DUKAs returned those firearns to
def endant AGRON ABDULLAHU.

(f) SERDAR TATAR acquired one Mossberg, Mdel 500, 12
gauge, punp action shotgun, serial nunber P380768 (hereinafter
referred to as the “shotgun”), and one Beretta, Mddel CX4 Storm
9 mllimeter caliber rifle, serial nunmber CX02876 (hereinafter

referred to as the “Beretta rifle”).



(@) In or about January 2006, SERDAR TATAR travel ed
with the DUKAs from Canden County, New Jersey to Goul dsboro
Pennsyl vani a where TATAR provi ded the shotgun and the Beretta
rifle to the DUKAs in order for DUKAs to possess and use those
weapons.

(h) In or about January 2006, after having used the
shotgun and the Beretta rifle in Goul dsboro, Pennsylvania, the
DUKAs returned those firearnms to SERDAR TATAR

(i) On or about August 1, 2006, SERDAR TATAR
transferred ownership of the shotgun and the Beretta rifle to a
third party, i1dentified herein as INDIVIDUAL-1.

(J) SERDAR TATAR caused INDIVIDUAL-1 to keep the
shotgun and the Beretta rifle at INDIVIDUAL-1"s residence in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.

(k) On or about January 31, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU and SHAIN DUKA took possession of the shotgun and the
Beretta rifle from | NDI VI DUAL- 1.

(1) On or about January 31, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU and SHAI N DUKA provided the shotgun and the Beretta
rifle to DRI TAN DUKA and ELJVI R DUKA.

(m On or about February 1, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU provi ded his Beretta pistol and Yugosl avi an
sem automatic rifle to the DUKAs.

(n) On or about February 1, 2007, defendant AGRON

ABDULLAHU traveled with the DUKAs from Canden County, New Jersey



to Goul dsboro, Pennsylvania in possession of the Beretta pistol,
t he Yugosl avian sem automatic rifle, the shotgun, and the Beretta
rifle.

(o) In or about early February, the DUKAs and SERDAR
TATAR possessed and used the Beretta pistol, the Yugosl avi an
sem automatic rifle, the shotgun, and the Beretta rifle at a
firing range in Goul dsboro, Pennsyl vani a.

(p) In or about early February 2007, after having used
the Beretta pistol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle, the
shotgun, and the Beretta rifle in Goul dsboro, Pennsylvania, the
DUKAs returned those firearns to defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU.

(gq) Thereafter, defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU kept the
shotgun and the Beretta rifle, along with the Beretta pistol and
t he Yugosl avian sem automatic rifle, at his residence in Atlantic
County, New Jersey.

(r) The DUKAs, prohibited by |Iaw from possessing
firearns, wanted others to store the firearns they possessed and
used in order to limt their risk of being discovered by |aw
enforcement authorities in possession of those weapons.

(s) The DUKAs, prohibited by law from owning firearnmns,
wanted others to register the firearns they possessed and used in
order to limt their risk that |aw enforcenment authorities could
trace those weapons back to the DUKAs.

(t) It was further part of the conspiracy that

SERDAR TATAR and the DUKAs attenpted to conceal from |l aw

enforcenment authorities the unlawful possession of firearns and
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ammuni ti on by the DUKAs, knowi ng the DUKAs were aliens, illegally
and unlawfully residing in the United States.
Overt Acts
5. In furtherance of the conspiracy and to effect its

unl awf ul obj ect, defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU and co-conspirators
DRI TAN DUKA, ELJVI R DUKA, SHAI N DUKA, and SERDAR TATAR conmitted
and caused to be commtted the follow ng overt acts in the
District of New Jersey and el sewhere:

(a) On or about January 3, 2006, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU, the DUKAs, SERDAR TATAR, and others, traveled to
Goul dsboro, Pennsylvani a from Canden County, New Jersey, in
possession of the Beretta pistol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic
rifle, and the Beretta rifle.

(b) In or about the week of January 3, 2006, SERDAR
TATAR purchased the shotgun while in Pennsyl vani a.

(c) In or about the week of January 3, 2006, defendant
AGRON ABDULLAHU and SERDAR TATAR provided the Beretta pistol, the
Yugosl avi an sem automatic rifle, the shotgun, and the Beretta
rifle to the DUKAs and ot hers.

(d) In or about the week of January 3, 2006, defendant
AGRON ABDULLAHU, SERDAR TATAR, the DUKAs, and others used the
Beretta pistol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle, the shotgun
and the Beretta rifle at a firing range in Goul dsboro,
Pennsyl vani a.

(e) On or about August 1, 2006, in Philadel phia,

Pennsyl vani a, SERDAR TATAR transferred ownership of the shotgun
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and the Beretta rifle to | ND VI DUAL-1.

(f) Fromin or about the end of January 2007 to in or
about the begi nning of February 2007, defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU
pur chased approxi mately 2,500 rounds of amunition to be used by
t he DUKAs and ot hers.

(g) On or about January 31, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU and SHAI N DUKA travel ed from New Jersey to
Pennsyl vani a, where they took possession of the shotgun and the
Beretta rifle from | NDI VI DUAL- 1.

(h) On or about January 31, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU and SHAI N DUKA brought the shotgun and the Beretta
rifle to DRITAN DUKA's residence in Canden County, New Jersey.

(i) On or about February 1, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU, the DUKAs, and others, traveled from Canden County,
New Jersey to Goul dsboro, Pennsylvania in possession of the
Beretta pistol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle, the shotgun
and the Beretta rifle.

(j) On or about February 2, 2007, defendant AGRON
ABDULLAHU, the DUKAs, and others, possessed and used the Beretta
pi stol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle, the shotgun, and the
Beretta rifle, as well as the ammunition purchased by ABDULLAHU,
at a firing range in Goul dsboro, Pennsyl vani a.

(k) Fromon or about February 8, 2007 to on or
about May 7, 2007, defendant AGRON ABDULLAHU kept the Beretta
pi stol, the Yugoslavian sem automatic rifle, the shotgun, and the

Beretta rifle at his residence in Atlantic County, New Jersey.
