Please complete the form with as much information as possible, so an Adjudicator can make a determination, based only on the information provided in the form.  Attach signed and dated copies of all documentary evidence to support your claim, and return the form as soon as possible.
The Adjudication process does not allow for oral hearings or additional evidence being submitted, unless requested by the Adjudicator.  We will contact you, if additional information is required to assess your claim.  Once complete, your claim will be forwarded to an Adjudicator to determine your eligibility for compensation.    

The Adjudicator's determination as to eligibility and the amount of compensation awarded will be made in accordance with Ontario Regulation 498/06.  All determinations are final and not subject to appeal and shall not be altered or set aside in an application for judicial review or in any other proceeding, unless the decision is patently unreasonable.  Any such application for judicial review must be filed within 30 days after you have been notified of the determination.

Once determinations are made for all claimants, funds are distributed pro-rata to claimants.  As funds are distributed pro-rata, all claims must be reviewed before compensation can be determined.  You will be advised of the determination and the amount of compensation, if any, to be paid to you.
