STATEMENT OF OFFENSE

Pursuant to Fed. R. Crim. P. 11, the United States of America, by and through its attorney,
the United States Attorney for the District of Columbia, and the defendant, Jeffrey L. Munger,
with the concurrence of his attorney, agree and stipulate to the below factual basis for the
defendant’s guilty plea—that is, if this case were to proceed to trial, the parties stipulate that the
United States could prove the below facts beyond a reasonable doubt:

The Attack at the U.S. Capitol on January 6, 2021

1. The U.S. Capitol, which is located at First Street, SE, in Washington, D.C., is
secured twenty-four hours a day by U.S. Capitol Police (USCP). Restrictions around the Capitol
include permanent and temporary security barriers and posts manned by USCP. Only authorized
people with appropriate identification are allowed access inside the Capitol.

2. On January 6, 2021, the exterior plaza of the Capitol was closed to members of the
public.

3. On January 6, 2021, a joint session of the United States Congress convened at the
Capitol, which is located at First Street, SE, in Washington, D.C. During the joint session, elected
members of the United States House of Representatives and the United States Senate were meeting

in separate chambers of the Capitol to certify the vote count of the Electoral College of the 2020
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Prosidential Eloction, which had taken place on Tucsday, November 3, 2020, The joint scssion
bogan at appeuximately 1:00 PM. Shortly thereaficr, by approximately 1:30 PM, the Houso and
Seaste adjourned to separate chambers to resolve & particular objection. Vice President Miks
Pence was prescat and presiding, first in the joint session, and then in the Senste chambey.

4. As the proceedings contimed in both the House and the Senate, and with Vice

5. At epproximately 2:00 PM, certsin individuals in the crowd forced their way
through, up, and over the bamricades. Officers of the USCP were forced to retreat and the crowd
advanced o the exterior fagade of the building. The crowd was not lswfially anthorized to enter or
remain in the building and, prior to entering the building, no members of the crowd submitted to
mm urmdnehanmbym&mwmm'mdmay
officials.

6. At such time, the certification proceedings were still underway, and the exterior
doors and windows of the Capitol were locked or otherwise secured. Members of the USCP
stterpted to maintain order and keep the crowd from entering the Capitol; however, shortly after
2:00 PM, individuals in the crowd ficed entry into the Capitol, inciuding by breaking windows
and by assauiting members of Isw enforcement, as others in the crowd encouraged and assisted
those acts. The riot resulted in substantial damage to the Capitol, requiring the expenditure of more
than $1.4 million dollars for repeirs.
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
