Greetings...

With reference to your memo dated the 25" of June 2019, the President of the Supreme Judicial

Council directed to respond to the inquiries in your letter as follows:

The judge Dhya Jafar Laftah was an investigation judge spécialized with investigating
terrorism-related crimes at the central investigation court and was promoted to be a First
Judge currently specialized with investigating integrity cases at the Baghdad Federal
Court of Appeal Presidency/ Kharkh.

With respect to the case of the accused (Omar Abdulsatar Ameen), the judge Dhya Jafar
illustrated the following:

Omar Abdulsatar Ameen is one of the many suspects who are known to have joined
terrorist groups operating in Iraq since their establishment per the information available at
the intelligence services.

In April 2018, the civil plaintiffs whom I documented their statements referred to their
request to press charges against Omar Abdulsatar Ameen and other fugitives. Their
request to relinquish charges against him in the meantime shall not drop the charges
against him. Since the crime of which he is accused is one of the public offenses, it does
not require a complaint to initiate the legal Apfoce:dure‘s.

The National Security Service, per the rei)'oxt présern_ted to the court, revealed pressures
made on the part of Omar Abdulsatar Ameen’.s family to drop the charges. We assure you
that the relinquish of the complaint shall neither drop the charges against Omar
Abdulsatar Ameen nor revoke the extradition request.

The approach of Omar Abdulsatar Ameen’s lawyer in Iraq to obtain the statements from
the plaintiffs was inappropriate and at variance with the law on Iragi Criminal
Procedures. For a statement to be obtained, an official request should be submitted to the

competent investigation judge.
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Regarding further contact with the witnesses in this case, I request the parties to abide
by the procedures stipulated  above according to the Iragi Law. We clarify that the
National Security Service is aware of the situation in Rawa and take into consideration
the witnesses’ safety. For security reaséns,‘we cannot reveal anything else regarding our
communications with them. We can only clarify that they are free to review their
statements given to me under oath on April 2018, and nothing is being concealed from
them. Furthermore, according to the Iraqi law, the witnesses hive the right to review their
statements anytime, personally or thrm\lgh lawyers, after submitting a request to the
Investigation Court.

Upon initiating the original complaint, the court has relied on the intelligence reports
submitted by the National Security Services, the witness’s staternents, crime scene
investigations and the drawings of the scene in order for the arrest warrant against Omar
Abdulsatar Ameen and his associates be issued. .-

All statements, whether witnesses’ or plaintiffs’, were recorded by me under oath,

which stipulates as follows: “I swear by Almighty Allah to say the truth and nothing but

‘the truth” I, personally, checked their IDs. After finishing recording their statements, and

in my presence, every witness was separately shown photograph pictures for men,
including Omar Abdulsatar Ameen, and all witnesses identified Abdulsatar Ameen as the
killer. A written summary was prepared for each statement and was reviewed by each
witness. After the revision, they all signed and imprinted each document, which were
reviewed and signed by me. I reviewed the Wwitnesses’ statements enlisted in the delivery
request and I certify their authenticity.

. Based on the statements made before me under the legal oath, it was obvious that
while the plaintiffs had not personally seen Omar Abdul Sattar Ameen cbmmitting the
murder, they had been informed of his involvement in the ctime by the eyewitness at the
time of the crime. Thus, I consider their. testimonies to be supportive to the statement of
the ejewitness. They were in the housé at the time of the murder. They saw Daesh
vehicles approaching the house, heard gqnshots, saw some terrorists entering their house,
then they took their son’s dead body to the hospital. The eyewitness told them that Omar
Abdulsatar Ameen was among the terrorists and he was the one who stepped forward and

shot the victim. This directly supports the eyewitness’s statement.
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9- The National Security Service sent its letter no. (4055/ 60) on June 11, 2019, to the
Honorable President of the Supreme Judicial Council to request that the case present before
the Terrorism Investigation Court of Anbar be transferred to the Central Investigation Court
of Baghdad in order for the truth be established and united with the case according to which
the arrest warrant was issued against the accused. The President of the Supreme Judicial
Court has consented that the case be transferred and united based on the powers granted to
him and in accordance with Article (55) of the Criminal Procedure Code, which stipulates
that “ It is permissible for the case to be moved from the jurisdiction of one investigative
judge to the jurisdiction of another by order of the President of the Supreme Judicial Council
or by a decision by the Federal Court of Cassation if the security situation requires it or if the

transfer would help to establish the truth”; and

10- Following our investigation, we have sufficient evidence to proceed with.the trail
of Omar Abdulsatar Ameen and request the United States to duly continue with the
extradition process in accordance with the Treaty without further delay. In the meantime, the
National Security Service will continue with its investigation into the murder of the victim
and in particular the investigation is meant to reveal the availability of additional witnesses
who have statements ‘against Omar Abdulsatar Ameen, but they fear being killed if théy
make those statements. The National Security Service is working on persuading the
witnesses to make their statements. In return, they, will be provided with appropriate legal

protettion.
