INFORMATION 

The defendant having waived in open court prosecution by 

indictment, the United States Attorney for the District of New Jersey charges: 

On or about May 31, 2018, in Essex County, in the District of New 

Jersey, and elsewhere, the defendant, 

PAL SINGH, 
a/k/ a "Surinder Singh," 
a/ k/ a "Harpal Singh," 

did knowingly attempt to procure for himself, contrary to law, naturalization as 

a United States citizen, in that he attempted to become a naturalized United 

States citizen after falsely representing on his Application for Naturalization 

Form N-400 that he had never been ordered deported from the United States, 

and that he had never used any other name other than the name under which 

he was seeking naturalization, when, in fact, he had previously applied for and 

been denied asylum under the identity of "Harpal Singh" in 1995, and had 

been ordered deported, but failed to depart from the United States at that time.
